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A COLD STORAGE DEPOT.

A REPORTER GATHERS POINTS AS

TO A CURIOUS PLACE.

An Imnicnso lluilding Tut to Odd Uses.

How t Frigid Atmosphere Is O-
btainedDetails of tho Cooling Procc".
Articles Stored.

It is expected of a country storekeeper

that Lis stock srl include- a littlo of every-
thing. Ho is called upon for all sorts of
goods, from hardware to hosiery and from
herrings to fresh eggs. Not infrequently ho
is banker and postmaster. In short, ho is a
sort of comprehensive Pooh Bah. But this
is alwavs on a small scale. His transactions
can hardlv bo called vast. He is satisfied
with a small yearly return. Analogous to
this protoypo in comprehensiveness, but on
a scale which might in comparison bo called
colossal, is an enormous establishment in a
ivest side street. Banking, warehousing and
insurance do not seem very closely allied; yet
ono has grown out of the other, and in tins
establishment all three are successfully com-

bined. For twenty-fiv- o this firm has
been engaged in tho storage business, and so
widely ramified and esteusivo lias their trade
becomo that it has forced its projectors to
take up collaterally tho calling of bankers
and insurers. To tho general public tho most
striking feature of this immense depot is tho
department of cold storage. This has at-

tained a development reached nowhero elso
in tho world. The dimensions of tho firm's
largest building will indicate its tho propor-
tions of their trade. Thcbuilding is 100 by
400 feet. Tho manager of tho insurance de-

partment gave the reporter soine points as to
this curious place.

"In our forty-eig- cold storago rooms,"
said he, "wo have more than fifteen miles of
distributing pipes. There are three boilers,
generating 300 hor power. Vo usa so
much water that we have sunk an artesian
well in our courtyard at a cost of 3,000,
and we get an unlimited supply of clear
water without calling upon the city. Tho
building is provided with automatic firo
alarm wires and tho doors have burglar
alarms. All our partitions and floors are of
a patent stone compositoiu They cot $70,-00- 0

and are absolutely lire proof. Tor the
cooling process we use puro anhydrous am-

monia. This ammonia is pumped to the roof
and subjected successively to compression,
expansion and condensation; thou it is
forced into Mnall pipes running into largo
tanks Oiled with brine. This brine becomes
intensely cold and is passed in pipes through-
out the system of rooms. The tanks nro lmed
with galvanised iro i and aro completely
water tight. The ammonia comes fiom the
small pipes at a temjrature of 10 degrees
Fahrenheit.

ADVANTAGES Or TIIE METHOD.

"The mechanical appliances would mako
30 tons of ice ir diem, if used for that pur-

pose. Some of tho pipes aro continually
sheathed in a coating of ico three inches
thick. The great advantage of our method
over ico is that tho temperature is constantly
under tho immediate and absolute control
of the manager, and different temperatures
can bo maintained in tho various rooms.
By merely turning a valve, wliicli regulates
the flow "of the brine, wo can getatoiu-peratur- o

from 10 degrees Falircnheit to 43
degrees Fahrenheit. Wo have a method of
ascertaining tho temperaturo of any room
at a given timo by tho use of the

ami its registering dial, which can-

not bo manipulated or doctored, but which
tells the unadulterated truth.

"If a patron is afraid of taking cold by
stepping, on a summer's day, fiom an out-

side temperaturo of 90 degrees Fah euheir,
ho may simply look at the register and seo

the exact degree of cold to wliich his goods
nro subjected. In one room thero is spaco

for 30,000 boxes of cheese. Different com-

modities demand different degrees of heat
aud cold. For dried fruit 40 degrees Fahren-
heit is required; for tobacco not less than

3 degrees Fahrenheit. Fish must not havo
above 20 degrees Fahrenheit, and butter
from 86 to 3S degrees. Tho egg rooms need
38 to 40 degrees, and fur calls for 10 de-

grees to prevent tho breeding of moths an I

other insects. Pears demand 34, and lng'T

beer will not bo satisfied with a higher
than 30 degrees Fahrenheit. TVo

have frequently more than $4,000,000 worth
of goods in store. Twelve elevators aro in
use. AVc take no fibrous goods, such as cot-

ton. The risks of firo aro too great. Wo

havo ico store rooms for butter elsewheic.

Ico is used thero simply becaa-- some per-

sons fear that tho butter may bo flavored
with the ammonia. This would be utterly
impossible. Put if they prefer ico they can
nave it." Now York Iail and Express.

Ho finds some v err interesting featiu-e- s and
omo that will provo valuablo to business in-

terests. One of tho especially interesting
features of" tho far northwest, ho says, u
what aro called tho "Chenook Ttinds." Thoy
aro warm a inds that como suddenly from
tho west into Zontama, and sometimes reach
as far cast as Dakota. "Theso winds," tho
professor said, talking to ."our coi respond-
ent, "como from tho Pacific coast. As a
rulo the air from tho racific coast does not
pass over tho Rocky mountains in consider-

able quantities. The air is a good deal
warmer on the western coast, as evcr3-bod-

y

knows. It is warmed by tho warm stream
of water flowing from tho equator uorth-nesf- c

along tho coast. Occasionally somo of
tills avarm wavo gets over tho crest of tho
mountains and it gets into Montana, where

the Arctic atmosphere prevaiLs. Sometimes

it extends across Montana and into Dakota.
These aro called Chonook winds. Thoy

niako wonderful and almost instantaneous
changes in tho temperature of tho section.

Often when tho Misoui i i ivcr is frozen to
tho depth of a couplo of feet or more this
warm wae melts the snow, end filling tho
river with water causes tho ico to break up
and rush down tho river at a wonderful rato.
Jt keeps on down the river until it passes tho
section affected by theso warm waves. Then

it finds its iassag obstructed by tho solid

ico which has not been affected by tho melt-in- "-

snow, and tho result is that tho rn of ico
. is checked, the great blocks which come pour-

ing down from above pilo up in great masses

as high as, a two or three story house, and
cover an immenso section along the river.

To railroad bridge could withstand tho power
of such a mass of ice. It would sweep away
tho meet stronglv constructed bridge that
could be built."
