GYPSIES AS HORSE TRADERS.

Every Man, "Woman and Child a Master
of Horse tore and Horsemanship.

Bat the main dependence of American gyp-
sies is upon horse trading and dealing. Every
gypsy man, woman and child is a master of
horse lore and horse care, and of horseman-
ship. A lad of 12, or lass of 15, is a trader, a
jockey and a veterinarian. A large number
of animals besides those in actual use always
accompany the band. These aro traded,
sold, or their numbers added to, at a mo-
ment's notice. Of the keenness, cunning and
wonderful proficiency of this race in horse
care, trading and dealing, I coukl relate

incidents. But it is an interesting
general fact in this regard, that gypsies are
gradually taking the place of all others as
middlemen between the farmers of our coun-
try and our fiual markets. Nearly all the
draft horses used in our large cities are gath-
ered together by gypsies from farmers in
straights for money, cared for a little time,
got into excellent form and training, and then
sent to the city dealers, who, supposed to be-

long to other races, aro gypsies themselves.
Not only is the famous Tattersall, of London,
who furnishes nearly all the nobility of Eng-

land with thoroughbred studs, a gypsy, but
three of the largest horse markets in this
country, in Boston, New York and Washing-
ton, are owned and conducted by gypsies;
while in the smaller cities of the country
these patient, quiet people are gradually se-

curing property with livery and sale stables
attached, to which the thousands upon thou-
sands of animals secured during the summer
wanderings aro shipped. Every one of these
animals is purchased for the lowest and sold
at the highest possible price. The gypsy is
welcomed by the farmer; for the fanner al-

ways needs, and the gypsy always has,
money; while the city purchaser is becoming
more and more used to relying on gypsy se-

lected animals. For while in a jockeying
tourney the gypsy will perform some marvel-
ous swindles, in legitimate purchases and sales
his word and guarantee are sacred and invio-

lable.
In will thus be seen that American gypsies

must stand in a new light to all those who
would give them thought Whilo ever the
most interesting of all races that have come,
or can come, nmong us; while by tradition
and heritage they will ever remain the only
romantic groupings in the heyday of our
American life; whilo they will ever weave
into our countrysides a weird charm and fas-

cination, out of which shall some day come
true, pleasant and tender tales, mixed with
a dash of their own quaint coloring, they are
still a people who must take place, as they
have already wcured possessions, and no lit-

tle kindly race recognition among us. Edgar

"Monta le riete" of Paris.
There is no such thing as private pawn-

brokers' shops in Paris. They were long ago
suppressed as detrimental to tho public weaL
The pawn shops aro public offices, called
"Monts de Piete." They originated in a re-
ligious movement. Their founder was an
Italian friar, who, in the middle of tho fif-

teenth century, thundered against the usuri-
ous practices of tho Jews tho plague of
Italy at that epoch and collected money to
establish a charitable bank to make loans at
a low rate of interest on articles deposited as
security. The Italian name for these institu-
tions was "II Monto di Pieta" the mountain
of pity but the French, in borrowing the
name, converted pity into piety.

They spread all over Italy, and tho system
found a zealous advocate in Leo X, in its bat-

tle against Shylock. The first Mont de Piete
in France was founded in Avignon in 1377.

Paris did not adopt the system until 1777,
when Louis XV established the Grand Mont
do Piete, which is still in existence in the Rue
des Blancs-Manteau- Tho institution was
suppressed at the French revolution, but a
largo number of private pawnshops then
sprang up, and had to bo abolished, and tho
old plan substituted. They are administered
by councils presided over by the mayors of
the communes in which they have ben es-

tablished. In Paris the prefect of tho Seine
is tho president. The rate of interest is fixed
by law at 4 per cent., but to defray expenses
another 4 per cent, is adaed, making tho ac-

tual rate 8 per cent
Pledges which are not redeemed at tho end

of a year are sold at auction, and all that is
realized by tho sale above claims is given to
the hospitals if no one has called for it at the
expiration of three years. There are only
three Monts do Piete in Paris, tho central and
two branch establishments, but there are
numerous authorized agents who have oflicea

for the receiving of pledges. Boston Globe.

stance indicates that he wQl mako a success-fu- ll
