THE MYSfERY.

ilore Devclopements-.-A- n Analysis Proves the
Blood to be that ofa Unman Being.

The interest in the murder mystery
of the preceding day continued
during yesterday. The central object of
interest was the recovery of the supposed
victim of the tragedy. Early in the morn-
ing a report was circulated that the body of
a man had been found in a barn in the
northern part of the city. An investiga-
tion proved it, however . to be ground-
less. Most of the disreputable
houses were "visited in the
hopes of gaining a clue to the persons who
were out late on that night. The hack
barns were all inspected. The driver of
No. 2, Baughman and Freeman's hack
said that his was the hack that Mr. le

saw early in the evening at the boat
house. He also says that he
knows absolutely nothing about
the affair and that he saw
none of the evidences of a crime dis-
covered at the place the next morning.

It appears, too, quite evident that there
was a man in the city by the name of
Gordon Lyman, as an employe of the post
office said that he had seen letters address-
ed to that name. The letters, he added,
were according to his recollection always
addressed with a type writer, but he could
say to what part of the city they
were addressed or where posted.

Yesterday morning an old gentleman by

The result of the examination of the
blood, has been anxiously looked for. Dr.
Shults returned last evening from St.
Louis and immediately commenced an
analysis and microscopic examination.
He was thus engaged when visited
at his office last night, and
when spoken to regarding the
matter he called the attention of the re-

porter to the differentiating points be-

tween the blood of a human being and
that of a land fowl. "First the blood of a
human being differs from nearly all other
animals in the fact that the discs are of
uniform size, of uniform roundness, and
and convex on both sides. Being viewed
by the aid of a microscope light is
transmitted through the centre of the
blood disc showing a light spot in the cen-

ter and gently blending to the edges. The
corpuscles or discs of a fowl are larger and
oblong, almost twice as long as wide; with
a dark nucelus in the center. In no wise
does the blood of a fowl resemble that of
the mamalia. The only blood corpuscles
that resembles that of the human being are
those of a guinea pig, and they only in
size and uniform roundness.
Thoy can be readily distinguished, being
of a darker hue, denser in structure and
devoid of the transparent spot in the cen
ter. It is without doubt blood as it
answers to all the chemical tests of blood,
the one I made being with guacum and
peroxide of hydrogen. Now if you will
look through this microscope you can
easily tell for yourself if it
be the blood of a human being or
of a fowl." Looking through the glass a
number of uniformly round discs with the
light spot in the center were seen. "It
shows very clearly, you see, that the blood
is that of a human being and such is my
opinion,"

The Doctor says lie intends to color the
blood corpuscles so that they can be mora
plainly seen; also to prepare the blood of a
chicken aud exhibit the two specimens to-

day to any one who may have curiosity
enough to compare them and note the dif-
ference.

KOCK ISLAND SCHEME.

An ordinance authorizing the
Wichita Street Railway company
to construct, operate and main-
tain a street railway along cer-

tain streets and avenues in the city of
Wichita, Kan.

Section L That the Wicliita Street
Railway company, a corporation dulv
organized under the laws of the state of
Kansas, be. and the same is hereby author
ized and granted the right to construct. 1

operate ana maintain its railways upon tne
streets and avenues of and within the
limits of said cat--

, provided however, that
the said company construct, operate and
maintain its railways in conformity to the
provisions hereafter specified, and shall at
all times, be subject to all lawful restric-
tions and regulations which may hereafter
be enacted by ordinance, the franchise and
rights hereDy granted to said company
shall continue for the period of nineteen
years from the date of the acceptance of
the provisions of this ordinance by said
company, which acceptance shall be with-
in thirty days after the publication of this
ordinance.

The rights hereby granted are intended
to confer on said company, all of the
rights, privileges and franchises, heretofore

The track of said railway shall
be laid and kept on the grade even with
the surface of the streets and avenues as
they now are, or as thev mav be from time
time, along which said" raifway pass, and
shall be so const ructed that the flow of
water in the lateral and cross gutters shall
he free, and the drainage in every particu-
lar complete, and shall be constructed in
such a manner as not to prevent the cross-
ing of the streets bv teams and wagons at
any point with perfect safety and ease, the
center lines of which shall be n near as

i mav be coincide with the center of the
