LIABILITY OF PHYSICIANS.

What a Supremo Court .Tudgo Said in
Charging a .Tury Common Law.

In n recent case, involving a charge of
malpractice, tried in tho supremo court of
Massachusetts, the presiding judge in charg-
ing tho jury used tho following language:
"Whenever men are called upon to act with
dangerous agencies, the law holds thorn to
some degree of criminal lesponsibility. If
they re grossly careless or reckless and

they are guilt'. The same general
principle applies to medical treatment. Tho
government must show not merely the ab-
sence of ordinary care, but gross carelessness,
amounting to recklessness. A man is not to
be convicted of manslaughter merely because
Df his ignorance. His ignorance is only

as bearing upon the question whether
lis conduct in the care and treatment of tho
oaticnt as marked by foolhardy presumption
ar gross and reckles-- i carelessness.- "Tho deYendunt is to bo tried by no other
or higher standard of skill or learning than
that which lie necessanl assumed in treating
her that is, that lie was able to do so vritl
out gross recklessness or foolhardy presump-
tion in undertaking it. It is not necesirv to
show an evil intent; if by gross and reckless
negligence he caused the death, he is guilty
of culpablo homicide." Accordingly, it has
been held that a dentist or surgeon using an
anaesthetic is not bound to look for any but
tho probable and natural effects of the dir"-nn-

is not liable for results arising from tho
peculiar temperament or condition of tho
patient, of which he had no l.nowlerlge, al-
though if this wero discoverable upon such
an examination of the patient as reasonable
skill and diligenco require, the dentist or sur
geon would bo responsibla for negligently
failing to inform himself.

Tho fundamental idea on tho subject is,
where honest-- , average intelligence, skill and
learning arc possessed and are upplied to the
treatment of the case with ordinary dili-
genco and caution, tho physician is not liable
for any misrhanco that may befall his pa-
tient. It is only where he has been culpablo
that he is liable in damages.

A physician treating a patient in good
faith, to the best of his ability, is not crim-
inally responsiblo for the patient's death, al-
though caused by medicine administered bv
him, but a person ignorant of the uses and
properties of a poisonous drug is criminally
liable for tho negligent u&o thereof. nail's
Journal of Health.

LINCOLN'S CELEBRATED PHRASE.

"He Made no Tretenso of Originality in
the Matter," Says Ward H. Lamon.

For using, in his Gettysburg speech, the
celebrated phrase "the government of the
people, by the people, and tart tho people
shall not perish from the earth," Ur. Lincoln
has been subjected to brutal criticism as well
as tho most groundless flattery. Somo have
been base enough to insinuate against that
great and sincere man the crime of willful
plagiarism; others have ascribed to hiHi tho
honor of originating the phrase entire. There
is injustice to him in either view of tho cae.
I personally know that Mr. Lincoln made no
pretense of originality in the matter, nor was
he conscious of having appropriated tho
thought or the words of any other man.

If he bo subject to tho charge of plagiar-
ism, so is the great Webster, who used sub-
stantially the same phraso in his celebrated
reply to Hayne. Each may have acquired
tho peculiar form of expression (the thought
itself being as old as tho republican idea of
government) by the process known as uncon-
scious appropriation. Certain it is that
neither Webster nor Lincoln originated the
phrae. Let us see how the case stands:

In the preface to tho old VicklifFe Bible,
published A. D. 1S24, is the following declara-
tion: "This Bible is for tho government of
the people, by the people and for the people,"
vihich language is identical with that em-

ployed by Mr. Lincoln in his Gettysburg
speech. In an addi es before tho Xe w England

y convention in Boston, May 20,
1 SdO, Theodore Parker defined democracy as 'a
government of ull the people, by all the people,
for all tho people of course." Substantially
the same phrase was used by Judge Joel
Parker in tho Massachusetts constitutional
convention in 1833. A distinguished diplo-
mat has acquainted mo with tho singular fact
that almost the identical phraso employed by
Mr. Lincoln was used in another language,
byaper-so- '"whose existence even v. as not
probably known to Mr. Webster, the Park-
ers or Mr. Lincoln, and who certainly did not
borrow it from them." On page 31 of a work
entitled "Geschichto der Schweizerischen
Regeneration von 1S30 bis 1S4S, von P.

appears an accountof a public meet-
ing held at Olten, Switzerland, in May, 1S30.
On that occasion a speaker named Schinz
used the following language: "All tho gov-
ernments of Switzerland (referring to tho
cantons) must ackuowledgo that they are
simply from tho people, by the people, and
for the people."

Tjphoid I'ever on tho Steamers.
People who aro about to visit Europo

should be very careful what ship they take
for tho passage. I have heard within tho
last two or three weeks of some of tho most
terrible cases of typhoid fever contracted on
board ships of the lines considered by tho
public first class. I met tho other night a
New York gentleman who. came over with
his daughter six weeks ago for the purpose of
making an extended tour of Europe. It was
tho daughter's first visit. Sho was a perfect
picture of health when sho left New York.
They took passage upon one of tho finest ves-

sels of ono of the great transatlantic lines.
Within two days after their arrival in Lon-
don she was taken down with typhoid fever.
Sho has been ill for nearly five weeks. She
camo near dying once or twice, but is now
slowry recovering. Tho physician in attend-
ance, when ho was first called to examine tho
case, where tho j'oung lady had been
during the preceding ten da-s- . When told
that.sho had just crossed tho ocean he said:
"This fever was contracted on boardjship."
"How can that bef" said the father "If
there is any place in tho world whei e people
have pure air I should think it would bo at
sea." Tho physician replied bvsnyiiiT that it
was a very common thing for people to con-

tract bad fevers on the great ships win-- h cioss
the ocean. Nothing but the nio-- t strict vigi-
lance in looking after the sanitary condition
of a great ship will keep it in wholesome con-

dition.
Vessels that may bo wholesome in quiet

weather become disease breeders when shaken
up by heavy weather, nnd where they havo
in addition to be closed down against tho
outside storm. This gentleman, who has had
such a serious timo with his daughter, has
heard of several casesof typhoid lever among
the more delicate peoplo on the passage list of
this same vessel. The surgeon mentioned
above said also that vessels which have been
through collision, with a serious shaking up,
are apt to breed fvers unless they aro after-
ward thoroughly overhauled. It will be re-

membered that Secretary Whitney lost his
favorite daughter through a malignant diph-
theria contracted on board'thip on a voyage
to Europe. The majority of peoplo leave the
United States to visit Europo with tho object
of securing rest, improving their health anil
tho pleasure of sightseeing. The knowledge
that fevers aro often developed on tho lines of
the transatlantic steamers should certainly
produce great vigilance upon the part of
owners nnd mast ere of vessels to guai d against
lurther dangers to the public from this direc-
tion.
