STRUCK IT RICH.
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A GOOD FLOW OF GAS AT A

DEPTH

Of Three Hundred Feet Members of the
Company and Citizens Visit the

Well and Much Delighted.

Yesterday morning near 3 o'clock the
parties engaged in sinking well No. 2 for
the "Wfchita Mining & Investment com-

pany detected gas. They continued work
and soon found they were in the porous
sand stone "expected at a depth of three
hundred feet, judging from the record of
the first well. They continued work, until
the flow of gas perceptibly increased, and
when in the stratum about five feet the
dril broke, thus, delaying work all day
yesterday and until late last night. When
the drill broke it was withdrawn and very
soon the flow was strong enough
i o make a showing of fifteen pounds per
square inch out of a ten-inc- h main.

Near daylight Mr. Briady started to the
city and brought the good news to the
office of the company and the secretary,
Mr. J. E. Davis, returned with him and
reached the city last night, confirming the
find of gas in large quantities. During
the day a number of citizens visited the
well, which is near nine miles east of the
city, and all returned much pleased with
the showing of new fuel.

It is thought that the stratum
is about fifteen feet in diameter which
will, according to general observation on
the subject furnish a pressure of from
forty to fifty pounds per square inch. If
this holds good that alone will proven
very decent gas supply, but it points to
something that indicates by far more sat-

isfactory results than it is thought am
possibly be found in a stratum fifteen feet
thick and only three hundred feefi below
the surface. It shows clearly that the well,
for that depth at least, is located some-

where near the anti-clin- axis. The
chances are that the formation is regular
and the drill will reach the lower strata
also near the ciest of the earth wave.
From yesterday's results it would seem
that the location is such as to determine
the question whether or not gas
is to be found in paying quantities.
