GLITTERING GOLD.
A Box of Foreign (eins Found Umider the
House of a River Pilot.

PRiLADELPHIA, Pa, Jan 24—Edward
Maull, the Nestor of the Delaware pilots
who was well known among commercial
men in Philadelphia, died last week. Mr.
Maull left an estate of £25,000, principally
invested in Philadelphia city bonds. The
lega| representatives of the dead man have
found among his papers a letter addressed

to them, which throws a curious aad ro-
mantic light upon his character and hab-
its. Inthis communication he informed
his family that in addition to his bonds
and  other investments  he  had
accumulated a large box full of gold cains,
and that the glittering treasure wonld be
found huriul.immnth his house aut Lewes,
Del. The communication explained that
this money hod been collected from time
to time for forty years or more, and con-
sisted of every foreign gold coin he had
ever received for his services as pilot,  Ex-
plicit directions were given as to where
the strong box. with itx wolden fortune,
could be found.  The old pilot had never
counted the coins, but had tossed them in
from time to time as he received them, and
then reburied the box. He =aid that the
treasure would cmonnt toseveral thousaml
dollars,

I"pan searching as directed, the heirs
found that the box was there, amd, upon
breaking it open, found it bheaped n’p with
gold piecesof every nation. Someof them
were olil coins of much greater value as
curiosities than for their intrinsic worth,
The smallest coin was a California
5 cent plece, and the largest a coin
worth intrinsically about £0, Their total
vitlue will amount to about $5,06,  No oue
drvamed that the old pilot hatl such a
honrd of wealth about the preoises, and

Mr. Maull was over 70 vears old when he
died, and waos the oldest, of the Delaware
pilots, but notwitbstamding his age he was
1 active service, although he only piloted
vessels as the humor seized him. He was
