licopcii Tomorrow For the Kecep

tion of Stock Willi Ample
Accommodations.

The Yards Thorough' Equipped with All

the Modern Facilities and Conve-
niencesThe Directory, Officers and

Management of the Best

Yards in the West.

The Union Stock yards are again ready
for business and tomorrow the yards
will be open for the reception of stock.
The company have certainly shown com-
mendable zeal and energy in the rapidity
with which they have sought to retrieve
the loss wrought them by the disastrous
conflagration whidh completely destroyed
last October their large and excellent
property.

The Union Stock Yard company was
formed February 10, 1S37, with a capital
stock of 5200,0()Q; the following gentlemen
being incorpoiators: J. O. Davidson, AV.

K. Carlisle, X. A. Entrlish, AV. R. y,

Talton Embry. The directors weie
the same as the incorporators; and J. O.
Davidson was elected president; C.
C. A. Walker, treasurer, and Talton Em-
bry, superintendent. They asked no bonus
from tho city but with entire faith in their
enterprise depended entirely upon their
own resouroes. The present most favora
ble site, at the crossing of the Santa Feand
the Fort Scott was chosen and then im-
mediate preparations were made for con-
struction of the sheds.

On May 1, this was commenced, it con-
tinued during the summer and by Oct. 13,
the work was completed and looked upon
with pride by every Wichitan. Seven and
a half acres were uuder roof. The yards
were well supplied with water,
scales, stalls, feed. and storage
quarters; in fact everything was
complete and the yards were the best
not onlv in the state but in the whole
west. The first shipment of cattle. was re-
ceived and on the nitdit of the ISth of
October, three days alter it was declared
open; the structure was set on fire by some
unknown parties and was entirely con-
sumed by the flames. On the morning of
the 19th, instead of the magnificent stock
yards there was but its smouldering
ruins.

The sympathizing citizens immediately
offered to donate money enough to rebuild
the yard in consideration of the fact that
the company had at the first asked no
bonus from'the city. This they refused to
receive; but offered to rebuild upon the
condition that the city would furnish them
a market for stock received and the super-
intendent further guaranteed that tiie
yards would be ready for the reception of
stock in the early spring. As is well known
the people did their part by securing the
great nork packing establishment of Jacob
Dold 6c Son for AViehita.

Having received this assurance the com-
pany went to woik immediately, and in
three days after the Jiro the
contract "for material for the
new sheds had been let. The capital stock
was increased .and the directors beeing the
great demand that was about to be iiacle
on them to meet the new demands, pur-
chased a large tract of land adjoining the
present yards. AVith, then, the same di-

rectors and officers a.s before the new yards
were three weeks after the destruction of
the old ones, commenced. AVith
true AViehita energy and industry
the work was kept up, and was
stopped only on account of the severe
weatheY. Finally they were completed
last week far enough to be opened tomor-
row.

The sheds as they now stand cover three
and one-ha- acres of ground, but early in
the spring the work will be resumed, and
the same area as before covered. They can
now accommodate one hundred and twen-
ty car loads of stock. The sheds aie sup-
plied with water from tho waterworks and
completely fitted with all the latest and
best improvements. Besides these advan-
tages the yards have tho added advantage
of situation and case ot access, having
track connection with all the railroads
running into AViehita.

They are now beyond any doubt the best
arranged and most satisfactory yards in
tho state; while when completed they will
stand without a rival in the west.

The fine three story stock yards hotel
near the yards themselves, was not injured
in the least by the file, and in it at piecnt
Mr. AV. M. Pi ay is keeping an excellent
house. This beautiful building has in the
second and third stories forty good
room, besides parlors, kitchen, dining
and other rooms needed in a first-cla- ss

hotel. On the lower lloor arc thirteen
office rooms.

In this building will be the commission
firm", seven in all, which are prepared to
conduct well ana legitimately the business
that may be entrusted to their caie.

