Chicago, June 12. "Wheat today was

unsettled and an easier feeling existed,
with the various deliveries gradually set-

tling into their natural position. A
feature of the market was the selling of

August at a premium over July and
a wider price than yesterday. A

pood busiuess was transacted in a specula
tive way both on the outside and local
market. The opening was about the
6ame, to a shade easier than yesterday's
closing figures, but a tame feeling set in,
being a continuation of the weakness yes-

terday, which developed into a rather easy
feeling. Fair realizing assisted the weak-
ness. Prices for July declined lc, Au-

gust c, and December c. At this de-

cline a better demand developed which
checked the declining tendency, and prices
look an upward course, with tup deferred
futures showing the most strength. July
advanced c, August lc and December
13c and ruled a little irregular and closed

for the morning session c lower for July,
c higher for August, and c higher for

December than the closing figures for yes-

terday. In the afternoon an advance of
HHC all around was established. Re-

ceipts show no special change in any quar-
ter, but the export clearances were larger
and had a strengthening effect.

Corn was active in both the cash and
speculative markets. The feeling develop-
ed was stronger. The market opened
about c oyer the closing prices of yester-
day, due to tho receipts being nearly 100

cars less than expected; was easy for a
time, declining c, influenced to a consid-
erable extent by the easier feeling in wheat.

Upon the decline an active demand
spiung up, several large houses buying
freely, which started local shorts to cover-
ing and in doing so prices w cio advanced
13jc, reacted c, ruled irregular and cloed
for the morning session lc higher than
yesterday. On the afternoon board there
was a further advauc of lHc.

For oats, at the ODening, there was a
weak feeling in the speculative market,
and without any well .defined cause, only
that the market was dull. June delivery
sold down c, and other futures were c
lower early. There was subsequently a
better market, influenced no doubt, by
an advance in corn, and a good cash de-

mand for oats. The latter change caused
July delivery to sell daHc higher, and
closed at c improvement, and for other
deliveries the market became steady at a
shade above yesterday's final prices.

The provision trade was a little weaker
intone. Lard was held quite firmly, but
in pork an early break of 1 j17c was suf-
fered. Under the unloading or a moder
ate amount of property later, however,

t
pork recovered a good share of this de-

pression, and at 1 o'clock was only '2&Zc
under last night's close, but in the after-
noon there was a further reduction of

2J5c. The general busiuess failed to
show any particular increase, and made a
poor showing.

ITALIAN RAILWAYS.

THEIR DISCOMFORTS AS COMPARED
WITH THE AMERICAN ROADS.

A Klde in Europe Becomes a Penance In-

stead of a Pleasure Scene at a Station'
in Italy Three Sorts of Conveyances.
Conductor and Engineer.

The United States surpasses the world in
railroad traveling. A trip there can be iftada
with comfort. In Europe it becomes a pen-
ance. A vast field of operations is open to
tho professional corporation wreckers of
Am rica if they would only transfer their
genius to this quarter of the globe. The
traveling public on this side of the Atlantic,
at least, would be glad of their appearance,
because in their manipulations some comforts,
at least, would be instituted. As bad as it is
in England, steam journeying in this quarter
of the globe falls below even that standard.

In the winter season a "fellow, if not care-
ful, will have his toes iced in his boots or
contract pneumonia. There are no stoves in
the carriages, as they are termed, and the
only means of heat is supplied at the prin-
cipal stations by sheet iron flasks, shaped like
big army canteens, filled with hot water, that
are shovecMnto each compartment. Before
thirty minutes elapse their surfaces are
chilled; for let it be remembered, all tho sen-
timentalities concerning tho balmy air of
Italy in v.'inter, are nonsense, pure and sim-
ple. Snow covers the ground, and the cold
is biting, especially so if you sit in it as you
have to do when making any excursion.

