ANOTHER OQPEN LETTER FROM
ELDEE SWARTZ,
m‘wgln.n Aigen, E, C. Beach, J. D, Woods

Desr Brergren—I had not intended
to review your reply to my “‘open letter
to Rev. J. D). Botkin,” until I was in-
formed a few days ago that certain par-
ties were boasting that 1 had “been
answered” by you, and thatI had been
“completely squelched.” Well we shall
see.

‘What is the issue between us? Simply
this: Iaffirm that Rev. J. D. Botkin,
while a pastor in the M. E. church,
should keep out of politics, as a candi-
date for political office; or in case he
persists in making the race for governor
of Kansas, he oughito resign his pas-
torate,

This you deny, and claim that he has
the same right to run for political office
that any other citizen has, and is under
no obligation, whatever, to resign his
pastaral relation while making this
canvass. Because I dare express my
conviction that he is deing wrong in this
matter, I am accused of making an
“assault” upon him. Iuse the words
“rogret,” “protest,” ‘“‘most emphatically
rotest against what seems to me,” ete,

a solemn declaration of opinion, re-
gretfully expressed, an -‘assault?”’ Surely
not. What can yvour purpose be in re-
sorting to such misrepresentation?

In reply to my “open letter,” and in
jnstifying Brother tKin's candidacy
for governor, you submit this progm:-
tion, viz: ““A iminister loses no right of
citizenship when he becomes a minister
and of course may do anything that any
other good citizen may do, and hence
there is nothing wrong, per se, in a min-
ister accepting the nomination for gov-
ernor on any partv ticket he may
chopse.” What do you mean by a min-
ister? One wuo is duly licensad or
authorized to preach the gospel and ad-
minister the sacraments? Or do you
mean a minister who is also a pastor—
one having charge of a congregation or
church, and whose duty it s to watch
over the spiritual interests of his people
and instruet them in the sacred doe-
trines and duties of the Christian re-
ligion? If yon mean simply a minister
wio is mot a pastor, you raise a false
i:‘s:mll? and practice pettifoggery in your
reply.

f vou menn a minister who is also a
pastor, then I deny vyour proposition.
There are many rights, as citizens,
which would materially interfere with
pastoralfduties, and gll such rights are
surrendered. In this position I am sus-
tained by the discipline of the choreh,

in regard to the rights and duties of
pastors, And this is especially true in
regard to pastors running for political
offices, 1 never heard of any annual
conference favoring anything of the
sort, and 1 venture to say no other man
ever did,

I admit that ministers may do many
things which would be totally incon-
sistant for pastors to do. To illustrate;
a minister may and often does, very
rrnperly engage in mercantile pursuits,
bt there is not a merchant in Christen-
dom but knows that such business
would interfere materially with pastoral
duties.

A minister may own, and give his
persanal supervision to a “stock ranch.”
Could a pastor do so without interfering
with his duties as a pastor? A minister
might be a soldier, might command a
compuny, a regiment, as you suggest,
Could a pastor doso? No. And sucha
thing never occurred in late war, Like
honest men we gave up our pastoral
charges,

In 1870, at the session of the South
Kansas conference held st Hutchinson,
Kansas, of which we, now of the South-
west Kansas conference, were all mem-
bﬁrsf ?;lw were in Kuansas at that date,
the*following was passed, viz:

“Resolved, That we condemn emphat-
ically and unqunlifiedly the engagement
of members of this comference in politics
as candidates for office while holding
efficient (effectiveirclations to the actve
ministry;"” i. € as pastors.

Again, following out the spirit of the
above resolution, in 1887 the following
was passed:

“Resolved, That it is the sense (the
judgment, not advice simply) of this
annual conference that preachers in the
actual pastoral work should not under
any circumsiances allow their names to
be used as candidates for any political
offices.™

These resolutions were unani-
mously, and my recollection is that
Brother Botkin expressed himself very
freely of, and voted for the latter one.
*Oh, consistency thou art a jewel.”

You declare that “thess resolutions
were only advisery,” and assume that
“the preacher may take the advice if he
chooses,” if otherwise he need not.
