VIOLATORS 0? LAW,

Judge Cooley Tells of Startling Eevela-latio-

in Railroad Business.

Chicago. Dec. 13. Interstate Commerce
Commi-siouc- rs Cooley and Morrison left
for the east last eveuinp. In an interview
printed in a local paper, Judge Cooley
.says that wilful violation of the law and
illegitimate means resorted to by
railroad olllcinls to secure advantage over
each other, revealed by The investigation
made by himself and Commissioner Mor-

rison, were much wor.--e than an' member
of the commission had supposed. The
reason the mattei had not been taken up
before was that the commisiienora did not
get auy more knowledge of their doings
than was lurniMied them by the aggrieved
parties. The railroads seemed to be gov-- i
erned bv the rule that prevails among all
law breakers not to tell tales on each ot her.
Large prominent shippers and merchants
were benefitted bv a violation of law and
consequently had no reason to complain
and were not likely to brin. violations ot
law derore tne commission Consequently
only ca-e- s ot minor importance were
brought before the commission, and even
" thfce K s tu ureat5,t difficulty to

secure reliable evidence. 1 he trouble was,
ne said, the commission was located too
fur away from the basis of operations of
the roads. It should be located where vio- -
lations of law couId be promi,tly brought
to its notice, where prompt and thorough
investigation can be made. Investigation
into tilt? methods of railroads transacting
pasencer business and other trsusatious
resorted to in order to evade the law had
siren him and Commi-.sion- r Morrison a
better insight into the illegal practices re-

sorted to by railroads than they had been
able to obt tin since they assumed office.

The revelations of crookedness were sim-
ply astounding. Evidence had come into
the possession of the commisioneis that
would wan ant criminal prosecutions
against seeral raihoad ofhcials. The
wort feature wa that every official
the had examined admitted the
nets, but said he did it because

otheri were dome it. Some of them even
went so far as to justify illegal action on
the cround that the law v. as oppressive
and unjust. One man user who wa re-

proved for Dayiun a commission of ?6 on
a ticket worth ?l"i.0 insisted that there
was nothing in the law to prevent him
from paying as large a commission as he
pleased and afterwards sent a written doc-
ument to the commission making an argu-
ment in justiftcntion of such action. If
tht railroads thoucht that the commission
would rest with the admonition given
them at the Tuesday mass m etinc of gen-
eral managers Mr. Cooley said they were
greatly mistaken. That was done simply
as a warning to give them an opporiunity
to rectify the evils complained of without
further delay; to bnuc them to a reahza-tio- a

of the fact that the law must lie en-

tered. The commission, he said, will act
promptly hereafter in every case of viola-
tion of law that comes to its notice and
the guilty parties will be punished to the
full exteiit of the law. The commission
wu not afford to have the law made odi-
ous by permitting its wilful violation.

Pretended Friends of the Measure
Attempt to Block it with

the Homestead Law.

Earnest Supporters Affirm that Soldiers
Have Hot Asked that Their Priv-

ileges Extend to Oklahoma.

The House Adjourns Without Making
Progress hi the Senate a Number

of Amendments to the Tariff
Bill are Eejected.

HOUSE.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 13. The speaker an-

nounced the appointment of Messrs.
Hatch, of Missouri, Whiting, of Michigan,
and Funston, of Kansas, as conferees on
the department of agriculture bill.

Mr. Peel, of Arkansas, called up and
the house passed a bill for the adjudica-
tion by court of claims of old settlers on
west Cherokee Indian claims. The amount
involved is 54,000,000.

Tke house then proceeded in committee
of the whole to the consideration of the
Oklahoma bill.

Mr. Hooker, of Mississippi, offered an
amendment providing that the unoccu-
pied lands west of the sixth degree of west
longitude shall be opened to settle-
ment only by the consent of tiie
Cherokee Indians or any other tribe or
tribes having interest therein, which shall
first be obtained by a commission to be ap-
pointed by the president. After consider-
able discussion, and an hour consumed in
an effort to secure a quorum, the amend-
ment was rejected 38 to 129.

.Mr. Payson, ot Illinois offered an
amendment providing that the rights of
honorably discharged union soldiers to
make homes in public lands under exist-
ing laws shall not in any degree be im-
paired by the bill and their rights under
these laws shall extend to the lands open
to settlement under its provisions.

Mr. Weaver inquired who was to pay for
the land.

Mr. Payson replied that the government
would pay for it. This was the first time
that in land legislation tho rights of sol-
diers under the homestead law had sought
to be impaired. lie made the prediction
that if a ye.i and nay vote were taken on
the amendment the gentleman from Illi-

nois (Springer) would not dare to vote
against it.

this opinion has given away to tho re-

peated raids of Ohio White Caps. The
iatest comes from Wood county. A man
named Martin, living u few miles from
Bowling Green, received uotice early in
the week thanf he did not go to work and
support his family he would receive puu-isme- nt

from ood count;,' vigilnntes."
He paid no attention to the notice. Tues-
day evening he started for hom in an

condition. A rope was tied
around his neck, aud one ena thrown over
a limb. He began to pray. Twice the
men cut his prayers short by drawing
their victim up until he dangled in the
air. Then they stripped him, tied
him to a tree and applied beech switches
till his back was a mass of
bleeding flesh. His clothes were then re-

placed and he was taken home, where he
now lies sick.

A few nights ago a man named Miller,
living at Leipsic, received notice similar
to the one sent Martin. He paid no atten-
tion to it, thinking it was a practical joke
by some of his neighbors, but learned his
mistake to late. He was visited early in
the week by white caps, taken from his
house and unmercifully lashed.

At Fostoria notices were posted a week
ago, and when they were torn down by
those to whom they were directed others
were sent. General notices addressed "to
whom it may concern," were tacked on
trees in front of Foster's resi-
dence, a"d yards of other prominent citi-
zens. For ten days this thing was recanl-e-d

as a great hoax and every one ridiculed
the idea of white caps visitinc Fostona.
Tuesday a band of men, mounted and
equipped with white cap outfits, dashed
through the town. An attempt was made
to follow them, but the3" scattered aud
were soon lost in a dense forrest a few
miles from town: While there is no dan-
ger of "regulateis" doing any of their work
within the city limits thev have already
