Safe Interest.
All national and state banks receive de-

posits subject to check at 6ight, but do not
payinterest. Principal trust companies have
two systems, elective at the tirae of deposit-
ing, one similar to the above banks and the
other a timo account, when a notice of rcm
ten days to two weeks is required. On the
first system they pay 2 per cent, and on the
latter 2 per cent. No reliable banks pay
more rats of interist than that cited here,
and on any larger rate of interest it would be
well to examine carefully the security. The
Philadelphia and Western Saving funds are
exceptiens. These pay 3 per cent, but

at least two weeks' notice.
