just gone. Uncle Thompson, the station '

baggagemaster at the time, ran hastily to
this engine and asked her aid to overtake
the flying train. The genial Charles, ever
ready to aid the cause of any female in dis-
tress, volunteered to catch the robber.
Hastily filling the fire-bo- x with wood from
tho tender, while Thompson was assisting
tho woman to mount the engine, with a
command to the switclman to "give us the
main line," with hand upon the throttle,
No. 23 fairly flew over the switches and
commenced her run. An empty engine
chasing a heavy train up " OakrHill grade,"
which extends four miles straight away
