ANOTHER MANIFESTO.

Genernal Boulanger Handling the Govern-

ment Without Gloves.

PARIS, Aprilo. General Boulanger has
issued a manifesto dated Brussels. April
C He says that in their robust sense the
electors know hew to deal with the tissue
of falsehoods and abominable slanders
against him. The government has

from an infatuated parliament con-

sent to prosecute him before a court of
political enemies, not before a court of
judges. All acts imputed to him as crimes
were well known when lie was appointed
minister of wur and therefore his col-

leagues were equally guilty. '"All the
violence and calumny in the world," he
snys, "will fail to turn us from our ob-

ject, which is to obtain an honest republic
and the legal exercise of universal

A warrant has been issued for the arrest
of Boulanger the moment ho touches
French soil. The open auimus of the gov-
ernment is producing a revulsion of pub-li- o

feeling in the general's favor.
Brussels, April 5. General Boulanger

held a conference today in this city with a
number of his supporters iu the French
chamber of deputies.

The French Government is urging Bel-
gium to expel General Boulanger.

Paris, April 4. The Opportunist and
Radical press regard the vote in the cham-
ber of deputies yesterday authorizing the
prosecution of General Boulanger by the
government as a death blow to Boulanger.

Count DilloiLnnd M. Kochefort will be
prosecuted b' the government for their
connection with the Boulanger movement.

KANSAS MATTERS AT THE CAPITAL.
Washington, April 5. The secretary of

the interior today aflirmed the decision of
the general land office in the case of
Thomas F. Everett vs. Fred T. M. Weuie,
involving lots 9, 10, 11 and 12, section 25,
township 20 south, range 23 west, and lots
14 and 1.1, section 30, township 2G south,
range 24 west, Garden City, Kan., laud
district. This is a branch of the case of
Wenie et al. vs. Frost, heretofore disposed
of by the department, and it is there-
fore considered ill advance of what
would otherwiso be its proper time.
Wenie, it appears, was first upon the land,
which lies just outside the city limits of
Dodge City, Kan., but his claim was con-
tested by Everett. After filing upon the
land Wenie became city attorney of Dodge
City, hut still resided upon his claim.
Everett alleged that Wenie's residence was
necessarily in Dodge City, and conse-
quently the claim had been abandoned.
Eater Weuie went upon the road as trav-
eling agent for an insurance company, but
in his absence he kept a tenant upon the
laud. He subsequently returned, and has
mnce made his home upon the tract in
dispute. The secretary holds that aban-
donment of the claim by Wenie has not
been shown, and he theielore affirms the
decision of the general laud office allowing
Wenio the property.

THE WASHINGTON CENTENNIAL.

Nine 0'Olock A- - M. Tuesday, April 30,
Proclaimed for Divine Services.

Washington, April 5. The following
proclamation was issued late this after-
noon:
By the president of the United States of

America: A proclamation.
A hundred years have passed since the

government which our forefathers found-
ed was formally organized at noon on the
50th day of April, 17S9, in the city of New
York, and in the presence of an assem-
blage of heroic men whose patriotic devo-

tion had led the colonies to victory and in-

dependence, George Washington took the
oath of office as chief magistrate of the
now-bo- rn republic. This impressive act
was preceded at 9 o'clock in the morning
in all churches of the city by prayer for
God's blessing on the republic and its first
president.

The centennial of this illustrious event
in our history has been declared a general

holiday by act of congress to the end that
the people of the whole country may join
in commemorative exercises appropriate
to the day.

In order that the joy of the occasion may
be associated with a deep thankfulness in
the minds of the people for all our bless-
ings in the past and a devout supplication
to God for their gracious continuance in
the future, the representatives of religious
creeds, both Christian and Hebrew, have
memorialized the government to designate
an hour for prayer and thanksgiving on
tnat day.

