Epecial Dispatch to the Daily Eagle,
CLEARWATER, Kun., May 20—-J. A.
Newcome, of Wichita, shot himself in the
head with a reyolver at 3:30 this eveniog,

Mr. Newcome bad jost came down from
Wichita to muke preparations for aceept-
ing a position with Mr, Tillinghast In the
bank. The two gentlemen had talked for
some time together in the front room of
the bank, when Mr Tillinghast
was called away by the en-
| trance of a lady. In a few

minutes after he beard the report of a re-
| volver and rushing into the back room
| found Mr. Newcome lying upon the floor,
‘ blood issuing from & wound in bis head,

and near by upon the floer Mr, Tilling-
hast's own revolver with which the blopdy
deed hud been done. Soon others were nt-
tracted to the spot and several iifted Mr,
Newecome to his feet. He stood looking
around him for a few minutes and inguired
what had happened. Dr. Van Euton was
called, and the wounded man with his as-
sistunce and that of Mr. Tillinghast walked
to the botel, Here an exuminution was
made, and although the docror inserted a
probe to the depth of four inches he could
not touch the ball, It bad evidently passed
clear throush the brain and lodged
upon the opposite side of the skull.  Mra.
Neweome was telegrapherd to come imme-
diately in company with Dr. Fordice.
There is but little hopes of his recovery.

TEE HAYTIEN OOMMISSION,
Diffarent Beports Still Ciroulated Regard

WASHINGTON, May 20.—There isone cur-
ious relative to the Haytisn matter which
does notappear in any of the voluminous
publications on this subjict. The report
is said to originate with persons who bave
the confidence of the legation of Hayti
hera, [Itis to the following effect: “The
government of the United States to this
amount has continued to recognize the so-
called legitimate government of Hayti, of
which Legitime 1s the chief and Mr
Preston the minister here. The Clyde
steamer, from New York, loaded with con-
traband material for the insurgents, Is

snid to have been conveyed through
the blockade of one of the
ports of the island by a TUnited

States vessel stationed there, and the cargo
delivered to the insurzents. It is said
that one of the objects of the commission
to Hayti was 1o have been, perhaps is still
to be, to ascertain whether any such
steamer was conveyed there through the
blockade ir. theinterest of the insurgents,
and if so by what authiority and in what
