Johnstown, Pa., June 3 The develop-
ments of every honr make it more and
more apparent that the exact number of
lives lost in the Johnstown horror will
never be known. All estimates that have
been made ud to this time are conserva-
tive, and when all is known will doubtless
be found to have been too small. Over
1,000 bodies have been found since sunrise
today, and the most skeptical concede that
the remains of thousands more rest be-

neath the debris above Johnstown bridge.
The population of Johnstown, the sur-
rounding towns and the portion of the
vallev afflicted by the flood is, op was, from
50, 000" to 55,000.

Associated Press reporters today inter-
viewed numerous leading citizens of
Johnstown, who survived the flood, and
the concensus of opinion was that fully 30

per cent of the residents of Johnstown and
Cambria had been victims of the con-rinii-

dit;.i;rri nf fire and wafer. Tf this
be true, the total loss of life in the entire
valley cannot be less than 7,000. or 5,000,

and possibly much greater.
Of the thousands who were devoured by

the flames, and whose ashes rest beneath
the smoking debris above Johnstown
bridge, no definite information can ever be
obtained. As little will be learned of the
hundreds that are beneath the current,
ana were borne swiftly down the Cone-

maugh, only to be deposited hundreds of
miles below, on the banks and amid the
driftwood of the rasing Ohio.

Probably one-thi- of the dead will
never be recovered, and it will take a list
of the missing weeks hence to enable even
a close estimate to be made of the number
of lives that were snuffed out in that brief
hour. That this estimate can never be ac-

curate is understood when it is remem-
bered that in many instances whole fam-
ilies and their relatives were swept away,
and found a common grave. The total de-

struction of the city leaves no data to even
demonstrate that the names of these un-
fortunates ever found place on the pages of
eternity's history. "All indications point
to the fact that the death list will reach
over 3,000 names, and in my opinion the
missing will reach S.OOO in number," de-
clared General D. H. Hastings tonicht.

At present there are said to be 2,200 re-

covered bodies. The great difficulties ex-

perienced in getting a correct list is the
great number of morgues. There is no
central bureau of information tind to com-

municate with the different dead houses
is the work of hours. The journey from
the Pennsylvania railroad morgue to the
one in the Fourth ward school house in
Johnstown occupies at least one hour.
This renders it impossible to reach all of
them in one day, particularly as some of
the morgues are situated at points inac-
cessible from Johnstown.

At 6 o'clock in the evening the six hun-
dred and thirtieth body had been received
at the Cambria City de'pository for corpses.

Kernville is in a deplorable condition.
The living are unable to take care of the
dead. The majority of the inhabitants
were drowned. A lean-t- o of boards has
been erected on the only street remaining
in the town. This is the headquarters for
the committee that controls the dead. As
quickly as the dead are brought to this
point they are placed in boxes and then
taken to the cemetery and buried. A
supply store has opened in the town.

There is but one street left in the town.
About 155 houses are standing where once
there stood a thousand. None of the large
building of which was once a thriving little
burg have escaped. One thousand peo-
ple is low estimate of the number of lives
lost from this town. But few of the bod-
ies have been recovered. It is directly
above the ruins, and the bodies have
floated down into them, where they
burned. A walk through the town re-

vealed a desolate sight. Only about twenty--

five able bodied men have survived, and
are able to render any assistance. Men
and women can be seen with black eyes,
bruised faces, and cut heads. The appear-
ance of some of the ladies is heart rend-
ing. They were injured in the flood
and since that have not slept., Their faces
have turned a sickly ycllu Jnd dark rings
surround their eyes. Many have suc-
cumbed to nervous prostration. For two
davs little assistance could be rendered
them. No medical attention reached
them. The wounded remained uncared
for in some houses, cut off by the water
and died from their injuries alone. Some
were alive on Sunday and their shout3
could be heard by the people on the shore,

A man is now in a temporary jail in what
is left of the town. He was caught steal-
ing a gold watch. A shot was fired at him
but he was not wounded. The only thing
that saved him from lvnching was the
smallness of the crowd. His sentence
will be the heaviest that can be given him.

