Historical TTovels So longer fopCBov
Unless an author has a name which will

carry anything he ohoojses to send out it is
almost a waste of time nowadays for a. rising
writer to. spend bis erenlngs on a historical
novel. By that X mean publishers are afraid
toyenure-uponlutoric- notion. I saw a
practical- - Slostratioa of this not long ago. A
New York author of fair reputation conceiv-

ed a novel of historical plot and characters.
He sent tbe manuscript from one publishing I

house to another, until it had ran the whole
gauntlet; in New York, Boston and Hriladei-phi- a.

In each case it was returned, nd every
time the reason was given that "historical
novels are unpopular with tho pnbUc.3' All
agreed that Che literary merit of the story
was unusually good, and deplored the fact
that so well written a novel hotld bare been
historical in its scenes and personages.

In five of the locters the author was strong-
ly urged to submit "a modern novel, with
people and events of today." I could not
but wonder at this seeming inconsistency, for
take the most popular novel issued for years,
"Ben Hur," and the recently successful
novel, "The Two Chiefs of Dunboj," and
both are historical. Not only that, but the
fiction record for the past ten years will
show that of every ten historical novels pub-

lished nine were successful. On the other
hand, take the "modern novel," bo called, and
but one in about thirty-fiv- I believe, Is the
percentage that is suceesef uL I am not plead-

ing for the historical novel, bat doesn't it
E&em strange that publishers wQl reject a
style of fiction which can show morcdistinct
successes than any other of an elevating
character? But the advice is good. Don't
write a historical novel if you would have
easy acceptance of your work. Cor. Phila-
delphia Times.
