A "woman "who understands tho economy of
aress will never bay a cheap pair of Ehoes.
Kb poorer investment can be made, for be-

sides giving out in shorter time than a first
class article it will look shabby and worn
long before it should do so. But any shoe,
no matter how costly or well shaped in the
beginning, will lose Its freshness speedily if
not properly cared for. This is especially
applicable to those madeof French kid, which
every little bruise and touch turns purple. A
rule observed by many women, and a good
one it proves, too, is never to wear a street
shoe in tho house. It receives harder treat-
ment, strange to say, from numerous inevita-
ble collisions with articles of furniture than
it would in double the amount of street wear.

Another sensible custom is to reservoa pair
of boots for wet weather wear, leaving them
to rest in a comfortable bag between times.
Kothiug tells against tho beauty of footgear
to much as getting it wet, and even with rub-

bers no amount of diligence will prevent the
dampness from the ikirts reaching the ankles.
Ehoes should be removed immediately on ar-

riving at homo, tho dust and soil wiped away
"witli a clean, soft rag, and then they should
be placed together in a separate pocket of tho
phoo bag until wanted again. If this courso
is m variably pursued a considerable saving of
money, time and temper will be added to the
Increased service derived from even an infe-

rior quality of leather.
.Never wear a shoe unbuttoned if you care

for its shapeliness, and nerer be satisfied
vhen you do button it if all those little neces-

saries are not in place. Tho wearing of a
Bhoe even ouco or twice with a pair or trio of
buttons gono from it tells on its appearance
la the long run. Patent button farftencrs are
unsatisfactory, for if the shoo draws even
the least bit about tho ankles tho metal
olamps show, and even the most persistent
system of blackening fails to keep them from
looking brassy.

A small box of round shoo buttons with a
curved needle and lengths of coarse linen
thread already cut should have a place in tho
top drawer of every woman's dressing case
or chiffonier. Then the task of replacing a,
znissing button simplifies itself wonderfully.
On children's shoes particularly, tho patent
fastenings should never bo used, for in their
romps buttons, fasteners, leather and all are
ept to disappear. A good plan to carry out
regurdrng shoes for the little ones is to rub
them well with castor oil before they are
worn at alL This makes the leather pliable,
fills up the pores and prevents it from crack-
ing. For their everyday shoes once in two
weeks is not too often to oil them. At first
tho oil will give them a. gray look, but after
nn hour or so is passed tho finish they show
ib nice and soft.

If shoes get wet, smooth them into as good
shape as possible and placo thorn in a medium
warm atmosphere to dry. This takes a longer
timo than if dried close to tho fire, but they
will bo in much hotter condition when want-
ed. Leather hardened by drying too sud-
denly can be restored by tho application of
castor oil well rubbed in. Exchange.

guest, unnecufitomedness to delicate eating,
or a callousness and bluntuosof palate, which
renders him unworthy to taste any but tho
rankest food and thornostscarifyiiigof spirit-
uous liquors.

Lot it le remembered first-o- f all, and above
ell, that seasoning is tho business of tho cook,
and that unless tho relish is imparted to tho
food during the process of cooking, it cannot
bo imparted afterward. When your meat
or vegetables are served on tho tsblo and on
your plate, you will vainly sprinkle them
with . t and pepper and sauces, you will
Einiply bo eating meat and vegetables and
seatoning matter, but you will not bo eating
seasoned meat or seasoned vegetables.

Tho great superiority of French cooking
overall other cookery lies in the thorough
comprehension of tho role and methods of
fccasomng in cookery

Tho perfection of searonmg brings out tha
peculiar savor of each articlo of food, and
never allows the seasoning to usurp tho placo
of tho svivor. The skill of tho cook is shown
by tho nicety with which he judges his pro-

portions, so as to form a suave whole in
which all the elements aro harmonized and
none allow ed to dominate.

It is in the seasoning that the art and sen-

timent of tho cook is shown. Iso book can
teach how to make a sauce to perfection; it
is almost useless, not to say impossible, to
work wih scales and measures, and accord-
ing to nioely figured formula?; tho true cook
works b3 experience and feeling. A truo
cook, be it remembered, is an artist, and not

In common
with medicine, palmistry has human anatomy
for a scientific basis; and in common with
painting, colors and ahades are all important J

factors; while form is as much an essential aa
& is in sculpture. Palmistry, therefore, to,
be at all successful must, like sculpture,
painting, medicine or music, have an artistic
application of its philosophical theories and
scientific foundations and methods.

WHAT PALiUSTKY IS.

The scientific foundations of
palmistry, liko tril other scientific bases, con
sist in tho agreed upon results of many care- -

Palmistry, as practiced principally by tho

gypsies and even less perfectly by a few un-
principled or misguided pretenders, as a
means of fortune telling has never been rec-
ognized by intelligent artists as other than a
pastime or a harmless delusion, and at tho
present day tho art is used almost entirely in
delineation of character, while tho fortuuo
telling feature is left to the ignorant, tho
curious and the superstitious.

Moro
than this, anv number of well instructed
gypsies would read substantially tho samo
fortune from anv pair of hands, within a few
days of each other, without any consultation
or collusion w itn each othor.

No one has two hands alike. Th3 left baud
that is, the less active hand shows more

nearly than the nghtvhund ono's natural or
inherited peculiarities, while tho right hand,
or the ono moro active, always exhibits more
fullv the avtiuired chnraateristics. Ibis dif--

ferenco in hands, which u universal, informs
the palmist as to which way tho man or
woman is growing, anil is therefore oao of
the keys by whiuu to unlock many of the les3

easily wived mysteries of Iha souL Hands
differ indefinitely in size, ranging rxom tha
extremes of large and small, and this differ-

ence extends to tho three dimensions, eo that
bands may be anywhere from long to shorts
from broad to narrow, and from thick to
thin, and usually each pair of bands differ
ono from tho other in these three particulars.
