FUNERALS IN THE EAST.

HOW MORE THAN HALF THE WORLD
BURN AND BURY THEIR DEAD.

Funerals In Stam Which Cost $§1,000,000.
A First Class Cremation for $2.40; Chil-
dren, 75 Cects—The “Towers of Silenoce.™
Rich Un A g the Hind

The home of cramation is in the east. Slam
disposes of most of its bodies in this way, and
I saw a dozen of corpsss {rying and sizzling
on the banks of the Ganges, [visitad agreat
crematory in Japan, whare the men incharge
told me they burnt between three and four
bundred bodiss a month, aud I aitendad &
big cremation in Burmah,

This Japanese crematnTy was on the edge
of Kiota In going to it [ drove through the
streots of shops filled with the beautiful blue
china for wiish that city is so noted, and out
through fields of rice aud tea to a large brick
building on tha side of a hill. As Iweot I
passed many funeral &, cousisting
of stalwart Japs in blue gowns and bowl bats,
four of whem carnied a box swung on a pols,
which restad upon their shoulders, This box
was muoch like a child's playhouse, and it had
itsroof and its ourtained windows. I was
told that iv waos nooflin and that each party
carried a corpsa.  Thess coffine were about
four feet long, two feet wide aod four feet
high. They were made of thin white pine,
unpainted and unvarnished, and sach coffin
is burned or thrown away at the time of the
burning of the body.

LIEE AN AMERICAN ENGINE ROGM.

The crematory iteelf looked much itke an
Ameritan engioe room; the furnaces might
bhave been made in Amertcn, and thoy were
bulit so that they openad into an eisle run-
ning around & largse room.  Wood was pilad
&t their doors and s furious draughbt sucked
the air {nto thair mouths, and the great lames
roared as they ats up the boman fuel which
was piled (o the vaults above them. There
was but little smell as I entered the building,
but I could bear the crackling and frying of
the flesh, and the whole of the baraning could
be plainly seen. A hoilow eyed, bald beaded
ghoul presided over tham, and be stirred up
the fires as he chatted to me in regard to his
businece.

“We bave,” gaid he, “first, second and third
elass cremations, and we graduate our rates
according to the age of the body. A manor
woman can be burnt in first class style for
$2.40. We will give either a good second
class burning for $1.25, and we cansend o
man off in ple styvls for §L
Children under 3 ¥ are burnt, accord-
fog to the class, for §1, "5 cents or 60 cents,
and boys and girls from 8 to 12 years of age
are burns for from §1.50 to 75 cents apiece.

*“We burn the bodies s soou as they come
in, and we average at lenst ten cremations a
day. Wae give the bane ashes to the families
of the dead after the cremation is over, and
they take them awny and bury them in their
{amily tombs.T

Siam b the land of cremation. It costs
more money to die thers tham to live, and tha
funerals of our congrestmen, which are paid
for st extravagant sates by the government,
cost bat little in comparison with that of the
Biamese noble When a king dies in Hiam
the whole notion takes part in a funeral, and
$1,000,000 and upwards are somatimes spant
In the torning of tha royal embalmed body
Into aalies. The last queen who dled at Bang-
kok was seatad in & golden o for w number
of months aftor her death, and ths fofeign
mernhants in Slam bought thoesands of dol-
lars worth of goods from Burope and China
for ths king to give as-presents Lo those who
came to tha funernl A great templa or

» with roafs coverod with gilt papar,
was built as her bier, and the [uneral cer was
overlaid with pure gold and set with jewela,
This car was six staries high, and it was sur-
rounded by tiers of golden umbrellas

Al the {oreign di attanded the born-
ing, and thare was a tiger fight, # lion dancs,
and a tairnament among the celebrations.
The king Eghted the fire st 6p. m., and be
gnve présents of gold and siiver as well asa
dinner to the mest noted of the mouroers. It
took s full wesk to perform the ceromomios,
snd at the close the ashes were lLaken in a
roval harge and strewn upon the wutars of
the Menam river.

Every man in Siam bas as good a burping
#a Lis purse will buy, but fsw are sbis to un-
dertake the expense of bulldiog s palace In
which to be birned. The aversze cremation
takes place on a plle of wood lald ercssways,
and after it is over the «nes are guthered up
end tied in & rag w0 be bept as rellcs. The
Parsees dlways walk to their funerale.

They are the richest and bifghtest mer-
chanta of the east but thare ® no difference
shown as to their condiffon of funerals. The
oorpees of the rich as well as the poor lin
naked cn the Towsrs of Qilenos, the booes of
all going to the same ressrvolr, and the val-
tures who today ford on the Sesd of Dives
