The tracks of the electric lines were as
cleanly swept as if by band, and the
smooth rails all day Sunday were in
marked contrast 10 the ice coated ironon
other linds. Good work in this direc-
tion with the bulk of the snow once oil,
was done by the small brushes carried
by each eleciric car,

The electric plows are novelties in their
way, and most interesting to watch at
work, Each sweeper consists of a plat-
form car mountsd on a four wheeled
truck, two Thomson-Houston motors con-
necting with the axles furnishing motive

power. Underneath each end of the car
is a ze cylindrical brush reaching

across the track at an angle of abont
45 degs. Upon the car is an eleciric
motor of fifteen horse power, ich
runs thesn brushes at a rapid rate of
speed,  An upright standard in the cen-
tex of the car supports the trolley, which
iaFmilar (o those on tha box cars, and
around it is a group of incandescent
lights. The motors which run the car
are of thirty horse power, The car nms
either way, and the brushes are so geared
that the one on either end can Le oper-
ated while the other is lifted from the
track. They sweep the track very clean,
and throw clouds of fine snow ahead of
them as they do it—Boston Journal.
