The road waf firt properly incor
porated by territorial act in 185U, and
approved, with land grant by congress,
in I86S. The first work was done iu
September, 18C8, in which the
franchise passed to the present organi-
zation. Tin l'rst portion of the
built was from Topeka to Burlingnme,
twenty-seve-n miles; then to Emporia,
sixty-tw-o miles, by August 1st, 1870,
or nearly two pears. From Emporia
to Newton seventy-fou- r miles the
road was built in little over eleven
months. During the past winter and
spring the twenty-liv-e miles from
Wichita to Newton has built; as

And to-da- v it is
out in the direction of Albuquerque
and the Pacific coast at the rate of two
miles per day on aa average.

JAMES GORDON BENNETT.

James Gordon Bennett, the greatest
and most successful newspaper man
of the world, died his home in New
York on . the afternoon of June 1st.
Power and sagacity have marked this
wonderful man's whole course in life.

A man destitute prin-
ciple, he published a journal feared by
many, respected by nobody, but read
by all. He died without a country,
without a home the sense. lie
never cast a vote iu his life never
became a naturalized of the
United States.

It was a
mirror of James Gordon Bennett, who
sought alone after money and might,
and not purity or right.

"They say Greeley has been
a candidate for office for thirty years,
and only twice elected, but what class
of men, even depraved New York,
ever thought of making James Gordon
Bcuncti a candidate for anything?
Not human being, in that vast
city, iu these long jears, ever so vi-

olated the universal instinct for honor
and truth which God has implanted
the heart of man, as to mention the
editor and owner of the Herald as ca-

pable of holding any position whatever
honor, trust or confidence."

James Goidon Bennett was born
about the year 1800 at New Mcll, Keith
Banfl'-hir- e, Scotland. He remained at
school his native place until he went
to the Roman Catholic seminary at
Aberdeen to prepare for church orders.
His parents were Catholic, and becom-
ing early identified with church,
he remained connected with it until
the day of his death. lie remained at
Aberdeen for two or three years, when,

1819, he left and embarked for Au-rori- a,

where he applied himself to
school teaching to relieve pecuniary
embarrassments. Soon afterwards we
find him employed by Wells & Lilly,
publishers, of Boston, as proofreader.
He wrote some poetry. In 1822
became connected with the Charleston
Courier as translator from Snanish- -
Anicrican papers. Here he remained
for several months, when went to
New York and the estab-
lishment a commercial school, in
which failed, and then delivered a
course of lectures on political economy
in the old Dutch church on Ann street.

1825 he bought the New York Cour-
ier, which failed on his hands and he
then became connected with other pa-

pers as reporter until 182S, when he
became connected with the National
Advocate, and some time altorwards
took an active part in politics. He was
opposed the tariff and was n warm
friend of Martin. Van Burcn, and the
Advocate being a partisan John
Quincy Adams, Mr. Bennett dissolved
his connection with it and soon aftcr-Avar- ds

connected himself with the
and became a member of the

Tammany society. In the presidential
canvass of 1828 he supported General
Jackson, and resided at Washington as
correspondent of the Enquirer. After

8 o'clock of morning,
the train rolled out in the midsi of a
very heavy shower. The weather
soon cleared, however; the dut had
been thoroughly laid, the eounlrv in
every direction deliciouslv fresh
and greennd the ride was a delight-
ful one.

From Emporia to Florence, the road
runs the fertile vallev of the Cot-
tonwood, of the finest of the small-
er valleys in the state. Thence to
JSewtou, it passes over high ground,

smooth and looking as though it
would bear cultivation. Newton is a
rough, undesirable place, where aban-
doned crowd the liquor
saloons in the day time, and where all
the vices of the extreme frontier flour-
ish like weeds in a rank soil.

The valley of these
streams arc something magnificent,
stretching away irom eight to twelve
miles wide in b'caiitiful and fertile bot-
tom lands, such as are rivaled bv no
other valleys in the state. The lands

MINISTERIAL SUPPORT.

Editor Eaglk: Your correspond-
ent, "Mozart," wlioso letters are rea'd
with, much intcrc.st,iu his last commun-
ication, makes some strictures on the
ministry of Oxford, which, I believe,
though unintended, yet are calculated
to convey a wrong impression to some
of your readers, and injure the influ-
ence of good men. One minister, we
are told, "resides and farms in the vi
cinity, and preaches occasionally," and
that another has preached only once
tlus year. The first named minister)
I am informed, preaches regularly
every two weeks, alternating with the
other brother. We are also informed
that the preaching by these gentlemen,
as also that by casual visitors, is grat-
uitous and but little prized. This last
remark no doubt is true, for what costs
little is little prized. But the matter
of the preaching being gratuitous, is
simply a gratuitous assumption on the
part of ihe congreation, the ministers
having altogether different views of
the subject. It may be well to say
herc that Oxford is not the only place
where similar views of the compensa-
tion of pastors are held. The apostolic
spirit which your correspondent de-

sires may animate some new minister
who shall labor among them, I believe,
is already present in the breasts oi
those two men who are toiling on their
farms to earn a sufficient support for
their families, and who on the Sabbath
sow the seed of the word. Such a
spirit the apostle Paul had. as he toiled
during the week at his tent-makin- g,

and reasoned in the synagogue on the
Sabbath. It is indeed an evil that a
ministry is unable to devote itself ex-

clusively to the work of preaching.
The proper remedy, however, is not
found in chiding those who arc en
deavoring to do the best they can un-

der the circumstances, but iu giving
them a proper support.
