The
locality ot the riot was thickly settled )

with colored people. During the day,
the colored people any, word was sent i

them that thev would be attacked thi
evening. This news came also to the j

police, iiuil the othcers of the district
feared a riot. The colored men had
laid in ;i stock ofamunition. The col-
ored women of Allen chapel, which is
at the corner of fith and Hroadway
streets, were holding a sort of fair for
the benelit of their church.

The confusion then became fear-
ful; the ineinber.s of the procession lirst
started to run, then rallied. The col-
ored men, such as had pistols, seemed
to be using them, retiring north of
Hroadxvay. Unarmed colored men ran
to their armory, procured about thir-
ty muskets and rushed out to reinforce
their friends. They succeeded iu driv-
ing back and dispersing the proces-
sion. They then rushed to their arm-
ory where about l.'0 or '200 of them are
now under arms and all approaches to
the armory are guarded. One of their
leaders named Smith made a speech in
which he said: "This attack
was organized to intimidate you from
voting Now I want to .say
to you let every man of xou go to the
polls and votejevenat th"eco-- t ofyour a
lives." This speech xvas received with
a deafening shout.

When the riot xvas in progress the
riot alarm was turned on. the tire bell
rung, and the whole police force xva-call- ed

to the eene. The mayor, chief
of police, and the whole force xvas soon
on the spot. The police formeti aero
the street iu platoons and drove the
mad crowd from the vicinity of the
strife.
