And yesterday morning, in answer
to the telegram announcing the arrest
of Lowe, a dispatch was received from
Smith, stating that would bc down
on the next train, and asking thcChicf
to hold the prisoner until his arrilal.

When Low was arrested, the snug
sum of $S,295 was found on him. He
passed under the assumed name of A.
A. Ileckcr, and was having a gay .time
with the boys.

had a coufcrancc, which resulted in the
cliicf sending note to Mr. A. W.

Mr. Mead answered (hat if he
was not arrested on a charge which in-

volved the monev, such as larceny, it
could be turned over on nu order from
Low. The monev was accordinglv
given to Mrs. Low. The next step was
to secure Low's release before the ar-
rival of the sheriff, aud MacDonald
proceeded at once to the court ofcrim-
inal correction took advantage of
the "great writ of habeas corpus."

Iu the petition it was claimed that
Low "is now unlawfully illegally
restrained of his liberty bv one Capt.
James McDonough, chief of police:
that no warrant or criminal process has
been issued against him ; that is
