now in Johnson county tha"t cannot be
sold at any price, not even 10 cents per
bushel; wheat at 75 cents, cotton at six
to eight cents, when it costs one-ha- lf ol
a cotton crop to get it picked out.

commerce and trade, and railroad ex-

tortion, speculation and wreck. Senator
Davis, of West Virginia, lias ventured
to introduce a resolution calling the
attention of the Senate Committee on
Agriculture and wishes them "to con-Mil- er

generally the subject of agricul-

ture, and report by bill or otherwise."'
For the one-ha- lf of the people of the
United States engaged in agriculture,
Congress, in all its sessions to the pres-

ent day, has done man things "it ought
not to have done," and has left undone
"those things which it ought to have
done." What are those things? I't
us hae them. That body once sat
quietly in their scats and let the custom
house oflleer in New York City to allow

wool to be imported from South Amer-

ica, with dirt enough mixed among it
to bring its inoice value below tvvcntv- -

five cent, in order to defraud the fann-

er ami the Government by making
high-price- d line wool low-pric- coaro
wool to be classed for low duty. That
custom house olliccr worked for the in-

terest of the manufacturer, and against
the farmer. What has Congress to do
with the custom house olliccr of Xcw
York? Much, every day. Since the
one-ha- lf of the people of this nation
have no cabinet olliier to attend to
tlicir interests they should hac sent a

marshal for that collector, aud hac ex-

plained to him that they united in that
tariff bill that when dirt was mixed
with fine wool to bring the price dow n,
and get a low tariff it ought to be con-

sidered a fraud, and have impeached
him, or told the President to try again
to gpt a man w ho knows w hat a fraud
is when it is so plain. And et we hav c

no cabinet officer in that very high and
important and influential council of our
nation to lood to the greater branch of
industry the most productive and most
reliable in all times of trouble. Xo tar-

iff law was ever pa-sc- d but what affect-

ed the farmer more or less ; no Govern-

ment land bill was ever passed but
what it dircetiy interested the farmer;
hnd it appears to me that no great intcr-crc-st

of the country was more unw iely
managed than the disposal of the Gov-

ernment lands. And no farmer in the
cabinet, and not ten in Cougress to
consult about national affairs, as though
it was a half of the nation that could set

sot only take care of itself, but carry
the other half along, also ! One way to to

lies arc crippling the Produce of the
West awfully ; and no member of the
cabinet to report on the cost of trans-
portation that now is, and what it
ought to be, and to suggest a remedy ;
and if it was suggested, where arc the
fanners in Congress to provide the
remedy?

Sorghum Sugar.
X. L. Mayes, of Monroe county, Ten

ucsee, writes the Journal of Agricul
ture as follows :

Having so many inquiries of rnvmodc
of making sorghum sugar, the kind of
cane planted, etc., and it being a matter
of interest to every farmer, I have con
cluded to write an article for the benefit
of your many readers on the subject.
That the time is not far distant w hen
every farmer in the land will make his
own sugar at home, I am thoroughly
convinced. Why should it notbe so,
when it can be as easily done as to make
syrup, and with but two or three dollars
at ino't expense ? In these times of low
prices of farm products and scarcity of
money, it behooves ev cry farmer to raise
everything at home, and be

He need not be under the necessi-
ty of going to the merchant and paying
out money for sugar.

But this is not the worst feature of
the case. The process of clarifj ing su-

gars and syrups now going on, leaves
the poisonous drugs in the sugar, such
as acetate of lead, sulphate of tin, both
of which arc cry poisonous, and the
use of such bUgar, has, no doubt, poi-
soned thou-and- s of persons, when they
knew not what was the matter. All
this is proven by the arrest of a number
of sugar and syrup manufacturers last
week, in Xcw York City, w hose pro-
ducts, by an analysis, were found to
contain the-- e drugs.

But to be able to make a pure articlo
of sugar at home, all that is ncccs-ar- y is
to obtain pure seed of the bet varieties
and procure a few sugar coolers, which
any farmer can make. From the fact
that sorgo mixes so readily with broom
corn, chocolate corn, millet, and with
each other, when planted on tin same or
even adjoining fajms, it is almo-- t

to obtain pnre seed, and it is
economy to pay een a high price for
pure seed of auy kind, than to receive
any other as a gift more so with sugar
cane, than others, because the greater
the admixture, the less per cent, of su-

gar there will be, and the greater per
cent, of woody fibre.
