delegate their power to aiBgte

aad these few, beiBg oaly hu--
maa, are biased, or bought, so frequent-
ly Uutt raoastroas fraads aad grieroas
wroagB swarm arouad w. Here is a
subiect for a rolume but must be con
densed to a brief article. To set your
readers to thinking is all I bow pro
pose.

A constitutional amendment whereby
the legislative body shall be oaly a sug
gestive committee to propose laws to be
submitted to the people, for their

would cut the Gordiau knot
aad give us back the power we have so
long throwu away. The iadolcuce of
the American people causes them sore
troubles. To come comprehensively
near home, wo (a few of us) got to the
yearly school house meeting, aud in lica
of doing the work incumbent on as as
parents, (a grand and responsible rela-
tion) we delegate it to three or or more
of our Dumber. The fallacy here is that
any hundred men arc wiser than any
three of the same number. Once the
three are installed in office they become
wonderfully obedient to the law. A
thermometer is not so delicate an indi
cator of heat as they of legality, and
wc, the source of power may be even
shut out of our own schools that we
support by taxation on our property.

This illustrates delegation througout.
A little man with delegated power be-

comes a tyrant, to wrong and oppress
the agent who created him. Our pat-
ent laws have, by monicd interpreta-
tion, come almost to depriving us of the
rights to use the common laws of na-

ture without a royalty ; and now comes
the most critical part of the subject.
Men feeling outraged, and conscious of
the crime being wrought on them, be
come exasperated, and the most speedy
aud suggestive plan is lynch. Be pa
tient yet a little, wiser and more avail-
able means will come to your aid prob-
ably. Human life is very precious, and
it were far better, as a choice, if need
be, to be robbed than to murder. A
celebrated Norse king was once mur-
dered by the English in the long ago.
When his two sons heard of it, through
an ambassador, one of them grasped his
spear handle with snch vehement rage
that he left the prints of his lingers on
it. He gathered his warriors and sailed
for the island, landed and slaughtered a
multitude of his foes, but was finally
slaiu. The other was calm and impas
sioned, instituted an inquiry of the
English king and was so much a master
of himself that he finally obtained per-
mission to settle in one of the richest
countics,of Britain, and so wisely did
he work that he eventually held perma-
nent sway in his new realm.

Xow, what we most suffer from, is
these fierce attempts to rectify the er
rors aud perversions of the law, alone
and single-hande- d. Therefore let all
men having a common grievance, unite
and make common cause, making a pefw--
cr rich, respectable, irresistablc. The
Santa Fc Railroad wrongs some indi
vidual daily, but if all the merchants of
the southwest combined and prosecuted
some of the most marked and vicious

rongs, the road w ould hasten to recti-
fy the numerous irregularities. I can-

not fail lo give an inkling of my true
inwardness in relation to J. Lynch:
When some individual comes about
claiming a ro) nl ty on a nineteen- - car-ol- d

idea of a natural right. I would
quietly send a committee of bare-hande- d

men not less than twenty to go to
his room and each aud every ouc lay
hold of him tightly and securely and
pull a little and tw ist a little more, and
pun muchly until lie would "ladlv sur
render. Don't fume; don't threaten.
When men get angry they well nigh
universally lose the battle. Iu the mean-
time investigate the metes and bounds
of patentable things. Ma hap the priv-
ilege of breathing and drinking water
will ct be sujected to royalty. We
fume too much and then give up the is-

sue. It don't pay. Hold your rights
calmly, tenaciously and defend them

is the hope of your fellow-citize- n.

Those boadaolderj ara asaartaKa,
educated men; mm of thought, aaed to
thebasiaeM of the world; aea who
have the power aad streagth ofmiad to
grasp aad betf caases aad the effects
coaseqaeat upon them, aad sot oaly to
speculate npoa the elects ofcaases, but
meawhocaa aad do produce those
caases. That's the kiad of awa bond.
holders are. Now are they each a det
riment to our country? Are those
tal capacities which they- - possess such
direful thiaffs that the Araerieaa people
should sweep them off the face of the
coaatry?

Now, oa the other haad, we will look
at the laboriag classes; the poor man,
in particular. What makes him poor?
Mr. Greenbacker will say "bondholder."
Thai is aot the case. I tell yoa it is a
lack, or a waat of education that makes
him poor; a lack of a kaowledge of
busiaess transactions; a lack of aa un
derstanding of bkb aad measures; a
lack ofa knowledge ofcauses aad effects;
a lack of intellect; a lack-o- f brains.
That's what makes him poor. We ad
mit that in many instances apparently
well educated men become poor through
some aaforseea circumstaaees or calam-

ity, but how long do they stay poor?
Some say they can refer me to mea who
have the best of education who are per-

fectly incapable of doing more thaa to
dig ditches. I say there is something
wrong on the face of it Whan thoy
show me such meal can show them
men who are not educated. Aa edu-

cated man, in my opinion, generally
speaking, is one who, bo matter what
the circumstaaees in which be may be
placed, has the knowledge, the power
of reasoning, the judgment and deci
sion of purpose to make the best of
those circumstaaees.

