THE MYSTERY OF A LIFE.

Not here and now is to be determined the
place which James Abram Garfield shall oc-

cupy In history.
To-da- y, with hearts melting with sympa-

thy, no nlcue'Iu the temple of fame seems too
lofty for the talents o! one vrhoe talents were
so wonderful, whose domestic relations were
so tender, whose sufferings were so great
and whose Christian fortitude was so heroic.
Nevertheless, it is not in the blur of this
hour of universal tendcrncs, but in the clam
of coming reflection, that his place is to be
fixed and hi? life and services estimated for
historical purposes. In his own words, "Not
here, but elsewhere, wheti the emotions of
this hour shall subside, wc shall find the calm
level of judgment. With the history of the
past, the hopes ol the future, and the knowl-
edge of the great men who have adorned
and blessed our Nation' to guide us, we,
shall do justice to his memory, and assign
him that place which his mighty Intellect and
his generous heart deserve.

What constitutes greatness may not be an-

swered in amoment,but what develops great-ucs- s,

or brings it to the notice of the world,
in many cascs a chance, a breath an acci-

dent.
From little thiugs many times from the

most trivial and absurd cause wc can trace
events that shake the world.

Let us examine the case before us, being
that which ended yesterday in the burial of
James A. Garfield.

Without going too far back, here are two
orthrco Incidents connected with the train of
circumstances which have ended so strange-

ly' and sorrowfully.
General Garfield did uot want to come to

Chicago as a delegate. He would not have a
come, perhaps, had not a friend of Secretary
Sherman urged tho latter to iuducv General
Garfield to acccpt.a place in tho delegation.
How that friend came to do this Ii one or the
singular incidents of history. He was on a
train in Ohio, which it was intended should
make connection with another train at the
junction of two roads. A cow, driven by a
boy toward home, ran on the track and was
struck by the locomotive, which had its
wheels displaced by the shock. Two hoars
were consumed in repairing tho damage, and
when tho junction was reached, tho other
train had passed.

If he had il'jfl six months later,
his advanced policy w reform would have
cut the friendship ot a great multitude ;' and

ho bad died years after, he would have
been out of office and in the decline of life.
But he died at the time of Ufa when all
parties had turned to him with unparalleled
expectation. There has not been a time in

!. flCt,nn-- 3 .f i.r- - .
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Congressman Williams, in answer to ques-
tions as to his acquaintance with the la
mented President, replied :

" Happening to sit within one seat of him
for four years in the House, I, with: others,
perhaps, bad a better opportunity to see him
in all his moods than those more removed.
In action he was a giant ; off duty be was a
great, noble boy. He never knew what aus
terity of manner or ceremonious dignity
meant. After some of his greatest efforts in
the House, such as will live In history, be
wonid turn tome or any one else,, and say:
Well, old boy, how was thu? ' Every man

was his confident and friend, so far, as the in-

terchange of every day good feeling was con
cerned. He once toid me how he prepared
his speeches; that first he filled himself with
the subject, massing all the facts aud princi
ples Involved, so far as. he could; then be
took pen and paper and wrote down the sa
lient points In whathe regarded their logical
order. Then he scanned these critically, and
fixeil them in his memory., ' Andtbea,' ld
he..;i leave the paper in my room and trait
to the emergency.' He told me that when he
spoke at the serenade in New York a year
ago be was so pressed by callers that the
only opportunity he had for preparation was
to lock the door and walk three times around
the table when he was called out to the bal-
cony to begin. All the world knows what
that speech was. He Was wrapped up in
the family. His two boys, would come up to
the House just before adjournment, and loi
ter about his desk with their books in their
hands. After the House adjourned other
members would go off in cars or carriages,
or walk down the avenue in groups. But
Garfield, with a boy on each side of him,
would walk down Capital Hill, as we would
say in the country, 'cross lots,' all three
chatting together on equal terms. He said
to me one day during the canvass, while the
tears came to his eyes : ' 1 have done no
more coming up from poverty than hundreds
and thousands of others, but I am thankful
that I have been able to keep my family by
my side and educate my children.' He wa
a man with whom anybody could differ with
impunity. I have said repeatedly that were
Garfield alive and fully recovered, and a
dozen of his intimate friends were to go to
him and advise that Gulteau be let off, he
would say: Tcs, let him go.' The man
positively knew no maleicc. And for such a
man to be shot and tortured like a dog and
by a dog I He was extremely sensitive. I
have seen him come into the house in the
morning when some guerrilla of tho press
had stabbed him deeper in feelings than
Guiteau's bullet did In the bodyand when
he looked palid from suffering and the evl
dent loss of sleep ; but he would utter no
murmur, and in some short time his great
exuberance of spirit would surmount it all,
and he would be a boy again. He never
went to lunch without a troop of friends
with him. He loved to talk at table, and
there is no gush iu saying he talked like a
god, socially and intellectually. Some of his
off baud expressions were like a burst of
inspiration. Like all truly great men, he did
not seem to rtalizc his greatness. And, as I
have said, he would talk as cordially and
confidentially with a child as with a monarch.

