GRADED SCHOOLS A FAILURE.

Some wise aud refreshing opinions on the
faults ot the graded' schools arc stated by
I'rofessor Wheeler In EJucation. Chicfof
thee Is the ordinary system of promotion
that evil depends on marks and averages.
"The characteristic of machinery," says the
professor, "is that it cannot take a part of
the exceptional. But in school work, in
young communities more particularly, the
exceptional Is. the rule. Xo system that de-

pend; solely or mainly on time, no plan that
make examinations and class standing the
sole criteria, however frequent the quizzing
however ingenious the scale or marks, can
furnish an adequate test ot Illness for ad-

vancement. The Irccjudgnicut of a com-

petent teacher is worth them all, uot only in
point ofjusticc, but iu likelihood to secure
the real ends or school labor. And here, wc
touch the root of all evils connected with
graded schools. The teudcucy of all devices
is to obscure the end of effort. The great
need or every school is that Its head and all
his helpers shall be continually asking and
answering that hard question which the
hard-heade- d public will ask, What is the
use? ('an a code or rules transform a boy's
heart'' Can any number of marks develope
refined mauuers; can Infinite reporting to
me principal eliminate stubbornness, or
eradicate sloth!' Can auy elaborate system
ol reprimands, suspensions and expulsions
strengthen the weak Will, waken the dor
mant power or , train the way-

ward sense or honor? Never!

.HOW GATE THE EMBEZZLER.

Washington, April 14. Capt. Howgate,
confined in default or 40,000 ball for the em-

bezzlement or $200000 fro ii llie government,
escaped last evening.

During the winter Howgate has been al-

lowed logo home several times iu charge of
an oflicer of the court. To-da- y his daughter,
just home from Vassar, made application to
Judge Wyley to let her lather como home
and stay nil night.

The judge gave a permit for a few hours,
and the prisoner went in n carriage rrom the
Jat1 to his residence on Thirteenth street, In

charge of a court oflicer Dewing, tho ofli-

cer, sat Iu a room with him for au hour, al-

ed that It was time to go. Howgate suggest-
ed that they wait and have dinner, busied
himself meanwhile looking for some papers,
and went iuto an adjoining room, where the
oflicer lost sight of him for a moment. As
he did not return the olllcer opened the door.
Saw his daughter. He asked for her father
and she said he had stepped out for a mo-

ment, and looked mixlously at the clock.
The oflicer rushed for the door, but could see
no signs of the prisoner, and no carriage in
sight. The house was searched, and the
general alarm sounded. The police exer-
cised all vigilance, but no clue has yet been
found.

It is thought to be a preconee ted pU:i,and
that arrangement bad been made to spirit
him out of the city.

acres, which Is about 5.000 acres less than in
Ie81. In the western states Irom West Vir
giula to Kansas, there is an average decrease
of two per cent., the decrease being ten per
cent, in Illinois, two in Missouri, aud eleven
in Kansas, estimated in eight winter wheat
states at IC.'.cJC.OOO. In California, partial
returns point to an increase of ten per cent
The Pacific coast is not included in the list
of strictly winter wheat states. The condi
tion of winter wheat is high throughout the
west, Ohio alone reported below 100. in the
cotton states aud Delaware, Man land and
Virginia.
