THE KEW LIQUOR LAW.

Tho new law just passed, to suppress
drunkenness, reads as follows :'

SvctioxI. IT any person shall I13 drunk
In any hlrhway or street, or in any public
place or buihllng, or if any person shall be
drunk In hU own house, or any private build-

ing or place, disturbing his family or others,
he shall be deemed guilty or a misdemeanor,
and upon conviction thereof, shall be fined
In any sum not exceeding ?25, or by impris-

onment in the county jail for a period not
exceeding thirty days.

Skc. 2. Prosec ition under this act must
be commenced within thirty days after the
misdemeanor is alleged to nave been com-
mitted.

SORQBDHSEED.

From a scries or carefully conducted tests
or reeding sorghum seed, at the New Jersey
experiment station, the following conclu-

sions were drawn: First, sorghum meal,
from amber seed, freed from hulls, and fed

as above slated, had no injurious effect on
the health of milch cows. Second, it exert-

ed no noticeable influence on either tho taste,
color or chemical composition of the milk.
Third, iu digestibility it probably stands
slightly below corn meal, for when red pound
for pound the corn meal yield seven percent
more rollR.

THE TARIFF BILL.

The new tariff actgocsinto effect, July 1st,
next, but an exception is made In respect to
the tariff duties on sugar, which takes effect
June 1st, and the internal revenue provis-

ions relating to a reduction or the tax on
tobacco, snuff ami cigars, and the reduction
or special license taxes, which go into effect
May 1st, with the provision that all claims
drawback on unbroken packages or tobacco,
snuff, cigars and cigarettes held by manufac-

turers or dealers at that date must be pre-

sented before July 1st.

THE TOY PISTOL LAW.

Tho new law to suppress the small boy's
pistol reads as follows:

Section 1. Any person who ghall'scll,
trade, give, loan or otherwise furnish any
pistol, revolver or toy pistol, by which cart-

ridges or caps may be exploded, or any dirk,
bowie-knif- e, brass knuckle, slug-sho- t, or
other dangerous weapons to any minor, or
to any person of notoriously unsound mind,
shall bo deemed guilty of a misdemeanor,
and shall upon conviction, before any court
of competent jurisdiction, shall be fined not
less than one or more than ten dollars.

SEC. S, Any minor who shall have in his
possession any pistol, revolver, or toy pistol,
by which cartridges may bo exploded, or
any dirk, bowie-knif- e, s, slug-sho- t,

or other dangerous weapon, shall be
deemed guilty or a misdemeanor, and upon
conviction before any court or competent
jurisdiction, shall be fined not less than one
nor more than teu dollars.

An exchange says:, ""Speaking of the
new Kansas railroad lawj JudgcDundy, or
the United States dlstrietcourt Inljebraska,
said that while the clause providing for the
payment or the salaries or commissioner?,
and for the free transportation, lor. the com

missioners, was confiscation, and could not
be enforced, these errors need not affect
the law so far as it concerns rates for trans-

portation of freight and passengers. In
other words, those two sections may be de-

clared null by the courts, and the.other por-

tions of the law continue in effect, so that
the only "danger In a legal doutcst over the
matter is that the State will be compelled to
pay the salaries of the three commissioners,
hire them a clerk, and pay their railroad
fare."

HIS PROPHECY FULFILLED.

Ottawa, March 12. Prof Wiggins claims
his prophecy is literally fulfilled, 39 the high-
est tidal wave ever, known is reported at
Halifax. News from all parts indicate a
severe tempest. He has always entertained
the gravest anxiety for the people on the
shores or the Hay or Bengal and the Gulf of
3Iexico. In the former the major tidal
wave, of which the minor one ou our coast
was a reflection, and must have occurred on
the evening of the 10th, London time, hun-

dreds ol lives pc.ishing. He expresses iears
for the safety of the city of Chester, and
characterized this storm as the greatest that
can possibly occur on this planet, and the
greatness of its extent is the only hope of
safety iu any particular quarter. He made
a sly dash at the Canadian inundated States
authorities for not hoisting their storm sig
nals until after the storm was actually beat
ing upon the continent. Some people, ho
said, thought his storm was impossible,. yes
terday, but he had repeatedly said his ob
ject iu making the prediction waSBafcty to
mariners, as no danger could possibly occur
on land except in the vicinity or the places
botng exposed to the tidal wave, but people
liked to be frightened and clung to their
own interpretation in preference to bis.

was obliged to confess to Mr. Porter that he
had never found one. This Is an cxlraor
dlnary and suggesth e fact. Lccd.) has great
mineral wealth and numerous other advan
tages close at hand, and if workmen can
thrive anywhere under free trade rule they
ought to thrive there. It is safe to say that
there I no manufacturing town or city in
this country, even where the conditions arc
the hardest, where there arc not many
thrifty workingmen who own there homes.
Perhaps some freo trader can explain why
thn American workman is so much belter off
than his English brother. If this Tact is not
due to our protective policy.
