Prof. Hammond, one of our prom-
Insnt sheep men, says that his father, an
old sheep grower, once remarked to him
that “‘so long as man comes naked into the
world, just so long will wool growing prove
profitable.” There is much truth in the
remark. Some one else obeerves that of the
tendency to mixed farming in & new Btats
much can be said. In an area like Kansas,
suited best to & diversified system of agri-
enlture, and yielding a competence Lo men
who prosecule an intelligent cropping, thare
is always & class of unsubstantial farmers
who are likely to be carried away by specu-
Iative agriculture, and so partially fall.
