—city ssloons—in June and July last, and
witneased in each, one or more sales to
children under fourtcen years old. Over
one bundred children besides, 1 observed,
enter and issoe from the saloons, and this
oceurred in all parts of the city, and is go-
ing on still. Plain cases bave been brought
before the excise board, and are yetin their
hands. Nothing can be done to stop thelr
action in theé meantime. Twenty-three
cases have been brought bLefore them for
Sunday violation during the last quarter.
The commissioners profess to have revoked
livenses. They report five revoked for the
last quarter. [ ean prove that the saloons
are nearly all open on Sunday. On Sep-
tember 30, in an average time of thirty
ninutes, 270 people visited elghteen difler-
ent saloons.” This is a very grave charge.

Let us bave the otber side. In 1574 there
were licensod 3,000 drinking places ; in 1575,
3,(8—that Is, just preceding 1882, the be-
ginuing of the present city administration,
when 2,708 saloons were licensed, and of
that number 163 were cancelled, which is a
great advance over the restriction of the
previous administration of Mayor Howell
In 1880 only six licenses were revoked for
misconduet ; in 1881, 13; In 1852, under the
present magistrate, 22, and i the nine
months of this year 24 revocafions of li-
couses, which shows cerlainly a growing
effort to restriet the liceuses of the grog-
shop. In 1889, uunder the present adminis-
tration, there were 3,008 applications for
livenses, of which 243 were refused. That
is, one of every twelve was refused, Fifty-
two were earried over. For the nine mouths
of 1881 the applieations bave been 2,609, ol
which 273 bave been refused,or one in every
nine and seven-tenths, showing an lnereas-
ing tendency to restrict and hold the wen
to the lelter in their liceuses,

The arrests reported in 1882 were 30 ; in
I3, so far 120, all showing a steady in-
crease.

Henry Ward Bescher Discourseson the |

Subject---Three Modes of Treat-
ing the Evil.

There are three systems, substantially,

offerod as o rempedy.  The first is the sys- }
tem of moral education for the sake of a
public sentiment that will earily control
the mothods of intemperance. Secomd, the
syslem of a limitation of the supply, which
may be called the system of pogulution, or
the great lieense system; and thindly, the
system of limltsdon, which hias a two-fold
form—first, in its earliest and historie de-
velopment, the probibition of the sale ab-
solutely, and, (o its second and later form,
the probibition of the manufacture, so that
in order to make that innnovable, it Is pro-
posed to insert the prolibition of the mak-
Ing und selling into the constitution of the
United States altered by the vote of the
eonstitucncy of the population of this con-
tinent. I shall be in heaven so long that 1
shall almost forgel what the subject s,
But the men propose this as a remedial sys-
tem for the evil. As to regulation, the
liquor traflic has been taken out from the
ordinary commerciil elements, and put
among dangerous ones. No man is allowed
to sell any more without the viiy allows
him to do it. It is like manutacturing
powder or keeping it. The clty of New
York does not allow a man to keep over a
few pounds of powder in bis store. The
city will not allow dynamite to be manufae-
tured or kept in the store. It is considered
very dangerous, and it is a very good busi-
ness If it is kept in this‘eountry and not
taken to Ircland. ‘The same is true of py-
rotechnles, There is s limitation upon
these things. Selling liguor has Leen con-
sidered a dungerous business, amd there-
fore, for the protection of the community,
it has thrown about it certaln provisions—
it is called license, hut regulating sounds
betier. No man is allowed to sell liquor
slmply because he wauts o, The liquor
dealer requires a spoecial reeomimendation
before he can seil. When he gets his li-

censa be is limited.  Our law forbids him

to sull on Sunday, becanse it is a vacution
day, and the common people get thelr
wages on Ssturday. He ecanvo. sell on
clection dav, It is an attempt to throw
around T™he sanctity of the ballot-box that
prodection which will allow men to go there
to perfurm their saered duty, They cannot
sell to minors.

