OUT WEST OF WICHITA.

Ts the Editor of the Republican:

DEar S1R :—When one comes back from
u trip to some pewly settled portion ol our
State a thousand and one questions are
asked of the character of the land there,
the topography of the eountry and the in-
viting fealures, it any, for settiement with
& prospect of that development that is now
#0 pionounced in all the older portions of
Kansas.

The casiest way to cover all this ground
ofinquiry, and to avold a continual process
of churning by searchers after poloters ia
to make use of the columns of s popular
paper, like yours, in a general lelter, and
thus secure a personal quietus from mwuch
indiseriminate questioning.

The writer has just returned from an ex.
cursion to the different towns on the line of
the Santa Fe cut off, and since his return
bas been so frequently interviewed for his
opinion of the outlook there that he takes
this means to unload it for the benedit of all
whom it may coneern.

The oblect of this extension, as Is gen-
ally well understood, i to shortea up the
line of the Sania Fe by building on an air
line te Dodge. When completed it will
probably be operated in common by the
Santa Fe and 5t. Louis & San Franciseo re-
dueing the time on Pacific coast travel, and
becoming the actual main track of those
two lines,

Wichita, the prominent city from which
It starts, is fast sssuming metiopolitan alrs,
and with gas, watler works, large populs.
tion, stréet cars and all the otber parapher-
nalia that cities take on and can afford to
Indulge in, can now sately consider horsell
well out of the woods and destined to make
one of the largest elties of the State and a
Jobibing point of great importance. A few
years ago when the raflroad went on from
hiere to Cowley and Sumper counties it was
thought Wichita would come to o stand
still, that other points being built up be-
low ber would cut off ber trade and end
ber prosperous career. For a year or more
shie felt the foree of this uncertainty and
did assuredly languish, but wbat was look-
ol upon then as ber calamity bas proven
to be a.blessing, at the time disguised, for
such was the rapid progress of the country
all around ber that her business soon felt
the lmpetus and with its revival the growth
of the place went steadily on.  To-day ber
couterprising  people say any line that
branches out will only the more firmly es-
tablish the success of the wholesale lunes
that in all leading braoches of business are
now being opened up, and make the ity
unquestionably such a distributing point
that the population capable of finding
maintenance may exeeed even the sanguine
expectations of the faney idealists and
town boomers that the place is o noted for
possessing. It does one good to hear s
Wichite mun, say one of their star talkers,
Jocelyn for instance, ol the real estate rm
of Joeelyn & Thotnas, warm up in expatia-

| tion of the future great. The realization

ol one-quarier ol the roseale picture por-
trayed will find Wichita a peerless gem
with an empire of surrounding and distant
territory payibg tribute st ber gates, her
commerce vast, her manufactories many,
her transactions Chicago-like and the fout
ensemble n perfected and barmonious exam-
ple of a Grst-class infand city that only such
a grand, rich, rapid-moving aud cyclone-
like State as Kansas ean create and maln-
talo. I well recollect when Douglas ave-
nue was part of the Chisholm cattle trail,

the town, and when Vigus Hotel, sod-roof-
ed and slab-sided, wis the only enclosure
ou the town site that could give shelter tor
the might, where a place on the floor was
fought for and more highly prized than the
bext rooms in the Occidental sre now. Then
later on came the cowboy era, the town
growing fast and furious and getting the
name of the wickedest place in the Weat,
the open running of faro and keno rooms,
the innumerable saloons on every hand,
the erowd and rush and roar on the streets,
the ~owboy everywhere resplendent in new
corduroy suits, broad brimmed sombreros,
half full, generally, of bad, red liquor and
lond on talk and wild on gesture, the bug-
gles and single-footers ever on the go which
carried and displayed the fast-woman ele-
ment, the general burrah from early morn
till hate at night wade the place a daisy of a
town an the bad boys and girls called it,and
left u glaring, ineffable and inefaceable
keleidoscopie picture on the plate of the
brain and the retina of the eye that those
whe saw it at that speecial period can never
wipe off.

