Toe grain specula-
tors in Chieago, through private sources,
usually obtain mach more rellablo Informa-
tion than that obtained by the agricultural
department of the government. Their es-
timate of this year's crop is 470,000,000
bashels. This smount, added to Inst year's
c10p makes 83,000,000 bushels for the two
years’ crop—1883 and 1884—which is the
exnct amount for the two years 1881 and
1882, In Septamber, 1881, wheat in Chi-
eago wal $L40 per bushel, and
in September, 1852, it was worth #L.0%,
Now if the eropof this yesrand last is
equal to the crop of the two previous years
tbe prices ought te be mnearly the same.
With lust year's crop of five hundred and
ten million bushels September wheat 'in
Ahicago was $1408, Taking these facls
into cousideration we are inclined to the
opluion  that the markel for wheat
will in the next two months advanee len
to fifteen cents, and that the surplus of
whent this year will not exceed that of last
year.

The present low price of whest is the
cause of much anxiety ou the part of our
uliters, shippers nod furmers, and the gues-
tion delly ssked by the farmers, Wil
the market be bettot? iv one that affects
the furmners first, oud secondly every bush
ness juterest In the whole country. The
present price of No. 2 wheat In Chicago,
M eents, is 3 lower polot than bas been
reschedd st apy time previous to this io the
lasl sevenieen years, and Is equivalent to
40 cents in Wickita for » Chicago Neo. 2
whesat.

The fact thal the present prices will not
pay expenses and leave the farmer & profit
does not prove, as many suppose, thst
wheat will be bigher, The immutable law
of unrestricted Lrade, Lhnl supply and de-
mand regulste prices, is applicable 1o the
produce trade in this conntry ns well sy 10
any other braveh of business, That being
0, then the twe factors o
be takon into consideration In cale
culsting tbe future prioe of wheat, is
first the amount of wheat In this coun-
try, and sc-ondiy the foreign demand.
Sbould there be IWealy per cenl. more
wliost than 1w demanded for bome cousump-
gion, snd have o seek a foreign market,
the price al which the surplus would be
exported, wonld undoubledly be the gov-
eruiog price lor all the whest sold in the
country. The wheat erop of this country
for the presenl year is estimated by the
crop reporters Lo be five bundred sud twen-
1y-five million bushiels. The crop of last year
war four buwdred sod twesty wmillion
bushels, making oue hundred and five mil-
lion busticls more whent that would bave
to seek a foreign warket (ban last year. Of
course so large an amount of wheat tirown
oi the markets of the world have o depress.
ing eflect. The low markols to-dsy are
caused by discountiog the future of this
jmmense crop that is expected 1) be garner-
ed in this country.
