It is not yet certaiu that all the

bodies have been recovered. There

are mvo or three men unaccounted

for. '.he work of (learins away the big

piles of plaster, brick and wood goes on
and it may result iu bringing more corpses
to light.

The storm at Harper Friday night wns
to some extent the most disastrous that
baa ever visited Southern Kansas. Its de-

vastating ejects have been much more seri-

ous than the effects of the storm at Well-

ington except in the matter of fatalities
alone. Hundreds of houses in Wellington
remained untouched while in Harper not a
single house, m:iH or large, escaped the
ravHes oftbestorm. In a certain space
the ruin wrought by the tornado at Well-
ington is indiscribably complete while in
Harper it is quite different. At Welling-
ton nil the houses in ihs maiu course of
the storm went down crushed into
splinters, without any exception, while at
Harper many houses stand in-

duct around a ruined one The
character of the storm's was entirely
different, too. The Wellington storm was
h genuine tornado, while the Harper storm
was a combination of cyclone and tornado.
A tornado is never more than from 200 to
CCO feet wide, while this storm was at
feast four miles in width.

Cyclone, tornado, or whatever it may be
called, it was terrible beyond description
and the f.ict that it did not kill hundreds
of people should be classed ns one of the
wonders of the century. Within the
corporate limits of Harper it iuiured,
miore or Its, over 703 houses and killed no
;ne, all the fatalities occurring on the
surrounding country. Another remark-(abl- e

fact is, it did not kill a single animal
;in the city of Harper, although it killed
and maimed many in the surrounding
country. Opinion is divided as to where
the storm originated. Some say it
had its birth in the cemetery at
Medicine Lule, while others say it
formed five miles north of Attic i. The lat-

ter is most probable, although there is no
doubt but that other cyclones formed in
Mediciue Lodg.?. Then again there is a dif-

ference of opiuion ns to how it originated.
Some say it was never anything more than
an unusual strong straight wind, while
others who claim to have seen it form say
that it was a fusion of two separate and
distinct twisters into one powerful body
of wind which extended over a distance of
three miles in width aud traveled a dis-

tance of fiftee miles, its course being in the
shape of a sickle with the point .resting in
the northwest portion ot the county. The
maiu force of the storm struck the north-

ern half of the city of Harper and the
heaviest damage done is in Main street
and Central awnue, which are the two
principal business streets in the city. Some
miraculous escapes were effected, the re-

cital of w'lich would tax t he credulity of
the most, .nisuspectiug, A description of
them would be iutenseley interesting, but
unfortunately limited sp ice forbids iu this

ut least.

Sunday was a great day in Harper, and
It is estimated that over 10,000 strangers
were in the city from tbe surrounding
towns. The remains of William Straua
thein were buried on that day, and the fu-

neral, which was under the auspices of
t he O ld Fellows and A. O. U. W., was
largely attended.
