The Magazine cannot be induced to
enter a political campaign, nor to indi-
cate with what party a railroad em-
ploye should affiliate. Such is not its
mission. But it may be said, if railroad
employes choose to take the side of the
railroad corporations in shaping legis-
lation, they will eventually find to their
cost that they are in league with the
deadliest foes of organized labor the
country has produced. It matters not
by what plausible pleadings the em

ownership puts the corporations as em-
ployers entirely out of the case, and
consequently does away with their
power to reduce wages of employes al-
together, leaving the question of em-
ployment and wages between the gov-
ernment (the whole people) on the one
side and those seeking employment on
the other.

That the objects of the people's party
is to reduce the pay of any useful labor-
er in any of the avocations of beneficial
industry, needs scarcely to be denied,
for the reason that the masses compos-
ing its ranks belong to the laboring
classes of our country, and that they
should for a moment desire the crystal-
lization of a policy into law that would
hinder or in any way cripple any one
engaged in a like useful and necessary
branch of industry is too preposterous
to need argument for its refutation or
even a denial, to call it in question.
But whatever may be the intention of
the parry in promulgating that doctrine,
the question that most concerns the
employe is, would the adoption of such
policy injuriously affect his interests
and his wages or would it benefit him
and his interests?

Government ownership and control
of the means of transportation, would
give to producers and manufacturers in
all branches of industry the means of
exchanging and transporting the prod-
ucts of their labor at actual cost, and
surely no one can fail to see that em-
ployes or wage earners must be among
the first and most certain beneficiaries
of such an arrangement At least as
many employes would be required as
operatives under government owner-
ship and control as under the present;
system, and it seems quite safe to say
that a vastly increased number of oper-
atives and employes will be required,
first because of the United States
eight-hou- r law, and, second, because of
the fact that all public works and en-
terprises either under state or national
control are, as a rule, executed in the
fullest and best manner known to such
services.

This being true, it follows that road-
beds, bridges and tracks would be put
and kept in the best condition possible
and constructed of the best material
obtainable, thus requiring more labor-
ers and insuring greater safety to life,
limb and property, not only o the

traveling and shipping public but of
employes as well.

It would also seem that under such a
system the incentive to honest and eff-
icient work would take the place of
much of the " methods
of the present system, for then those
enlisted in the public service would be
fairly freed from the thought that "to-
day I have work, I may have
none," and an employe might safely
count that so long as he faithfully ren-

dered services he could safely calculate
on employment Strikes for the rights
of employes or against reduction of
wages, would become things of the
past, and every honest, faithful em-

ploye in such service, who is willing for
sure and fair pay to give in return his
reasonable and full energies,could safe-

ly count upon permanent employment
and upon such honorable promotion as
his efforts merited.

RECIPROCITY.

The Showng Made By the Treanarr Re-
ports lor July-- It Doei Xot Reciprocate
Worth a Cent.
The course of the trade of the United

States with those of the countries with
which reciprocity treaties have been
negotiated, is a curiosity which it is
difficult to understand. With some of
these countries our trade has actuallv
decreased since the removal of the ob-

stacles to trade by the reduction or re
moval ot the import duties in both this
country and those with which we have
tne treaties, while in the case of others
of these countries there is no proper re
lation between the effects upon imports
ana exports.

The treasury report for Julv shows.
for the twelve months ended July 31,
lay-- ', as compared with the corresnond
ins period one vear Drevlouslv. that w
Increased our imports from Brazil bv
the sum of 0S,259,3Cl worth, and for
the same period increased our exports
to Brazil by only 12.600.033 worth. For
the former period the balance of trade
with Brazil was against us to the
amount of 140,915.550. while for the lat
ter period this adverse balance has
swelled to 1112,574.274.

The report for Cuba is for eleven
months. The United States increased
her sales to that country durin? these
eleven months by 10,441,575 over the
corresponding eleven months before
reciprocity, and has increased her pur-
chases from that country bv tll.924.404.
During the period when we had no reci
procity, the balance of trade against
tnis country in favor of Cuba was $49.
794,102. Under reciprocity this adverse
Daiance has increased to i55,277,151 for
the corresponding period.

With Puerto Rico, fortune has, in a
small way, favored reciprocity. Thus,
for the eleven months of rec'mrocitv.
we have increased our imports from
that country by only $193,510, while we
nave increased our exports to that
country by $550,670. and have reduced
the adverse balance from $1,032,000
without reciprocity to $063,700 with
reciprocity.

In- the ease of British West Indies,
reciprocity has been in effect for six
months. Both imports and exports
have decreased as compared with the
torresponding period last year, and the
balance of trade which was formerly
Ij,0,729 has been reduced to $4,673,
049.

With Salvador, our experience under
reciprocity has been even more sad.
During the six months period we have
Increased our imports by $343,339 and
have decreased our exports bv $29,020.

increasing the adverse balance of trade
from $830,492 for six months without
reciprocity, to $1,693,251 for the corre
sponding period with reciprocity.

Our trade with British Guiana has
diminished on both sides, the imports
having declined from $1,449,443 for the
6ix months ended July 31, 1891, to
$572,656 for the corresponding period of
1892, and our exports to that country
for the corresponding period have de-

clined from $578,804 to $577,853, chang-
ing an adverse balance of trade to a
balance in our favor.

In the cases of Guatamala and of
Austro-IIungar- we have slightly de-

creased our imports and have increased
our exports about the some amount,
but have left still a balance against us
in both cases.

The aggregate showing is that our
exports to the reciprocity countries have
been somewhat increased, but, as in the
former showings summarized in these
columns, this increase has been at the
expense of greatly increased imports
from these countries and a much larger
balance of trade with them.

