The Advantages of & Well Xar
wery,

‘The nnmerons advantages of a well
stocked home nursery, especially where
planting is extensively carried on are so
well known and are appreciated by
every proprictor of large estates, that
comment on this subject seems almost
unnecessary: bowever, a few remarks
m the subject may nol be out of place.
I tlo not propose to dilate on the details
of nursery management, my object be-
ing more to dwell on the advantages of
a home nursery for the rearing of plants
for  special purposes, such asthe plant-
ing of barren, exposed districts, as well
as the convenience of having at hand a
stock of plants suitable for ail emergen-
cies, and whose hardiness cantos great
extent be relied upon.

Where omamental planting, game
voverts, or hedging i perfo on M
extensive seale, the convemience of a
home nursery ean not be  evervalued,
the plants hoing always at hand and of
the ~iz¢ und in the anantity reqguwired,
thus obriating the necessity of sending
to a distance for these when wanted.
The advantages in these eases are
too well known to require com-
ment, and plants, more especially those
of n large size, sent from a distanee can
not, after packing and trunsmission by

1t all eame out when (earga |
was allowed to visit and talk to the coun- |

hillsides often proves fatal to young
plants; and when we consider that few
public nurseries are at s greator eleva-
| tion than three hundred foet, the neces-
{ 8ity of proprietors rearing their own
stock whose plantations sre perhaps
upwands of one thousand feet above soa
level will the more readily be seen.
There are certainly difficulties 10 con-
tend w'th in planting high-lying ground,
more especially if the soil is poor and
the situation exposed, and in these cases

in a well-chosen home nursery are only
toa  pereeptible, especially when con-
tra<ted  with others that have been
srown  under more favorable eircum-
stances and in a sheltered position.
Some plants seem better adapted than
others for this removal, bat in the ms-
jority of eases the shoek  sustained by
transferring from low-lying ground to
that of a great elevation is only too ap-
parent, and from which the plants
seldom recover. A good deal of eom
ment has token place %4 to the necessi-
ty of rearing trecs from seel sown on
the site of the future plamiation: and
althongh  the snggestion has  many
wiints in its favor, still, artificial plant-
ing is better adapted to the wants of
our country and not at all likely to be
superseded by artificial reproduction,

which is more fitted for countries difler- |

ently situated from our own. The nur-

| sery treatment of plants is, therefore,
rirs mbont the month, and eyes expandod |

sure to remiin & prominent feature of
British forestry, and as such the soil and
sitnation, #< well as most successful
treatment of these, so as to produce
plants suitable for the positions they are
intended to oceupy, will require dus
cons'deration, snl very much secording
to the sitaation of the estate sad ground
to be planted.

In choosing the site of a home nursery
a ool deal will depend on the general
elevation and exposare of the estale.
The situation should be ocither too
much exposed nor yet sheltered, but
partaking to a certa’n extent of both,
amd with 1 smthern or western exposure;
for althouzh too sndden a change from
sheltered  to exposed  ground  often
proves fatal to young trees, this sheuld
not altogether form a eriterion for rear-
ing such in situations unfavorable to
the development of strong, healthy
ants.  The soil shonld be good friable
|u:lll| on an open, porous subsoil; but
the quality of ground required for differ-
et seedlings is so diversified that it is
next 4o impos<ible to sait all within the
small bounds requinsd for o home nur-
sury.  As water is indispensable where
sewdlings are raised. as well as for nuo-
merons |Jt||l‘r pllﬁ“ﬂi‘ﬁ i“ 'hf" n“r“l‘r“'-
it is well to have provision made for a
comtinuons supply, vither by a stream

running through the norsery ground or |

in close econtiguity toit.  From six to
ten aeres will be found sufficient
nursery ground for most estates, but it
is audvisable to add a litle more than is
really required, so that the breaks may
not all be under forest trees< at the ssine

| time, but undergo, when found neces-

sary, # course of green erops, which

| will nut only enrich, but elean the

sround and Teave it in good condition for
replanting with seedling forest plants,

| bearing in mind that farmyard manure
should always be applied first to the |

green erop, and never directly to the
plants themselves.  Laml intenided for
nursery ground shonld be thoronghly
trenched to the full depth of the sqil,
amd, where necessury, heavily manored
& enriched by the addition of lime,
vegetable soil, or loam, as the ease may
require.  In Javing out the ground into
breaks it will be found convenient to
have these either square or rectangular
in shape, and, if possible, parallel to
each other. The breaks may be divided
by diflerent kinds of hedges, which,
when well kept, give not only & neal
aml tidy appearanee to the pursery.
but are hig‘: v heneficial in the way of
shelter,  The site chosen for the seed
beds should be natorally sheltered, or,
failing this. such artificial shelter as s
qumrnmnr_\' should be provided, as
exposure of the young plants to cold,
cutting winds canses them to become
stunted and bark-bound. Young trees,
like other plants, rarely thrive well in 2
Lleak situation.

In the management of a nursery the
amount of care and attention required
is vertuinly great, but any tronhle as
well as expense conoceted with sturting
amnd keeping it in condition after-
ward will be amply repaid by the in-
crensad value and superiority of the
etock olitained: and as the subject of
extended planting is one well worthy
the consideration of proprietors owning
exposed or otherwise worthless traocts
of land, a step in the right direction
will be the mnhlilhingﬂaad maintaining
in order a well stocked bome
nursery.—Cor. The Garden,
