Such a change is
speedily produced in glass exposed to
the action of the weather, as in our

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Flics are distinguished from most othJ
cr insects by having but a single pair of
wings; what corresponds to the second
or hinder pair in other insects being a
pair of knob-lik- e "balancers." The
flight of the house fly is most rapid

sultry weather. We all know
how busy and pertinacious their move-
ments are in dog-da- y weather.

It has been found that a common fly
when held captive moves its wings three
hundred and thirty times a minute
whereas a honey-be- e, whose powers ol
continued flight are much greater,
moves its wings onehundred and ninety
times in the same period. The wings
describe a ligure 8 in the air.

The buzz of the fly has been carefully
studied by Landois! During flight the
fly's buzz or hum is in a relatively low
tone; when it is held so that the wings
can not move the buz, is higher in pitch.
and it is higher still when the fly is held
so that all motion of the external
is prevented. The last mentioned is
the true vo ce of the insect; it is pro-
duced by the breathing holes of the
thorax. The buzz of the fly thus ex-

presses the emotions of the creature;
the low hum being one of contentment,
the shrill, excited buone of alarm and
disturbance.

When a fly alights upon our hand or
face on a day it is for the purposo
of lapping the perspiration from the
skin. How this is done is a curious
study. When the fly. to quote from
our "Guide to the .Study of Insects,"
settles upon a lump of sugar, or other
sweet object, it unbends and extends
its tongue, and the broad knob-lik- end
divides into two flat, muscular leaves,
which thus present a sticker-lik- e sur-
face, with which the fly laps up liquid
sweets. These two are supported
upon a framework of chitinous rods,
which act as a set of springs to open
and shut the muscular leaves. The
inside of this broad fleshy expansion is
rough like a rasp, and, as Newport

i. ea-il- employed b the insect
in scraping or tearing delicate surfaces.
It is by means of this curious structure
that the busy house-fl- y occasions much
mischief to the covers of our books, by
scraping oil" the albuminous polish, and
lc aving traces f its depredations in tli
soiled and spotted appearance which it
occasions on them.

The structure of the fly's tongue, and
of the whole apparatus for taking its
food, has engaged the attention in late
years of some of our best anatomists ol
insects. Its 'Structure is so complicated
and diljicult to understand, and labored
anatomical descriptions are so dry, that
we will not here describe it, but content
ourselves with referring the reader fot
an excellent description of the fly's
proboscis to Professor Macloskie's
article in the American Xntnralil foi
March, 18S0. Suffice it to say that the
fly has not, as have beetles and jrrass- -

hopper.s, free jaws and accessory jaw-fo- r
biting and tearing the food, but all

the mouth-part- s of other insects are
represented by the fly's proboscis, the
larger part of which is formed by the
under lip; the enlarged and variously
mod lied lle-h- y extremity of which
forms a sucking organ. What little
food is taken by the Jlv is fluid; sweet
fluids are its favorite diet.

But whence come the swarm of mid-
summer flies, ami how do thev keep in-

creasing through August? What be-

comes of them in the winter? How
long do they lic, and what of the man-
ner of life of their young? Are the
small flies the children of the larger
ones?

So little was known about the early
history of the house-fl- y that we once
endeavored, and with fair success, to
stud- - its transformations. During Au-

gust the hou-e-ll- y is particularly abund-
ant, and especially so in and about sta-
bles. On placing a fly in a bottle she
laid between six p. m., August 12, and
eight o'clock the next morning, one
hundred and twenty eggs. They were
deposited irvcgularly in stacks, lviug
loose in two piles at the bottom of the
bottle. The next day several maggots.
:is the larvar are called, were observed
crawling about in the bottom of the
bottle. Afterwards by placing a mass
of ofl'al in the sun, the flies came and
laid their little white slendur eggs, which
hatched out, so that thousands of writh-
ing maggots abounded in the mass.

It was found that the voting maggots
hatched in twenty-fou- r hours after the
eggs were lain. At first they arc but
little larger than the eggs. After re
maining in the first stage ior one day
the maggot moults, being a little larger
than before. After another da' it sheds
its skin a second time and enters upon
the third stage of its larval life, which
lasts three or four days. It breathes by
means of two spiracles or at
the end of the body, which communi-
cate with the in the body.
There is al-- o a spiracle near the head.
When about to tran-for- into the pupa
or chrysalis state, the body contracts
into a barrel-shape- d case, and turn
brown and hard. This case is called
the puparium, and within it the maggot
becomes a pupa or chrysalis.

The house-fl- having as a maggot
lived a squalid existence, after a pupal
sleep of from five to seven days, pushes
off one end of its pupal case, and on
emerging from the ease, immcdiatelv
runs about, though its wings are still
small, -- oft and baggy, much as in the
pupa. Soon, however, the skin becomes
dry and hard; the fluid in the wings
dries, and in a few moments the lly
takes flight.

If in its winged state the fly is one of
the most disagreeable features of dog-d- a

s, and people wonder why flies were
ever made at all, it should be remem-
bered that flies have an infancy as mag-
gots, and the loathsome life they then
lead as scavengers cleanses and purities
the August air, and aids in lowering
the death rate of our cities and towns.

