Among the rnany jolly boj's in blue

who are in our city arc a number of
gentlemen from Thomas county, awa
out near the northwest corner of the
state, and in conversation with them
a Journal representative become pos-

county:

The county-at-larg- e on the first da'
of January last contained 1G0 inhabi-

tants, on May 5 the first lot was sold
in Colby, the leading town in the
county, and the present business of
the place consists of two dry goods
stores, two hardware establishments,
two drug stores, three giocery stores,
three hotels, one restaurant, two black-

smith shops, one wagon shop, two bil-

liard halls, one baiber shop, three liv-

ery stables, one butcher shop, a bank,
and a small mill. There are three physi-

cians and live lawj'ers, a host of land
agents, and a newspaper, the T11031AS

Cat. Altogether there are sixty-fiv-e

houses in the place, and a total of at
least 300 inhabitants. Though 0111