There are too store buildings upon the
property and designs have been drawn for

large livery and feed Inrn, which will be
run in connection with the yards.

Tho men at the head of this enterprise
are all men of wealth and influence and
comprise some of tho best known finan-
ciers and business men of Wichita. Those
in charge are also thoroughly familiar
with the details of the busmen. Mr. Tal-
ton Embry, the superintendent, although

young man, has had a very extended ex-
perience, having been almost all
his lifo connected with the
Covington or Louisville, Kentucky,
yards. He is a live, energetic man and
has the confidence of the directory and till
with whom he has had any business rela-
tions. Mr. L. C. Sharp has recently ar-
rived from the east to act as yard master.
He, too. comes very highly recommended.
Ho has been for the last six years yard
master of the Covington nrd and before
that itt the Cleveland, Ohio yard. "He is"
says Mr. Embry, "the bcst man in that
capacity in the United States." The
management of the interior ol tho yard
will be in him und there is no doubt but
that it will be in excellent hands.

THE HLMANK SOCIKTY.

To the Editor of the Dally Easle.
By the wav of answer to many inquiries

regarding the aim and purpose of the
Kansas Humane society, a short state-
ment seems desirable.

The object of this organization is stated
in the charter as follows: "This corpora-
tion is formed for the purpose of the pre-
vention of cruelty to children and dumb
animals and for the better enforcing of tho
laws violating thereto in the state of Kan-sa-- ."

Brief as this statement is, it never-
theless covers a wide field of possible
action.

The society in the first instance proposes
to enforce such laws as already exist for
the prevention of cruelty. But as the
statutes bearing upon this subject are
very meagre, the effort of the society will
be to obtain at the next session of the leg-

islature the passage of such an act as will
fully cover the purposes of the society,
and at the same time put the great state
of Kansas abreast of the older states of the
Union in this great and hnmane work. In
this direction we expect the hearty sympa-
thy and lull of the society re-

cently organized at Topeka, Fort Scott,
and other cities of the state.

In the citj of AVichita the societ will
employ an agent to examine into all cases
coming under his observation, or reported
to him, of cruelty to, or the abuse of chil-
dren and dumb animals.

In connection with the work among the
children one object will be to rescue, and
if possble, to find homes for, those who are
cruelly treated or abandoned. Another
object and one that will commend itself to
every right thinking man or woman, will
be to extend the protection to voting girls
who, through the neglect of worthless pa-
rents or the deliberate machinations of
thoe around them, are often times forced
into a life of shame and dishonor. Such
an object needs no commendation, and it is
believed to be not outside the legitimate
scope of the society's work.

The society is not fosmed with any view
to interfering with the proper or reasona-
ble family discipline. But when children
are made the victims of cruelty, abuse or
wilful neglect, this society pro-
poses either by friendly admonition
or by invoking the aid of the law .when
necessary, to find a remedy and to relieve
the suffering little ones who aro powerless
to help themselves.

The inhuman mother living in the south-
east part of the city who recently tied her
little child up the beam and beat it almost
senseless, will find herself in the grasp of
the law if the offense is ever repeated; and
the little child will find a friend in this
society.

To some extent tho society proposes to
preent, and if possible to punish, the
cruel oerloading, beating and maltreat-
ment of horses and mules. Hundreds of
citizens have heaid of or witnessed the
inhuman tieatment of the hardworking
and overworked animals in this city dur-
ing the past year; and this society proposes
to stand between the brutes who wi.-l- the
lash and the club and their helpless vic-
tims. The man who recently threw a pet
dog into the furnace of a locomotive,
if ho had not already fled from
the city (according to our pres-
ent information) wculd find this society
prosecuting him to the extent of its power
and to the limits of the law.

The society will also seek to encourage
the humane education of children in the
various schools; believing that kindness
and humanity are the best soil from which
all other good things spring.

The growth of our city renders an or-

creasing importance. It is a work which
in time will speak for itself.but thesocietv