CONDUCTOR AXD EXGIXEER.
Along the route an opportunity to protect

is never offered, because there is not a con-
ductor with tho train except on rare occa-
sions, and then that functionary cannot
;each you while tho wheels are whirling
along, since the carriages have no continu-
ous platform communication, the doors be-

ing on the side. It is exactly like riding in
hacks fastened to gondolas, with only this
exception: that there are six seats in each
compartment, three on each side. The engi-
neer jis tho monarch of tho train, only be-
tween station and station, however, which
distance he covers as best he can. As soon
as he steams up to a depot a government off-
icer blons a brass horn, whereupon he is
compelled to choke off the motive power at
once, for the government runs tho railroads.
An ugly fist it makes of it. The profits are
enormous, nevertheless, inasmuch as the ex-
penses of emp'joyes. are comparatively small.

At tho stations carnage doors aro jerked
open and tickets inspected that will not bo
collected before tho traveler alights at his
destination. To bo able to take a meal at a
station, no matter the length of time a train
is scheduled to remain, is a novelty. "When
it is time for tho dispatcher to toot his horn
or ring a bell a la milkman tho engineer
has to eond tho engine on its way immedi-
ately. A station master must havo one sec-

tion cleai-e- off before he can order another
on its way. To propose to him to havo as
many trains to run as is customary in tho
larger depots of tho United States would bo
simply to threaten him with spasms.

THREE SORTS OF COXVEYAXCES.
There are three sorts of conveyances, first,

second and third class all of a poor class.
To ride in a superior carriage means to sit
on a lumbering cushion, with a tidy at your
back and your luggage in a rack over your
head. If you are alone you can stretch to an
adjoining seat; your legs, as a consequence,
being somewhat higher than your head, be-

cause of a padded arm rest between every
pair of seats. Intermediate transportation
consists of similar accommodations, in car-
riages padded in an inferior manner, while
tho third class means roughing it on baro
boards. Your may not bo agree-
able, but you have to succumb to tho exigen-
cies of the trip. Your fellow travelers often
amuse themselves by commenting on your
make-up- , as you know by their whispered
conversation and stealthy, smiling glances.
Because, as an American, used to better
treatment, you fail to bring a horse blanket
with you, in which to wrap your knees and
feet, you are looked upon as an Exquimau.

A pair of rubber shoos aro a sourco of curi-
osity, not infrequently of laughter. Other
men and women travel in low cut shoes, and
with blue, pinched noses. It is all summed
under tho head of custom. The American
traveler is amused in his turn by a fellow
running along the roofs of tho carriages, a
red hot poker in his hand, lighting any way
ho could the wicks of gasoline lamps 'that il-

luminate tho padlocked cells. Nor is the en-

joyment diminished at tho discovery that tho
boasted lightning express trains stop at every
station, big and little. The duties of tho con-
ductor of the sleeping cars, a berth which has
to bo secured oftentimes three days in ad-

vance, if even then a chanco comes to get in
one, aro to make tho beds of the passengers
and blacken their fehoes. Tho English system
goes beyond this. In a corner of tho coach is
a heated stove, with a kettlo of water on the
top. The conductor makes a cup of tea when
requested. Tho Italian official carries your
sacheL You sleep, that is if you can, cross-
wise in a car not any higher than a circu3
cage, and in tho morning congratulato your-
self that tho car springs did not punch into
your ribs, Homo Cor. Baltimore Sun.

Steamers Piyias on the Volga.

Tho average American will bo aston-
ished to leant that the number of steamers
plying on tho Volga and its tributaries is
greater than the number on the Missis-
sippi; that $15,000,000 worth of products
annually come down a singlo tributary of
the Volga namely, the Kama, a stream
of which few Americans have ever heard:
and finally, that the waters of the Volga
river system annually float nearly 5,000,000
tons 01 merchandise, and furnish employ-
ment to 7,000 vessels and nearly 200,000
boatmen. It may be that an ordinarily
well educated iSnerican omrht to know all
these things, but I certainly did not know
them, and they came to me with the shock
ofj a complete surprise. George Kcacan
in The Century.