Now, therefore. I, Benjamin Harrison,
president of the United States of America,
in response to this pious and reasonable
request, do recommend that on Tuesday,
April 30, at the hour of 'J o'clock in tne
morning, the people of the entire country
repair to their respective places of
Divine worship to implore favor
of God, that the blessings of
liberty, prosperity and peace may
.ihniH with us as a people
and that His hand may lead us in the
paths of righteousness and good deeds.

In witness whereof I have hereunto set
my hand and caused the seal of the United
States of America to be affixed.

Done in the city of Washington this 4th
day of April, in the year of our Lord 1S39.
and of the independence of the United
States the 113th.

CENTENNIAL ARRANGEMENTS.
New York, April 5. According to ar-

rangements completed by the centennial
committee today President Harrison will
come to Elizabeth direct from Washing-
ton. He will arrive at Elizabeth about 8

a. m. Monday, April 20. This plan, of
course, does away with proposed recep-

tions at Philadelphia and Trenton. The
president will breakfast with Governor
Green, of New York, at Elizabeth at 11 a.
m. He will be at Elizabetport where the
New York committee will receive nim.
Other Washington officials will arrive
shortly after tbo president-- After the
literary exercises at tne tne
president will be driven to the reviewing
stand opposite Fifth Avenue hotel. Other
guests of the committee will get there by
a special train on the Third avenue ele-
vated road. The army committee find
they will have to provide sustenance for
8.000 Pennsylvania troops while here, tne
legislature of tint state having failed to
make an appropriation for the purpose.

WASHINGTONIANS WILL GO.
WASHINGTON, April 5. "On to Okla-

homa!" is a cry not confined to the borders
of Kansas. The feVer has reached Wash-
ington, and, in addition to the many who
are packing up preparatory to seeking
their individual fortunes in the territory,
an organized body of Washingtonians
will join the boomers and enter Oklahoma
when the proclamation of President Har-
rison takes effect. The first wing of the
Washington colony, comprising about 100

men, will leave here by the Baltimore &
Ohio railway on a special train, which
road contracts to land them at Oklahoma
on the forenoon of April 22.

The commissioner of the general land
office forwarded today to the land officers
at Guthrie and Kingfisher stations, a full
complement of books, blanks and station
ery.

KOW FOR A KEST.

President Harrison Will Take a Vacation
in Order to Recuperate,

Washington. April 5. The president
has practically determined to take a few
days' rest and recreation outside of Wash-
ington as soon as he can do so without sac-

rificing public interests. He has been un-der- -n

severe strain mentally and physic-
ally for the last eight months, and it is
beginning to tell on his health. Friends
and physicians have advised him to take a
short respite from official duties, and he
has promised to do so at the first favora-
ble opportunity. He has made some in-

quiries about Fortress Monroe, and a ru-

mor was soon starud that he was going on
a cruise in Chesapeake bay and to Fortress
Monroe. Dates were fixed by rumor for
tomorrow and Fortress Monroe for the
destination. Thete are several obstacles
in the way of a trip being made so
soon, the chief and all sufficient
one being lack of an available vessel.
There are two revenue cutters at Baltimore
one being out of commission and the other
undergoing repairs. Ono of them could
soon be put in condition for the president's
use and orders to that effect may be issued
in a few days, provided the president
decides on a trip by water. There are also
two lighthouse tenders at Norfolk, either
of which could be utilized if desired.
There is usually a naval vessel in this
vicinity in summer time for just such
trips as have been recommended to the
president, but it so happens that there is
none here at the present, time. Jt is, how-
ever, very probable that the president will
leave the city for a few days before the end
of next week, but it is not likely that any
definite arrangements as to destination or
means of transportation will be made for
several days yet.

ERHARDT WELL ENDORSED.
Washington, April o.lt is said at the

treasury department that Mr. Erhardt was
the choice of the Republican party of state
of New York for the position of collector
of the port of New' York without regard to
wings, sides or factions, and that every-
thing considered, his was a most harmon-
ious appointment. He was endorsed by

nt Morton, Secretary Tracy.
Senators Hiscock and Evarts, nearly all
the Republican representatives of the
state, the Union League club, the leading
representatives of the two factions of the
party and many of thepriucip.il merchants
and business men of the port.