A milkman who was overcharging for
milk this morning, narrowly escaped
lynching. The infuriated men appropri-
ated all his miik and, distributed it among
the poor and then drove him out of town.

QUICK JUSTICE DOXE.

Thr body of the "Hun" who was lynched
in an orchard last night was removed by
his friends during the night. The inhu-
man monster had cut off bis victim's four
fingers from the right hand. He was
noticed before he escaped and dropped the
fingers into his pocket where they were
found when he was captured. The act
maddened the men and they took him to
an orchard on the hillside and hung him.

Services in the chapel from which the j

bodies were buried consisted merely of a i

prayer by one of the survivors. No min-
ister was present. Each coffin had a de-- j

scription card on it and on the graves a
similar card was placed, so that bodies can j

be removed later by friends.
The Cambria hospital has now 300 pa-

tients. Dr. Burke with an efficient corps
of assistants is in charge. Two of the pa-
tients died yesterday, Miss Hughes, a
voung lady aged 20, and Mrs. Teeter3. a
lady aged 03." The remainder of the pa-
tients are doing well. Several injured peo-
ple have had operations performed upon
them.

A committee from Altoona and Moun-
tain Lodge, No. 2S2, A. F. and A. M.. ar-
rived in Johnstown in the morning. They
had driven over the mountains. The
horses were covered with mud and when
they drew up at the station stood panting
and steaming after their dash down the
mountain side. They brought physicians
and medicine: both were badly needed.

The hospital in the upper part of Johns-
town is full to overflowing. Many have
been earned to the surrounding bouses.
One of their patients died on their hands
and several are very low. Hospitals have
been established at Conemaugh and Min-
eral Point, but little conld be learned of
how many patients they contained .and
how they'were faring.

Tne miracle, as it is called, that happen-
ed the church of Immaculate Conception
has caused a tremendous sensation. A
laree number of persons will testify as to
the nature of the event and to put it mild-
ly the circumstances are really remark-
able. May decorations were in progress
on Friday niirht when the water deended
on Cambria City. The church was filled
with people at" the time bnt when the
noise of the flood was heard the concrega-tio- n

hastened to get out of the way. They
succeeded as far as escaping from the in-

terior is concerned and in a few moments
this chnrch wa partially submerged, the
water reaching fifteen feet np the sides and
rushing around, tie comers furiously
The building was badly wrecked, the
benches were torn out and in ceneral the
entire structure both inside and ont were
entirely dismantled.

Yesterday morning when an entrance
was forced through the ruin aDpeared to
be complete. One object alone had escap
ed waters wrath. The slave of the Bless- - J

ed Virgin that had been decorated because j

of the May devotions was as unsettled as I

the day it was made. The Sowers, the
wreathes, the lace were undisturbed and i

unsoiled not a wrinkle was observable in
its outlines. The marks on the wall show-- j
ed that around the slave, which, is three
feet hicb, the surface of the water had risen
a heigEt of fifteen feet while the slave had
been saved from all contact
with the licuid. Everrone th&t has seen it
and its surroundings is firmly convinced
the incident was a miraculous one and
even to the most skeptical the affair savors
of tfaesupematuraL

There are about thirty Catiolic priests
and nans here. The sisters are devoting

jured in the hospitals while the priests are
doing anything and everything and mak-
ing themselves generally useful. Bishop
Phelan, who reached here on Sunday eve-
ning, returned to Pittsburg on the 3
o'clock, train yesterday afternoon. Be has
organized the Catholic forces in this
neighborhood and all are devoting them-
selves to hard work assiduously. What
the hospital would have done without the
sisters is a difficult question. There
are nine Charity, seven Fran-
ciscan and seven Benedictine sisters.
Among the priests are: Rev. Fathers
Guido, Guebel, Cosgrare, Gallagher,
Troutwein, RosensteiL Doren, Coreorau.
Dearlin, Boyle. Smith, O'Connell and
Lamking. Father Dearlin, who lived in
Hazlewood, Pittsburg, hurried to the
scene last Saturday, fearful that his
brother and parents were drowned. He
was happily mistaken ir. this supposition,
for none of his relatives had been injured.
Mr. Dearlin, who heeded the warning as
to the danger of the dam, had hurried his
wife and two children to the hills, but
returned himself to save something from
his house. While in the building the
flood struck it and swept it away, jam-
ming it among a lot of other houses and
hurling all around with a regular churn-in- c

motion. Mr. Dearlin was in a fix,-b-ut

went to his top story, climbed to the roof
and escaped from there to solid structures
and thence to the ground. His property
was entirely ruined, but he thinks himself
fortunate in. saving his family.