Now, Mr. Editor, what is the remedy
for the evil of poverty of the American
people or aay other pcopic? Shall we
look to the Republican party for it?
Shall we look to the Democrat party
for it ? Shall we look to the Greenback
party for it? Not at all, Mr. Editor.
As simple as it may seem to some, we
should look to the school teacher for it.
He is the prime mover of the minds of
men. From him cminatcs the power
for good or evil that sways the desti-
nies of men, consequently the nation.
From him comes the knowledge of the
laws of our being; a knowledge of the
beauties of nature encircling us on
every hand, and bow to receive the
most pleasure and happiness from them.
And What has been for him? Our pa-

pers are full of"rings," "pools," "Vices"
and crimes of all sorts, but not one
word of encouragemedt to the profes-
sion that does more, outside the minis
try, to prevent these evils than any of
the others. Now, Mr. Editor, I don't
want to take up too much of your
space, but would like you to look
around aad see what has been dona aad
what is doing at the present time for
the teachers la this county. Aad when
I say teachers I mean teachers; those
who have the talent, energy and love
for the work; that accomplish good re-

sults.
When this county was first organized

the people were too poor to support
good schools, consequently they paid
very low salaries and the result has
been that many young men and women
not having good qualifications, but de-

siring to teach and having nothing else
to do, have started out to teach, having
the idea that they ought to be worth all
they arc receiving at any rate. Now
you can readily see the consequences
poor salaries, poor teachers, and of
course, as would naturally follow, poor
work. At the present time it is some
better, but very little however. Wc
have made one step iu advance and that
is our normal. The system of normal
institutes that we have is a good thing,
and ought to be upheld, and every
teacher who has a love for the work
and considers himself or herself not
quite fitted to do. the work in the school

Coom ought to come out and show his
ignorance aud profit by what is brought
out for his benefit.

There are two classes of teachers in
this county. Those who attend the
normal and those who do not. The
former class, a ou will find, arc wide-
awake, conscientious workers in the
school room and have an interest in the
advancement of their schools. I will
not say that the other class have sot
these good qualities, but it staads to
reason that those teachers who have in-

terest enough to bear the expense of at-

tending normals would, as a class, do
better thaa those not attending. The
reason of my making this distinction of
teachers is this; there is aa injustice
done those teachers who attend the
normals. While they are puttiag forth
their best eadeavors aad la ing out all
their strength, both mentally and phys-
ically, to make themselves better teach-
ers, the other diss is saving that expen-
diture and la ing It out in another di-

rection, viz.: riding arouad applying
for the "pick" schools, aad usually get-

ting them too. Do you think normal
teachers are eacouraged to persist in
making themsctves better aader seen
circumstaaees, getting hard schools to
manage aad third-rat- e salaries? I thiak
aot. And let me tell you, Mr. Editor,
the best teachers of the county are quit-
ting the busiaess. Aad why? Because
they make more moaey at aorae other
busiaess, which is the most Batumi coa--
clasioa to which they could arrive.
Sedgwick couaty caa aot get good
teachers at the preseat salaries, aad jest
so long as salaries are kept dowa just
ia like proportioa will the couaty have
poor schools.

Perhaps 1 aaay have doae some able
teachers iajastice who hare aot attead-e- d

the aormal. I hope they wW aot
mitmaderstaad me. It aaakes ao differ-
ence whatever where they get their

4th, giving aa interval of six months
aad 20 days entirely without severe
frost.

year. TThe highest temperature was
87Jb degrees, oa tho 8th ; the lowest was
25A degrees, on the 31st ; monthly range
62 degrees.

lie had a great dclealalioM of lb char-
acter of Naiioleon, whom le regarded
as one of the most selfish men in histo
ry. "I think if Napoleoa." Gea. Grant
aid oa oae occasion, "had bce a thor

oughly uaaeHMhly man, a patriot, aad
oae who cared about his country, aad
not about the advancement of hb fami
ly aad troHal power, be would hare
beea without comparison the greatest
man ia history ; but as it lurtwd out ho
was oae ot the worst. I never had atsr
vmtiftthy with him, nor reeect for hU

arhierenieaU, aitboogh, of eourso, I
caaaot but wonder at hl marveioe ge
nius."