And then, with that
peculiar roll of the body aud slap on the shoul-
der with the left band, which all will recog-
nize, he said : ' Why ! do you know that up
to 1S56 I never saw a Congrettional Olohe, or
knew what one was?' And then be ex-

plained how he stumbled on to one in the
hands of an opponent in his first anti-slave-

debate. A friend remarked (be other day
that Garfield would get as enthusiastic in
digging a six-fo- ditch with bis own hand
as when making a speech in Congress. Such
was my observation. Going down the lane
be seemed to forget for the time that there
was any President canvass pending. He
would refer to one thins: then the other, and
always with that d originality which
was hlsgrcatcharacteristic. Suddcnlyplck-In- g

up a smooth, round pebble, he said:
'Look at that! Every stone here sings of
the sea ! ' Asking why he bought bis farm,
he said be had been reading about metal,
that you could draw them to a certain point

FROM CALIFORNIA.

Riverside, September 17, 1881
To thefcditor of the Eagle :

In my last I left you as 1 entered Los An
geles shivering with the cold. In the public
room of the hotel I found a fire in an open
grate and people sitting before it basking in
the genial warmth it diffused. The chill dis-

appeared with the rising sun and the day
was fine. I looked about town in the tore--
noon, visiting the Chinese quarters, etcv
Los Angeles is pleasantly situated in a valley
about twenty miles from the coast, with hills
rising on either side which affords delight
ful sites for residences. A few weeks ago
the old Spanish residents held their, "centen
nial" their first settlement having been
made in 1781. It has become a flourishing
city ot some 8,000 inhabitants, embowered in
orange groves, shaded with magnolia, Mon-te- ry

aud Italian cypress, and gemmed with
roses and oleanders.

In the afternoon 1 went back to Pomona,
thirty miles east, where I found old friends.
I made it my first business to secure a school
and underwent the county examination as a
preliminary step. This was more rigid than
county examinations In Kansas. It occupied

(three days, and was very. sImIIrto your
State examinations. I came out with flying
colors and was congratulated as though it
was quite a Teat. I next was fortunate in
securing a good, school in this settlement,
Then, having abouttwo months on my bands,
I improved my time in traveling over this
part of the country and have been so fully
engaged that I have neglected my correspon-
dents, yourself included.

This, Southern California, is bounded on
the north and east by the Sierra Madre Moun
tains, which turn east from the coast some
twenty miles before reaching Los Angeles In
their southerly course. They run nearlydue
east about seventy-fiv- e miles, then with a
southerly trend nearly touch the coast in the
vicinity of San Diego on the south line of the
State. The Pacific ocean forms the south-
western boundary, and thus is inclosed the
' Italy of America," including the whole pt
Los Angeles county, and parts of Santa Bar-

bara, San Bernardino and San Diego coun-
ties.

North and east ot the Sierra Madrcs lie the
fearful Mojave (pronounced e) and
Colorado deserts. Into these, streams flow
from the mountains only to be dissipated in-

to vapor by the fiery heat, or absorbed by
tbe thirsty sands. An occasional "norther"
reaches this side of the mountains and is
dreaded by the people, not, a in Kansas, on
account of its cold, but because of its dry
ness r it blasts the leaves on tbe trees and
draws all tbe moisture from the soil to quite
a depth. This, I am told ; I have experienc
ed nothing of the kind. Happily, it is an in
frequent occurrence.