BUSINESS COLLEGES--NOT CLERK FAC-
TORIES.

In the early years of the Amerlcan busi-
ness colleges, it was thonght by soeme that
these institutions would soon produee & glut
in the clerk market. It was ereonconsly as-
sumed that their cnly aim was to 0t young
men to keep books and to oecupy clerkships.
Thelr students, iargely the sons oi farmers
and mechunies, it was feared, would for<ake
the larm and the shop, with the expecia-
tion of at onece becoming merchants. This
spprebension, bowever, has almost entirely
disappeared, as the true work and aim of
the busioess college are better undersiood
Thereare but few who still look upon these
colleges as a sort of factory whose business
it is to turn out professional elerks,

The boys or girl who proposes to become
a elerk will undoubtedly fiod many advan-
tages in the business college which cannot
be found in other rebools. Bat thewe ad-
vantsges are of equal value to the young
farmer or mechanic. The young man who
is preparing to enter any of the professions
will be quite as much beafletted by the thor-
ough practical drill which the business eol-
lege can give him, as the clerk.

In fact, many old and experienced law-
years regret Lhat they bave not the scienti-
e knowledge of accounts, which can no-
where be 30 easily gained a8 in the business
coliege. In many respects these schools are
benefitting thoee of the learned professions
as much as those in mercantile Jite.

The lnstruction which these schools are
giving, which no otber class of schools s
prepared to give 8o well, is alike valuabie
to all eolloges.

Busioess colleges are dolng s grond work
in giving young men and young women a
start in life 28 clerks and book-keepers, but
they do wot stop bere. ludeed, some of
them actually discourage young men from
sccepting clerkships at all. They believe
that the shop, the [actory and the farm offer
better [nducements Lo energetic, practically |
educaled young men than do the slore or

the counting-hoase.

A BULDOZING SPIRIT STILL ALIVE IN
THE SOUTH.

The following is an editorial whick ap-
peared in the Tribune :

Several of our conlemporaries accuse the
Trilune of trying to “‘wave the bloody
shirt,” The Tribune has repeatedly given
evidenes of ils desire for entire reconcilia-
tion wiween the seotions, and for progross
in the South in manufosctories amd com-
meree, as well as in politieal wleration and
general fotelligence, Tt has gladly recog-
nized every new feature of Southern pros-
perity, and, it is probably safe to say, has
done something to help along their devel-
opment. It did all in its power to direct
the attention of the people of the North to
the Atianta and Louisville expositions, and
Jjust beun urging Northern manufacturers
to ald in making the world’s fair at New
Urleans next year s perfeet suceess. But
the Tridune cannot shut its eyes to facts. If
men are still murdered in the South because
of their political opinions, if negroes dare
still intimidated and deterred from voting
by threats and violence, the Tribune cannot
ignore such things, because it wishes well
to the Southern people. If to denounce
politival outrages is to “wave the bloody
shirt,”” we shall wave it as loog as the outs
ruges are committed 5 and in that case not
those who denounce them, but those who
commit them will be to biame.

Facts are the sole means of julging
whether the bulldozing spirit is still alive
in the South, Rhetoric will not count with
anyone. Take the case of the killing of
Muttbhews the Republican leader, sl one
ol the largest tax-payers In Coplab county,
Mississippi, at the polis on eleclion day.
The circumstances show that the murnder
was eubirely unprovoked, and that it was
done lor politieal effect. We bave the words
ol the Democrats of Coplah county them-
selves for this last statement. They met in
mnss meeting the day afler clection—to do
what? To take steps to bring the muriderer
to justtee? Noj but to announce that bhe
must not be brought to justice The reso-
lutlons adopted stated that rumors were
vurrent that the relatives of Maithews in-
tended Lo avenge his death, and declared if
any such attempt was made, they would be
beld “accountabhe,” andregarded as < withe
out the pale and protection of the law, and
common enemies of society,” aml promised
them *‘certain, swilt retribution,” Two
additional resolutions deserve Lo be quoted
in Mll, The “best citizens of Kemper
county,” after the murder of Chisholin and
bhin children, woull not have expressed
themseives differently. They are:

Rewolved further, That in the opluion of
this meeting it is necessary to the safety of
society aund the welfare of all races and
classes fn this county that hereafter the
Matthews family shull Keep out of politics
in Copiah county.