Teams poured into ihe
place from all parts of the compase showing
its assured business future. Wy did not
tarry long bere as our objective point was
the newer town of Saratogs, in Pratt coun-
ty, to be the nex one of prominence west
of Kingman on the lfne ol the railrond. A
monotonous ride of over two hours across
a vast streteh of buffalo grass land, fit for
nothing I should say but graziog, Inclined
us to the idea that we were on a fool's er-
rand and that the glowing accounts of the
merits of Pratt county, that we had beard,
were only magnificent lles. We felt sold
and once thought of turning back, when
suddenly, presto ! the scene changed, and
new country, as il seemed, dawned on our
view. Down from the high ridge we
dropped into a broad valley that looked like
the country about Douglas, In the Walaut
bottoms, and W, P. Knole, the baoker from
that plaee, who was en route In a wagon
ahead, moved by the grand panoramie dis-
play wo suddenly brought before his eyes,
shouted out lustily to me, “We have struck
the happy land of Canaan st last!” The
change In the color of the soil was marked
and peculiar, and it is bard to realize that
mature coutld be so capricious and deflne so
swiftly in her mysterfbus working a plain
line of demareation between spparently
ridiculous poverty of soil on the one hand
and sublime wealth of fertility on the other,
On from this new point of view we rode
for full fifteen milea pleased aud cothusias-
tic as original discoverers, and enjoyed the
rapturous seene 111 the deepening shadows
shut all out from sight.

nose detected, as the door of the diniog-
room adjoining was opened, the more
grateful aroma of coffee nnd Irying meat
and a moment later found us at the table
seated on a long beneh just like the Hotel
de Langdon when El Dorado was the fron-
tler town of the Southrwest,  There was a
good hearty supper before us and justice
was done the ineal, for open-air riding is
stimulating to the appetite. Early after
supper we noticed the fellows going up
stairs to bed and with 8 prophetic instinet
that Moses could not have deemed discred-
itable we quickly spotted their little game
and followed the procession, knowing from
former frontier experience that eleeping
claims would all soon be pre-empled, and
the tardy scarcher for a place to lay his
head would be, in otd-time EI Dorado par-
lance, very badly scooped. My friend and
I secured the floor in a very small sleeping
chunber and felt bonored with this privaey,
which, we learned next day, wias a luxury
compared with the packed condition of o
larger story above which the bumorons and
facetious landlord, a full-bown son of ould
Irelund, had christened the “‘school sees
tion.™*

Saratoga by daylight revealed more of a
starter for a town than we expected. Its
site rises gradually from the Ninneseah
bottoms, sud is o fine and eommanding one.
It is laid out in the old southern style with
a square, or plaza, in the husiness eenter,
and this is, 1 think, an objection, for it will
take many business houses to fill up all
sides of it. The street running north and
south is called Elm, aecd will make the
principal busines« one, and has already the
best store rooms on it. 1 counted sixteen
new business rooms in process of construe-
tion, and from the many vew cellars dig-
ging and new Joundations laid thee is no
question but that a large town wiil be built.
A §35,000 mill is nearly completed whleh
will be run with water power, a fall of
twenty-four feet being secured by a race
over a mile long. Two miles below is
another large mill about finished, and the
projectors of these enterprises seem to have
seitied in advaoce the adaptability of the
surrounding country lo wheat raising, by
baving the mills ready before the whest is
grown., These milling facilities will un-
doubtedly make it the greai business cen
ter of Pratt county, aud it is geographical.
ly well located, being within two miles of
the county center.  Already the fear of any
rival in the county is laughed to scorn, so
superior are all the wpatural advantages
here. The county sest is at present st Tuka,
seven miles north, but it s a high and Jdry
plaee. The town well is 110 feet deep, and
the expense of getting to water is so great
that its prospect of ever holding its own
with Saratoga is not flattgring.  As aripe
apple falls to the ground,so o Jdue time will
the county seat fall into Saratoga’s lap. It
s forty-five miles trom here to Medicine
Lodge, sixty to Hulchison, cighty to Dodge
and thirty-five 10 Kingman, so a great
scopg of good country is tributary te it
Every quarter of lund for sixteen miles
south has already a sebtier on it, and we
hazard the prediction that this year of 1584
will work oul here a phenomenally rapid
growth that will amaze all who have seen
the town in its incipient stages sod on the
threshold of its development. Good busi