These results are doubtless disap-
pointing to both the advocates and the
opponents of the McKinley law. To
the advocates it is far short of an in
dorsem'ent, while to the opponents it is
substantial argument against free trade,
apparently indicatin? that with mar
kets on both sides free, American
traders are not sharp enough to sell a
dollars' worth of eoods without buvinz
several dollars' worth, and thus creating
a debt to be paid in gold. Kansas
i armer.

attention is directed to the provisions of titles
H and 26, chapter 7, title 70 of the revised
Itatues. Under section 2,023 and 2,0'A R S ,

you have power to keep the peace, protect
lupervisors, preserve order, prevent frauds and
enforce the law In towns of twenty thousand
Inhabitants and upwards.

You should make yourself familiar with the
itatutes referred to and see that they are un-

derstood by your deputies, who should be dis-

creet men. Impressed with the Importance of
n honest franchise.
The manner of discharging these duties by

f'ourself and your deputies Is largely left to

four discretion. In matters Involving s

of law you are directed to consult the at-

torney of the United States for your district
for needed Information and advice. ItUas-iume-

that the duties can be performed with-
out Infringing upon the rights of any citizen In
a manner that shall be firm and at the same
time tree from an unnecessary display of au-

thority.
It la not expected that supervisors and depu-

ty marshals will receive compensation for more
than Ave days' service, and they should be to
Informed. Within this time all can be done, it
la thought, that ought to be. You need vigilant
men. who are conscientious workers, and no
others.

Before payment each deputy and Supervisor
will present to you his commission, oath, and
badge of office, with an affidavit that he la the
person to whom the commission was Issued,
(hat he performed the days' service as charged,

which will be annexed by you to the pay roll as
vouchers for Its adjustment The same facta
should also be known to you through other
means.

Upon payment being completed these
should be approved by the court and for-

warded to this department for action under the

INSTRUCTIONS LSSUEtt
Nashville. Tonn., Nov. 6 1681

The deputy United Stales marshals appointed
by me to attend at various voting precints and
wards In Davidson county and In Nashville will
carefully observe the following general instruc-
tions:

It will be your duty to attend at the polls In
the district, precincts or wards for which you
are appointed during the election on to morrow
the fith, and to aid and assist the supervisors of
the election, if required thereto by them, in the
verification of the lists of persons legally vot-
ing there t

It will be your duty to keep the peace and to
support and protect the supervisors of election
at your respective voting places In the legal
discharge of their duties.

It will be your duty to preserve order at the
polls and to prevent fraudulent voting thereat,
or fraudulent or Illegal conduct on the part of
any officer of election.

Every qualified voter has the right to cast
one ballot In the civil district or ward in which
he resides and no more and at no other place.and
no one has the right to prevent him from thus
voting, either by threats, menace or otherwise.

Legitimate argument and persuasion are
proper to induce voters to vote for one or an-
other class of candidates. AU obstructions or
hindrances by one person or set of persons. In-

terposed In the way of another person or set of
persons voting as their choice dictates is a vio-

lation of law. And any person or persons
guilty of this offense In your presence you will
arrest at once without warrant; von will arrest
no persons without a warrant therefor properly
sworn out unless the persons commit a viola
tion of law in your presence or in the presence
of supervisors, who In that event will have to
report and identify the party to you. If any
resist or attempt to intimidate you in the dis- -

cnarge oi your amies or attempt to intimidate
me supervisors in tne discharge of their duties,
you are authorized to arrest them.

Your duties will continue until the polls are
closed and the votes are counted out and prop-
erly certified As United States officials you
will have nothiiur to do with the legitimate ef--

forts of the respective party workers to get
voies ior ineir candidates. As citizens you are
entitled to vote your choice and to use legal
means to induce others to do so, but no others.

All persons arrested by you, either with or
without a warrant, in the line of vmir dutie u
herein Indicated, you will immediately carry
oeiore t nitea states Commissioner and Chief
Supervisor H. M. Doak. at the custom house in
Nashville, giving them, however, if they have
not acme so ana are entitled to, a chance to
vote.

You will each wear t badge on the lapel of
your coat, having thereon the letters "Deputy
imiea Mates MarsnaL"

The duties above enumerated, and all other
Incident to your position during your election
can ana must oe performed without Infringing
upon the rights of any citizen and In a manner
that shall be firm and at the same time free
from an intermeddling display of authority.

I have appointed vou believing that mu will
be conscientious in the performance of your
duties, and I shall expect and exact conduct
ana aeportment in conformity with the belief.

The Little Rock Fanner publishes

reports from sixty-eig- counties in
Arkansas. The counties will give in
the 6tate some 30,000 votes to the peo-
ple's ticket, 32,000 to republicans anil
about 90.000 to democrats. The Farmer
also publishes two communications up-
on the late election. The first is from
W. J. Holder, of Conway county, and Is
as follows:

!"On the 5th day of September the
fair goddess of liberty was brutally
outraged in the county of Conway and
the question now is how
shall society deal with the brutal as-
sailants? A ticket supported by about
M00 American citizens has been count-
ed out by the hired henchmen of about
twelve or thirteen hundred men who
call themselves democrats. This is not
a surprise to us, for it is only a log-
ical outcome of the infamous Ar-
kansas force bill, coupled with the
looseness and corruption of democratic
morals. We aim to contest the elec-
tion. But the democrats boast
that we will have to contest before
their own party and they will certainly
beat us there. Shades of Jefferson! is
this democracy? Our principal trouble
now is to keep the human wave still
until we can test the honesty of their

democratic courts. There Is
an agony of suspense here unknown
before In the history of this county. A
great many of the people are abiut in
the frame of mind that Patrick Henry
was when he uttered those oft rep?ated
words 'give me liberty or give me
death.'