While most house-flie- s on ap-
proach of winter, multitudes beinu at-
tacked by a white fungus, their swollen
dead bodies remaining on the wall or
windows in October, a few live through
the winter. While writing this artie'e
on the first warm day in spring, a
Hies have the first time made their
appearance in our study. These will
lay their eggs about stables in the late
spring, anil thus give ri-- e to a swarm
of maggots and August flies. A. S.

RalM, Herniations, Rriolntloni and For
nnlae Adopted by the Kama State Board

of Health.
The State Board of Bealth having adopted

the following rules, directs etery county
and ainnlcipal Board of Health to see that
thej are strictly enforced in their respectivo
jurisdictions:

ron the rREVXNTios or diseab.
Rci.e 1. No privy vault, cesspool or reser-

voir into which a privy, water closet, stable
or sink Is drained, except ft be water-tigh-

shall be established or permitted within flftv
feet of any well, spring or other source of
water used for drinking or culinary pur-
poses.

Kcle 2. Earth privies, or earth closet,
with no vault below the surface of the
frround. shall be excepted In Rule 1, but

dry earth or cor.l ashes must b uetf
dailj to absorb all tbe fluid part of the de-
posit, and the cnt're contents must be re-
turned dally.

All privy vault, cepools or res-
ervoirs named in rule 1, must be cleaned out
at lrn-- t once a jenr: and from the flrt of
Mavtothe Crt of November of each vear
sliull be thoroughly disinfected by addinz to
the contents of the vault, once every month,
one or two pounds of copperas dissolved in a
pailful of water.

(1 Small, sepa-
rate or private slaughter houes must, a u
rule, beoutlde the town orcit limit, or at
least in the very thinly populated portions,
ami not within twenty rods of any public
highwaj. (e) They mut be located on dry,
hard land, that can be welldrainrd. (d) They
mut be amply supplied with clean, whole-
some water from springs, well, or unpollu-
ted stream, (c) Thej must lie rlooicd with a
tight, olid floor, of hard wood, or of cement
or stone, (f) The jards sheds
and cioe pens must bo dry, and free from
mud and tilth, and their sides or walls mut
be thoroughly whitewashed at least twice u
year.

2. The slaughter houe and all its appara-
tus must be kept In a neat and onlcrlv man-
ner, free from ail offcusIVd smells, (a)
When the slaughtering for the day Is com-
pleted, the sides and floors of the slaughter
room must be thoroughlv washed with an
abuudaucc of clean water. No otlur disin-
fectant will be required, (b) No animal mat-
ter of any kind must be permitted to remain
in. under or near the slaughter house to
decompose or putrefy.

o. W hen blood and ofl'al. or immature ani-

lij the swine: and all portions not
consumed within twelve hours must be
removed from the pen, and must be burned,
buried, or composted with fresu cm Hi.

4. When the blood or offal are not fed to
hw.ne on the premises, they mut every dny
ne cancu on in Close tank, or ie convened
into fertilizers, or otherwise utilized by an
apparatus, the gae arising from which
must be carried under the furnaces and con-
sumed.

5 The fat, and all mnterials from which fat
or oil are to be extracted, must he rendered
w ithin such a time alter the slaughtering of
the animals that no offensive odors shall
arise from them, or from the process oi
reuder.ng.

CONTAGIOUS DISEASES.
1. In order that the guardians of the pub-

lic health may hav e early warning, it is im-

portant that every caso of contagious dis-
ease be promptly reported to the local Hoard
of Health.

Rule 13. Whenever any householder shall
know that any person within his family is
taken sick with small-pox- , scarlet fever,
diphtheria, or any other disease dangerous
to the public health, he shall immediatelv
give notice thereof to the Board of Health
or to the Health Officer.

Rule 11. Whenever any phylcian shall
know that any person whom he Is called to
visit Is infected with maIl-po- scarlet fever,
diphtheria, or any other disease dangerous
to the public health, such ph)sician shall
immediately give notice thereof to the Hoard
of Health or health officer: and every physi-
cian who shall refue or neglect to give such
notice, shall forfeit for each offense a sum
not less than ten dollars.

Rule 15. Upon not.ee being given of cases
of small-po- varioloid or scarlet fever, to
the Board of Health or to the health phys:

shall have knowledge of any cases of small-
pox, varioloid or scarlet fever, within the
Jurisdiction of this Board. ome member of
the Board or the bealth physic an, shall
cause a yellow cloth or card, hav-
ing " small-po- " or " scarlet fev er "
conspicuously printed thereon, not
less than eighteen inches square, to be fas-

less than ten dollar.

oughly isolated from tbe public not -s than
thirty-fiv-e dajs.

Rule 17. No person recov crlng from an In-

fectious disease shall be pennitted to appear
on the public streets or public highway, or
in any public place, until all danger of con-
tagion, bv reason of uch disease. Is paed.

Rule 18. No public funeral shall be held
at a house where there is a case of infectious
disease: nor in which a death from such has
recently occurred.