Mr. Erhardt is well known throughout
the country as the Republican candidate
in the mayoralty contest in New York
city last autumn, which resulted in the
election of Mayor Grant, the Tammany
candidate.

A SHIPPER RESORTS TO BRIBERY.
Chicago, April 5. A report is current

that a prominent cattle shipper a few days
nso approached one of the weigh masters
in the employ of the Western Railway
Weighing association andoffered him asum
of money to return a false report of weight
of a certain shipment of live stock, or to
pass it at estimated weieht. This is a
clour violation of the interstate commerce
Jaw as recently aujeuded. The agent

mbheY trad subsequently turned
it over to Georce I. Carman, superintend-
ent of the weighing association. Mr. Car-
man wnrcatjonce to the shipper and con-
fronted him with the charge of bribery. It
is said the shipper was greatly agitated
and pleaded for no exposure, actually
bursting into tears as a vision of the pen-
itentiary loomed up before him. N" steps
have been taken toward a prosecution.

MAGGIE MITCHELL DIVORCED.
New YoRiC, May 6. The Tribune of this

morning has the following special from
Trenton, N. J.: A divorce has been
granted Maggie Mitchell, the actress, from
her husband, Henry T. Paddock by Chan-
cellor McGill, the decree haying just been
filed in this city. The evidence in the case
was taken in New Jersey and New York,
and the conmlainant's main charge was
adulterv on the part of her husband in
1SS2 and 1S54. with one Minnie E. Moore,
who was then living in Syracuse.

SALINA ITEMS.
SaLINA, Kan., April 5. The retirinc city

council tonight were served with an in-
junction restraining them from
canvassing the vote in added
school territory. It Is claimed the district
lies outside of the municipality.

During the district court recess tonight,
N. F. Anderson, a prominent attorney,
and Bailiff Hancock quarrelled, the latter
striking the former, inflicting two severe
cuts under and over the right eye.

OTVLL SERVICE,

Enaicott Thinis It Will
Soon be a Necessity.

Washington, April 5.

Endicott, in company with his successor,
Secretary Proctor, called on the president
this afternoon for a few minutes. He af-

terwards talked quite freely with a Star
reporter. He said he felt relieved at being
once more a private citizen and added: I
feel as any hard working man would nat-
urally feel when his load had been lifted
or his task taken away from him. The
president does not seem to be looking very
well; he evidently needs rest. I had not
seen him since the morning of the 1th of
March and he has the appearance of a man
who is thoroughly tired; he necessarily
must be so. The American people put too
much strain on its president. The work
ought to be. delegated and the time
is near at hand when it will have
to be. Our great need is a
more extended civil service.. This is the
only government where ther is a scramble
for office undignified, uupatriotic and
until the tenure is made secure and the
places are filled with good men, the presi-
dent will be overburdened. Look at Eng-
land. There is a free government, and
there the men who desire to enter the em-
ploy of the government are tested thor-
oughly, and, if found competent, are offer-
ed every inducement in the service.
Within the lifetime of the generation now
being born there will be in this country an
army of officials 300,000 strong. Then the
civil service will be a necessity, and then
the president will have to be relieved of
the drudgery of appointments by heads of
departments and bureaus, because no one
man will be able to do the work. The re-

form would commence too soon if it were
put into operation at once."