HAUXTDfG THE MORGUES.

J. J. Murphy, the Catholic book seller of
Pittsburg, haunted the Pennsylvania
railroad morgue all day with a
white, sad face. His brother James
and his entire family have been lost and
Mr. Murphy is seeking for the remains.
Every fresh arrival of ghastly burdens set
him to anxious inquiry, but as yet he has
not discovered his relatives.

David Creed, brother of Thomas Creed,
has been lost with his entire family. The
remains of John Reean of Cambria county,
have been found today.

There was much comment on the find-
ing of the body of a nun cut in two. It
was at first thought that she was a resident
of a Johnstown community, but as none
of them have been reported missinc the
supposition is that she was traveling '

Where Woodvale once stood there is a
sea of mud and wreckage. Tne corre-
spondent waded throngn. nind and wntr
up the valley today over the site of the
former village. Nothing is standing but
the old wooden mill. The place is swept
bare of all other buildings but the Gautier
wire mills. Pieces of the engines and
other machinery were swept Iar away
from where they once stood. The engine
house is swept away and the cellar is filled
with mud so that the site is obliterated.

A German watchman was on guard at
the mill when the water came. He ran
for the hillside and succeeded in escaping.
He tells a Graphic story of the water as it
swept down the valley. He declares that
the first wave was as high as the third
story of a house: The place is deserted.
No effort is being made to clear off the
streets. Arms and legs are protruding
from the mud and it makes the
most sickening of pictures. A rope
ferry is now being operated in the
lower part of the town. An effort is being
made to construct a bridge across the
Conemaugh at the point where the old
county bridge stood

A man named Maguire was met on his
way from South Ncrwalk to Johnstown.
He said he was standing on the edge of
the lake when the walls burst.
The waters were rising all
day and were on a level
with a pile of dire which he said was
above the walls of the dam. All of a sud-
den it burst with a report like a cannon
and the water started down the mountain
side, sweeping before it trees as if they
were chips; boulders were rolled down as
if they were marbles. The roar was deaf-
ening.

The lake was emptied in an hour and a
half. All the water, he said, was now out.

The survivors ary
slowly realizing what is the best course to
pursue. The great cry is for
men who will work and not
stand idly by and do nothing
but gaze at the ruins. The following order
was posted on a telegraph pole in Johns-
town today: "Notice: Durlag the day
men who have been idle have begun to aid
us in clearing the town and many have
not refused to work. We are now so or-
ganized that employment can be found
for every nian who wants to work and
men offered work who refused the same.
We can not afford to feed men who will
not work. All who work will be paid
for the same. Strangers and idlers who
refuse to work will be ejected from Johns-
town. By order of citizens committee."

Officers are stationed at every avenue
and railroad that enters the town. All
suspicious looking characters are stopped.
But one question is asked; it is: "Will
you work1" If an affirmative answer is
given a man escorts him to the employ-
ment bureau, where he is put to work. If
not he is turned back. There is i lot of
idle vagabond negroes in Johnstown who
will not work. It is likely that a commit-
tee will escort them out of town. They
have caused tne most trouble during the
past few days.

Adjutant General Hastings this after-
noon telegraphed President Harrison re-

questing that government pontoons be
furnished to enable a safe passage way to
be made across the field of charred ruins
above Johnstown bridge for the purpose
of prosecuting search for the dead. Lat;
tonight an answer was received from the
president stating that the pontoons would
be at once furnished by tne secretary of
war.

Hundreds of Bodies Consumed by Fire
Opposition to Eitinguising the Flames.