The Sierra Madres are not so high as the
Sierra Nevada their highest peaks being
San Bernardino, 10,000 feet in height, and
Gray Back, 12,000. Their average height Is
some G,0C0 feet. These mountain, receiving
as they do the rains and snows from tbe
clouds, are the reservoirs or the coast valleys
supplying tbe water Tor irrigation, without
which this rainless country, too, is only a
desert

Between the mountains and the ocean are
tower ranges called foot hills and also solitary
bills. Some or these ranges attain to the
dignity or mountains. Among these are tbe
Temescal mountains, which contain valuable
tin mines said to be the only ones in the Uni-

ted States. They have been bought by the
owners of the English tin mines and at pres-

ent are not being developed, but only being
developed to maintain a monopoly.

.Onrth tops, or rather
mountains are extensive pineries and several
saw mills. The pine trees are some of them
ten feet in diameter. They arc, however,
short, not more than forty feet being availa-
ble for lumber.

In tbe mountain canons grow aiders the
veritable eastern alders, many of them from
13 to 15 inches in diameter. Narrow margins
of willow and cottonwood on the streams
and some scrubby black walnut and live oak
on some of the foot bills comprise all tbe na-

tive growth. The mountains and hills are
generally quite rocky. The general appear-
ance or the whole country, where man has
not modified it by irrigation and cultivation,
is that of a barren aud desolate waste. To
this must be excepted small tracts, called
"damp land," which remain green through-
out the year. In the. rainy seasons the plain
and hill sides are green with native grasses,
suchas 'alfil!vca"and''burrclover." These
grasses cure and afford feed for sheep during
the dry season.

On tbe damp lands corn i raised; and on
the dry plains, ir the rainy season Is "rainy"
enough,'.! good deal or wheat and barley is
grown. The fabulous yields of which you
read are not realized on an average. Twenty-f-

ive bushels of wheat is considered a good
yield.

At farming or almost any other other busi-
ness any man can make as much money In
Kansas as here; and tbe chances for a man of
no means I consider much the best iu Kan-
sas. For fruit raising this is the place par
excellence. This requires time and money.
A man who has energy, industry and perse-veren- ce

can succeed here, as indeed he can
almost anywhere.

But it any man wants a delightful climate,
here is the best place in the United States to
find it. As tbe altitude varies greatly, so al-

so does the climate. The chief difference is
In tbe summer heat. In the foothills and
mountain canons, It Is always dry aud cool;
apples and potatoes flourish Near the coast
it is moist and cool ; apples, "potatoes, well,
In fact, everything but the orange and lemon
do well. In the interior valleys tho orange,
lemon and raisin grape are at their best, as
the hot dry climate is Just what they require.
Here in Riverside for the past two weeks
the mercury has been from 100 to 108 degrees
between the hours of 0 a. m. and 5 p. in. ev-

ery day. I am told this is an unusually
"heated team." In San Bernardino, a more
sheltered valley, the heat was even greater.
Yet tbe nights are not sweltering, and in the
last half, after 12 o'clock, it is comfortable
under a good blanket. In ordinary weather
two blankets are not uncomfortable all night
and the evenings are often too cool to be
pleasant sitting out doors after sunset.

One great charm or this climate is its sta-

bility: no long storms to depress; no cy-

clones to devastate; no thunder storms to
terriry ; no '.'northers" to chill one's mar-
row; no hailstones to cut crops to pieces;
no sudden changes of any kind. Allthe
wlud I have seen clnco I came here would
scarcely make a respectable Kansas breeze.
This uniformity makes camping out very
pleasant, and people here are not slow to
avail themselves of it. Families go to the
mountains or to the coast and camp for days
aud weeks together, takipg tents along and
their own supplies.

Settlements are now confined to such part
of the country as can be supplied with wa.
ter, and until some greater supy ly than Is now
known cau be had this country cau never be-

come thickly settled. It seems probable that
deep artesian wells will ultimately be obtain-
ed almost any where, when sufficient capital
can be bad to develop them. Owing to scarc-
ity of good irrigable land it is held at high
prices. No such land can be had at less than
$30 per aero while in this colony $200 per
acre Is tbe lowest.

In my next I may give some description of
of this wonderful colony of Riverside.