Leaodeed further, That from bevecforth
no wan or set of men sball organize the ue-
2o race against the whites in this county,
and iF it shall be attempted in the fubure,
we hereby give notice that it shall be at the
;u-r:l of the person of persons attemptivg
L do so,

These are the utterances of the Copial
couniy Democracy—mot Lhe assertions of
their evemies. In it “waving the bloody
shirt” to denounce political murder and
ostravism and despotism such as these reso-
lutions approve? Il so, “waving’ It be.
comes the duty of every newspaper in the
Uwited States which belisves in fresdom of
political asction for the black as well 4x the
white,

Here In the “verdiet” that was passed
upon the murder of Matthews, taken from
the Cupiahan, and not published before, we
believe, in the North :

“In  regard to the Killing of J. P,
Matthews, it was suggested to me by T. P,
Ware that I bad better have a jury of in-
fuest over the body; before summoning
the jury I wastold E. B. Wheeler did not
deny the act; I saw him aod he had told
me he had dome it and T could make out
my verdict that way.

W. M. Ropenrrsox, Coroner."”

Tlhis was the end of that ease of politieal
murder. It is not wrong for Southern men
to do murder, O, no; it Is wrong for North-
ern newspapers to object to it

We dwell upon this case becsuse it is the
latest mwade known. But there bave been
others. Senator Mahone's facts regarding
the failure of thousands of negroesto vole
who were already registered, must convince
those who would mot be influenced by his
riwtoric. Why is It that in Danville,where
the Readjuster ticket received 789 voles two
years ago, and 841 voles last year, and over
1,00 Keadjuster votes were enrolled, only
2 negroes dared to vote? Thinis a faet,
and in other communities It was the same
way. Will the newspapers that Jeprecate
the “blaody shirt’ please explain it? And
if further proof is wanted that the bulldoz-
ing spirit Is still alive In the South,the com-
ments of papers like the Charleston News
and Cowrier and the Macon Telegraph upon
the Kuklux eonvietions in Georgia would
would turnish it. These and pDumerous
other Demoeratic papers had no eondemnas-
tion for the crime, but reserve their abuse
tor the prosecutor and the government. So
long as such things continme, the Tribwse
will conlinue to demoumee them. If that
be “waviag the bloody shirt.,” then make
the most of it!

THE EIGHTA KANSAS.

We are in receipt of a pamphlet giving
the proceedings of the reunion of the
Eigbth Kansas, held st Leavenworth Octo-
ber 10, 11 snd 12, with the address of Col,
John A. Martin and the complete list of the
members In attendance. This aldress is
very interesting, giving as it does almost a
complete history of the regiment. We give
the closing portions of it :