IIULES FOR DISINFECTION.
Rule 19. The room into which a person

tick with small-po- varioloid, scarlet fever,
or diphtheria Is placed, must previously ba
cleared of all carpets, needless clothing,
drapery and all other articles likely to har-
bor tbe disease. After the death or recov-
ery of the sick, the room, furniture and
other contents not to be destroyed must be
Immediately thoroughly disinfected. The
paper on the walls and ceilings, if anr, must
be removed and completely burned. The
Boor, woodwork nnd wooden furniture must
be painteo over with a solution of corrosive
sublimate made by dissolving one ounce of
corros.ve in six gallons of water: let It re-
main one hour, and wash off with clean
water. The walls, if not papered,
must be thoroughly scrubbed and
whitewashed. For the sick room,
small pieces of rags should be substitute
'for handkerchiefs, and when once used must
be immediately burned.

Soiled bed and body linen must be
placed in vessels and saturated with the sul-
phate of zinc solution, then boiled for one
hour before being removed from tbe prem- -

Heavy clothing, blankets, bed-
ding and other articles which cannot be
treated with zinc solution, must be opened
and exposed during fumigation. To disin-
fect an ordinary room with brimstone: Hav-
ing tightly closed all the openings of the
room, place in an open earthen dish one
pound of brimstone, and burn for twelve
hours, being careful not to breathe the
fumes. After fumigation, the rooms must
be thoroughly aired by opening the doors
and windows for several hours.

Rule -- !. All articles which have been incontact with persons Ick with contagious or
infectlou diseases, too valuable to be

should be treated as follows: (a)
Cotton, linen, flannel, blankets, etc., should
be put in boiling hot zinc solution, introduc-
ing piece by piece; secure through wetting,
and boil for at least one hour. (I) Heavy
woolen clothing, silks, furs, stuffed bed cov-
ers, beds and other articles which cannot ba
treated with the zinc solution, should be
hung In the room during fumigation, their
surfaces thoroughlv- - exposed and pockets
bc'ng turned inide out. Afterward they
should be hung in the open air, beaten and
shaken. Pillows, bed, stuffed mattresses.
upholstered furniture, etc.. should be cut
open, the contents spread out and thorough-
ly fum. gated. Carpets are best fumigated
on the floor, but mut afterward be removed
to the open air and thoroughly beaten.

The only safety against infectious disease
is to avoid the special contagion of the dis-
ease, and for mall-no- to vaccinate, espe-
cially w hen the disease is prevalent.

Foil KOISTICATION.
Rule 24. Every physician or midwife prac-

ticing in the State or Kansas shall file with
the County Cleik of the county in which he
or hc li es, his or her name, nge, residence,
number of ears of practice, school from
which graduating, (if any.) giving name and
locat on, date of graduation and school of
practice And nny phj ician or midwife fail-ni- r

County vs. District Uniformity of Text-Book- s.

A few weeks since the Common-

wealth called attention to the law
enacted by our last Legislature, per-

mitting a county uniformity of text-

books, which article we find attracted
so much attention that we again refer
to the same subject. Under the pro-
visions of this law, the School Districts
of any county ma) at the annual
District meeting, August 13th, or
at any subsequent annual meeting
thereafter sisrntfv their desire for a uni- -
formitv of text-boo- throughout tho '

w
schools of the count v, rwd when such a
desire has been expressed a majority wonder it all bap-- of

the districts of a countv a committee they will keep wondering till
ill i, Kn , f'hnnb their, dying. day unless, perchance, some

mended.
The fact that our who

gave the subject careful consideration
made the law permissive and not com-uko-

implies two sides to tho ques-
tion and .should receive the careful

of the voters of Districts before
they vote for county uniformity. Ever
since the organization of a public
school svstem in Kansas, the Dirtrict
h:io formed the unit in all matters per-
taining to the management of the
school. Under the provisions of a law
passed in 187!) the school Districts
throughout the State adopted a series
of books to be used for live jears.
At the expiration of this period,
which was last year, many Dis-

tricts changed books and introduced a
series, while others readopted the

same books that had been in use for
five year-- . As a result of this inde-
pendent action the Districts of a county
have several different series of books.

For these Districts to pass from this
sy.stem to county uniformity, .signifies
a heavy expense that must fall on rich
and poor alike School book publish-
ing housed and their representatives
would enjoy such a change, but the
people muj-- t consider their own interest.

You may conceive of benefits to be de-

rived from county uniformity that
would justify this expense. If so, then
it is clearly yowr duty to votefot county
uniformity." Hut if on the other hand
j ou are not willing to take so impor-
tant a matter from your own District
ollicers and place it in tbe hands of a
committee who may have no financial
responsibility, it will be well for you to
vote against a change should the ques-
tion come up for consideration at our
annual District meeting.

The education of our children, the
management of our schools, the best,
methods of selecting and furnishing
text books are questions that are at
best perplexing. There is a .spirit ol
unrest that pervades the entire body
politic in relation to the question of
public schools. We mav even go
further, and say this spirit of unrest
of dissatisfaction with things that are