'THE NEW TERRITORIAL COURT.
Washington, April 5. The jurisdiction

of the new court for the Indian Territory
extends over the Indian Territory bounded
as follows: North by the state of Kansas,
east by the states of Missouri and Arkan
as, south by the state of Texas and west

by the territory of New Mexico. The
judge holds his office for four years and
until his successor is appointed and qual-
ified. The salary is $3,500 a year. The
court has exclusive original jurisdic-
tion over all offenses against the laws
of the United States commited within the
Indiau territory not punishable by death
or by imprisonment at hard labor; also
jurisdiction in all civil cases between citi-

zens of the United States who are resi
dents of the Indian territory and citizens
of the United States or any state or terri-
tory, and any citizen or person or persons
residing or found in the Indian territory,
and when the value of the thing in contro-
versy or damages or money claimed
amounts to $100 or more, provided that
nothing in the act creating the court shall
be so construed as to give the court juris-
diction over controversies between persons
of English blood only and all laws having
the effect to prevent the Cherokee, Choc-
taw, Creek, Chickasaw and Seminole na-
tions, or either of thorn, from lawfully en-

tering into leases or contracts for mining
coal for a period not exceeding ten years
are repealed and the court has juris-
diction over all controversies arising out
of the mining leases or contracts and of
all questions of mining rights or invasions
thereof where the amount exceeds 100 and
the provision of chapter IS, title 13, of re-

vised statutes govern the court so far as
applicable, and all practice, pleadings and
forms of proceeding in civil causes must
conform as near as may be to those of the
the courts of record of the state of Ar-
kansas, and the plaintiff is entitled to
like remedies by attachment or other pro-
cess against the property of defendants
and for like causes as are now provided by
the laws of said state. The final judg-
ment or decree of said court in cases
where the value of matter in dispute,
exclusive of costs, to be ascertained by
oath of either party, or of other com-
petent witnesses, exceeds 1,000, may be
reviewed aud revised or aflirmed by the
supreme court of the United States upon
writ of error or appeal in like manner and
under the same regulation as final judg

ements or decrees of a circuit court. Two
terms of court are to be held each year at
Muskogee on the first Monday in April
and September and such special sessions
at such times as the judge may deem ex-

pedient for business, and he may adjourn
such special sessions to any other time
previous to a regular term. In all crimi-
nal trials had in said court in which a
jury shall be demanded and which the

or defendants shall bo citizens of
the United States none but citizens
of the United States shall be
competent jurors and the judge shall have
the same authority to issue writs of habeas
corpus and injunctions, mandamus or
other radical process as exists in the cir-
cuit court of the United States. All pro-
ceedings in said court shall be had in the
English language and bona fide male resi-
dents of the Indian territory over 21 years
of age, and understanding the English
language sufficient to comprehend the
proceedings of the court, shall be coniDe-te- nt

to serve as jurors, subject to exemp-
tions and challenges as provided by law in
regaid to jurors in the district court,
northern district of Arknusas.

SHIRT MAKERS FAIL.
New Yop.k, Apiil 5. A complete sur-

prise was occasioned amongthc merchants
engaged in the shirt trade this afternoon
by tho announcement of the failure of
Downs & Finch, shirt manufacturers at
43 and 45 Leonard gtreet, having three
large factories. The firm was regarded as
the leading in the manufacture of fancy
shirts in the L'nited States, and was com-
posed of Daniel H. Downs and Cornelius
M. Finch, general partners, and O. Henri-Rothschil-d

and Isidore Drefus as special
partners. The general partners made a
gener 1 assignment, without preferences,
to Theodore F. Mill, lawyer, at 229 Broad-
way.

Messrs. Rothschild and Drefus, who
compose the firm of O. Henry Rothschild
& Co., shire manufacturers, at 43 Leonard
street, say that this firm is by no means
affected by the failure of Downs & Fiuch.
Mr. Rothschild said this afternoon that
the failure was a surprise to him and he
knew nothing as to what the cause was.
At the office of the firm no person could be
found to give the slightest information of
the cause ot the failure. The general un-
derstanding was, however, that the firm's
endeavors to control the trade had in-

creased expenses while the profits dimin-
ished and low prices prevailed. Besides.
Mr. Fiuch's health has been poor And he
had just returned from a trip in tne east.