Johkstowx, Pa.. June 3. The peculiar
stench of decaying human Sesh is plainly
perceptible to the senses as one ascends the
bank of Stony creek for a half mile along
the smoalderinc rums of the wreck, and
the most skeptical now conceive the worst
and realize that hundreds, aye perhaps
thousands, of bodies lie cnarred and black-
ened beneath this great funeral pyre.

Ml DEATH.

HOW THE AWFUL WATERS

J0HXSI0W5.

One Vast Sea Breaks Forth and
Sweeps Over tfie Boom-

ed City.

A Sameless Hero Bides to Hi3 Death

Warning tie People of the Im-

pending Disaster.

Greas Numbers of People Carried to Their
Death Without an Instant's Warn-

ing An Awful Portrayal of

the Calamity by a
Survivor,

JonssTOwy, Pa., June 3. Frank Mc-

Donald, a conductor on the Somerset
branch of the Burlington & Ohio, was in
the Pennsylvania railroad depot when the
flood came. He said when lie first saw the
flood it was thirty feet high and gradually
rose to at least forty feet. "There is no
doubt that tne south ford dam broke"
said Mr. McDonald. "Fifteen minutes be-

fore the flood came Decker, the Pennsylva-
nia railroad agent, read me a telegram Bo
had just received saying the south ford
dam had broken. As soon as he had heard
this tne people in the station numbering
COO made a rush for a hilL I certainly
think I saw 1,000 bodies go over the
bridge. The first house that
came down struck the
bridge and at once took fire and as fast as
the houses came down they were con-
sumed. I believe I am safe in saying I
saw a thousand bodies burn. It reminded
me of a lot of flies on llv paper straggliug
to get away with no help and no chauce to
save them. I have no idea that had the
bridge been blown up the loss of life
would have been any less. They would
have floated a little further with the same
certain death; then again it was impossi-
ble for any one to have reached the bndste
in order to blow it out, for the water camo
so fast that no one could have done
it. I saw fifteen to eighteen
bodies go over the bridge at
the same time. I offeree, a man SiO to row
me across the river, but could get no one
to go, and we finally had to build a boat
and get across that way."

From under the large brick school house
124 bodies were taken last night and today,
And in every corner and place the bodies
are being found and buried as fast as pos-
sible. The necessity for speedy burial is
becoming manifest, and the stench arising
from the bodies is sickenmg. A number
of bodies have been found with bullet
holes in them, showing conclusively that
in their maddening frenzy suicide was re-

sorted to by many. Up to this morning
people living here who lost xvhole fam-
ilies and parts of families hardly
seemed to realize what a dreadful
calamity had befallen them. However,
this morning the people got to understand-
ing the situation, and agony is stamped
on the faces of every one and it Is a city of
mourning. Ten bodies wtre taken out the
debris at 9:20 this morning. There was
nothing to identify them, as they were
burned almost to a crisp. It' is thought,
however, that seven of them belong to one
family, as they were all found under the

A nameless Paul Revere lies somewhere
among the nameless dead. Who ho is may
never be known, but his ride will be fa-

mous in this history. Mounted on a grand,
bigbay horse he came riding down the
pike which passes throuch Conemtiugh to
Johnstown like some angel of wrath of
old, shouting his portenous warning,
"Run for vour lives to the hl'ls.
Run to the hills." The people
crowded out of their houses along the
thickly settled streets awe-stru- ck and
wondering. Nobody knew the maji and
some thought he was a maniac ami
laughed. On apace he rode and shrillv
rang out his awtul cry. In a few moments
however, there came a cloud of ruin down
the broad streets, down the narrow alleys,
grinding, twistinjr. hurling, overturning,
crushing and annihilating the weak and
the strong. It was the charge of the flood
wearing its coat of ruin and devastation,
which grew at every instant of its prog-gres- s.

Forty feet high some say, thirty ac-
cording to others, was this- sea, and it trav-
eled with a swiftness like that which ltn
hidden m the heels of Mercury. On
and on raced the nder, and an and on
rushed the wave. Dozens of people took
heed of the warning and ran np to the
hills. Poor faithful rider! It ws an un-
equal contest. Just aa he turned across
the railroad bndee the mighty wave fell
upon him and hcr-e- , nder and bridge ail
went out into chaos together.