“With these extracts I may fitly close
this brief story of a regiment whose carcer
was alike creditable to the State it repre-
sented and to the men who served in its
ranks. [ do not claim for the Eighth higher
soldlery qualities than belonged 1o many
other regiments. [ simply assert that, hav-
ing great opportunities to serve its conn-
try, it was always equal to them, and that
wherever it was placed it did its whole du-
ty. It wasthe only Kansas regiment that
served in the ‘Army of the Cumberinmd.”
Ohio, ;lllinois, lowa, Indiana, Wisconsin,
Michigan and many other States, had scores
splendid regiments in that grand army, of
but the Eighth alone represented the martial
spirit of Kaonsas in Its ranks. [t would not
be fair to say that the regiment was ever
treated unjustly becanse of this fact. Hut
it is trme that, when it first joined the
army, the Eighth was regarded with some
suspicion and o great deal of curiosity.
Whatsoever respeet it won, whalsoever
reputation it made, whatsoever fame it
afterwards enjoyed In the great army as a
well-diseiplined, brave andpatriotic body
of soldiers, was squarely snd fairly enrned
by honest deserving, for it had neither orig-
inal good repute nor the kindly ald of other
regiments bearing the name of tL& same
State, to promote it fortunes and it+ repu-
tation. Alone in a great army of 200,000,
this tittle body of 700 menkept stainless the
honor and added lnster Lo the fame of Kan-
sas. In less than six monoths after it joined
the Army of the Cumberland, no regiment
was belter or more favorably known, and
until its floal muster out It stesdily hel
the respect and confid of its 1
ing generals and of the troops with which
it was most (ntimately associated.

“In the noisy and distracting political
femds which were so numerons n Kansas
at that day, the Eighth had no part nor lot.
It wan so far away as lo be beyond even
their echo. No man who belonged toit
ever made money out of the war. One aml
all, officers and men, they came out of the
Army aa poor in purse as when they enters
ed it. But they brought back and deposit-
ed in the State House at Topeka three torn
sl tattered flags that all the wealth of this
year's harvest eonld wot buy. Kansas will
preserve. nmony her pricoless treasures, as
long as her government shall endure, these
eagged and faded fags—all that remains of
of the Eighth Kansas Volunteer Infantry,
except its few humdred seattered survivors,
and the history with which It glorified the
name of Lhe State.™

STARTLING FIGURES.

Some weekn ago Hlon. Joseph Medill, of
the Chicago Tribune, appeared as a wilnoss
before the Senate committer on lahor and
edueation, amd In the course of his testimo-
ny preseuted some figures and facts concern-
ing the money expended for drink in this
country. The New York Times criticised
some of hin figures. Mr. Medill has written
a letter in reply to the Zimes, (rom whieh
we maske Lhe following extracts. The fig-
ures are startling, but there iy no doubt
that they are based on facls:

1 diul not say that ‘the money thrown
away the past year would have furnished
every one with & comfortable howe," but
this: ‘that persons who have made acareful
study of the subject estimated the amount
of money squandered on intoxicating drinks
by the wages-classes of the United States at
$400,000,000 per yenar, and that this sum, if
it bad been put out at interest by them dur,
ing the last ten years, would pnow amount
to nearly §5,000,000,000, a sum sufficient to
buy every wage-worker in all the c'tios of
the United States now paying rent, a com-
fortable domicile, thus emancipating them
from servitude to landlords." 1 notice that
in your further comment you oaly estimate
the wholesale value of the liquor, wine and
heer manfactured and imported, whereas
these intoxicants cost the drinkers fuily
three Limes as much as the wholesale price
thereol. [t costs something to malntainthe
260,000 saloons, paying internal revenue li-
conse tax, and their “ar-tenders and the
rent of the places. The number of dram-
shops in this city, 1 am told, execeds 10,000;
estimating their average receiptaat the very
low figures of $15 per day, and you have the
huge sum of $54,757,000 per apoum in this
eity alone. What proportion of this money
In lurni<hed by the wage and salary classes
of employes, who compose more Lhan Lhree
fourths of your total popoulation? Comput-
ing the average receipls of the quarter of a
million of dram-shops ut cnly §10 per day,
their aggregate sales amonnt to $912,500,000,
or not far from abillion a year. Noone will
deny that half the liquor consmmed by ihe
people of the United States is by the wage-
classes. The furmers, who constitute ome
half of the total population, drink but com-
paratively litile as contrasted with the city
people. English statisticians estimate the
expenditure of drick of the English and
Irish at about $800,008,000 a year, and this
by a populstion only two-thirds as large as
ours. The wasle of earnings en drink
leaves the wage-workers poor, and poverty
renders ti.m discontented. The reform