Assignee Miller was at the firm's store
and gave what information he could to
creditors. He bad been suddenly called
upon the assigneeship and learned from
Mr. Downs that the liabilities were be-

tween $400,000 and soOO.OOO. and that the
assets judiciously handled would exceed
liabilities. The assets consist of the three
large factories and an immense stock on
hand, material, machinerv and bills and
accounts receivable. Bradstreet's reports
state that the business was established
many years ago as Downs, Couriay &
Finch, at Jamesburg, N. J., and about
seventeen years ago was succeeded by
Downs & Finch. Mr. Downs was financial
manager, and Mr. Finch looked after the
manufacturing part of the business. They
first manufactured a cheap grade of goods
and drove out the smaller concerns! On
August 11, 1S66, they formed a limited
partnership to run live Tears with Messrs.
Rothschild and Drefus for $100,000. The
latter turned over to the firm its fancy
shirt department. In September last
Downs fc Finch claimed their capital
stock was SoOO.000, including the special
capital, and that during the preceeding
year they had added at least S50.U00 to their
capital from profits.

TEXAS LEGISLATURE.
Austin, Tex., Aprils. The senate this

morning insisted oh its amendments to
the land bill and asked.' for a free confer-
ence committee, which was granted.

Senator Allen presented a concurrent
resolution requesting Texas representa-
tives in congress to urge the passage of a
bill placing Texas veterans on the Federal
pension list.

The senate passed the house bill regulat-
ing inspection of illumiuating oils, also
the house bill requiring prompt payment
by railroads of claims of $50 and less
against them. '

Senator Allen introduced a bill allowing
William Evans to sue the state on account
of the loss of the schooner Josephine in
the quarantine service. .

The senate concurred in the house
amendments to the bill for funding out-
standing frontier claims.

The house passed its bill requiring rail-
road officials to promptly care for persons
injured by railroad accidents; also passed
the senate bill to pay state bonds and re-

issue them in manuscript bonds, and the
house bill regulating pharmacy.

House afternoon session Senate amend-
ments to house bill regulating oil inspec-
tion and to house bill requiring railroads
to pay promptly claims of 450 or less were
coucurred in.

The house refused to reconsider the vote
passing house bill requiring county
officers to make certain reports to the
state superintendent of education.

House bill for more stringent enforce-
ment of taxes bv increasing costs to de
linquents was considered and defeated:
also senate bill relative to suing out writs
of error in certain cases.

Senate bill for better enforcement of the
mechanics' and laborers' lien law passed.

Adjourned till Friday.

EIGHT MTJEDEEEDAND BUBNED.

Two Young Texans Arrested for a Shock-

ing Grime in Titus County.

Fordyce, Ark., April 5. M. B. Dickson,
sheriff of Titus county, Texas, has ar-

rested Frank Schiilz at this place on the
charge of murder.

On the night of the 10th of December
last the house of J. R. King, a well-to-d- o

farmer of Titus county, was burned and
the charred remains of King, his wife and
six childron were found in the ashes.
Upon examination it was found that the
skulls of all the family had been crushed
in. The alleged murderer, King and his
son, aged 20, had killed hogs and they
were to move into a new house a few hun-
dred yards distant and they had carried
the meat to the new house and young
King had slept there to guard the meat
the night of the murder. Before
goinc down to the new house for
the night young King Had used the
adze and left it at tho yard gate. Suspic
ion pointed to King's w Schultz,
a first cousin to the young man arrested
here, who had run away with King's
daughter and had forged an order for mar-
riage license. It was the fear of being
prosecuted for forgery that caused him to
murder King and his family. Shultz.
Kins'n w, had made threats and
has since confessed to friends. His cousin
did the killing of the son, he killed Kinc
aud his wife and then set fire to the house.
The children were from 2 to 14 years of
age aud were found where the beds stood,
except a girl 1 1 years of age, who was
found near the door as though trying to

pe.
Young Schultz, who was arrested here,

came to this county in January with John
Parhani and has since been living with
Mr. Parham. He says he can prove that
he was forty-fiv- e miles away at the time of
the killing, but Sheriff Dickson says he
has positive proof he was seen near King's
late that evening.