A few feet further on several Cars of the
Pennsylvania train from Pittaburg were
caught up and hurled into the cauldron
and the heart of the town reached the
hero who turned neither to the right nor
to the left for safety for himself, but to
tell the death for his twnsmen.

It has
been necessary to establish the headquar-
ters of the Associated Press in a building
which is being used as one of the morgue
and its telegraph operators are sending

news to the world surrounded
by the bodies of the dead. The Western.
L nion Telegraph company are furnishing
every possible lacihty for the transmission
of news.

The stealing by Hungarians at Cambria
City and points along the railway haa al-
most ceased. The report of several lynch-incsa- nd

the drowning of two Italians
while being pursued by"citlzens yoterday
put a damper on the soulless pilfering for
a time.

Deputy Sheriff Ross was patrollng the
river bank. He found two Hungarians
attempting to rob several bodies ami at
once gave chase He found the two tak-
ing to the woods and pulled a pistol and
shot twice, wounding Doth nieu badlv.
From the latest reports the men are still
livme but in a critical condition. The
sheriff has taken charge of Johnstown and
armed men are thi mornlns patrollng the
city. The people who have property in tha
city are permitted to enter if they aiu
known, but otherwise it is impossible to
get into town. This regulation seems
harsh but it is a necessity. The relief
committee from Ohio are pitcnlng their
canvass tents on the hillside. They
have 1W0 of these canroi tents and
they are being utilized as fast as re-

ceived. For the first time since the flood
men have been put to work on the debris
at the bridge and are hunting for the
bodies that have beenrburned-beyoadxec--

ognitiou.
This morning a man, woman and child

were taken from the rums. The child
was clasped in the arms of the woman, and
the trio were evidently husband, wife and
child. It is a most distressing sight to ee
the relatives of people who are supposed to
be lost standing around and watching
every body as it is pulled out. and acting
more like maniacs than censibfe people.

The relief train from Pittsburg, over th
Baltimore & Ohio road, reached here at '2

o'clock this afternoon, after an exciting
ride upon the mountain. Ail along the
road, at each town, contributions weru
made to the already well filled cars of pro-
visions McKeesport added two to the
three car loads from Pittsburg. Two more
were added at Bradford, three at Went
Newton, and so all the way to Johnstown,
until when the hitter place was reached
the train had nearly ten car loud. When
Johnstown was reached every one vtmi
ready to get to work to assist m the work
of rescue.

A party was made up and started for the
lower part of the town. The path was
covered with rocks, fences, parts of houses
and every imaginable thing. Bureaus,
bedsteads, bo rds and furniture of all
kinds were strewn from hill to hilL The
whole valley of Stony creek for miles up
to Johnstown is flllea with debris of all
kinds. The line of the Baltimore & Ohio
has been cleared of debris and It is piled
on each side as high as the top of the airs.
When the lower part of town was reached
the eceue presented was beyond descrip-
tion.

Half has not been told nor ever will be
as to the extent of tho awful wreck, i'rora
the Pennsylvania railway to Main street
there is nothing standing but the stone
church and the large brick echool houso.
The Mansion house is gone, and oer ICO

people were lost there. From the Balti-
more & Ohio depot you can see for blocks
in every direction and between the depot
and the point there is standing only a part
of the Morrell block and two small brick
offices that were protected by the Morrell
building.

The town was ac rest early fn the morn-
ing, tveryoue was thoroughly rihaometl
with the ternble strain and the worlc of
the last two days and nights. The town
is under martial law, aud everyone who
goes about the place is challenged aud re-

quired to give an account of himself. 1 Uv
water has subsided to a great extent, at.d
the streets in the main part of the town
are free from water. The falling water bus
laid bare the terrible work of the flood, aud
the full extent of the disaster is only bciug
ascertained now. Tho streotu are one
sickening, foul smell, and are a miss of
wood and debris, and the work of search-
ing for bodies has only fairly begun.

The latent estimates put the loss of from
10,000 to 12,000. It is impossible to get any
account of the number lot. Krcrr one is
so thoroughly tired out, overcome by the
weight or the disaster, as to b utteny
unable to give any accurate details or
figures.

FOUR LOST ON THE TRAIN.
