SEWAGE PURIFICATION AND DIS-
POSAL.

It is a fact well known and beyond
dispute that something must be done
to purify Prescott's sewage aud re-
move the present nuisance and danger
from that sourea.

What should be done, what is the
best mathod, to what extent should it
be carried nnd what will be the cost
|are the present importunt, and per-
sistent questions that now face the
mayor and council, and solutions of
which the taxpayer and voters are anx-
iously awaiting.

A town can usually obtain authority
to issue bonds for a water supply, be-
canse an anoual income is assared
which will pay the interest and prob-
ably some of the principal, but with
n sewerage system, which in Ameri-
can cities usually yields no income,
it is different. The sewerage system
is usoally s buarden and constant
source of expenditure. For these
rensons the progress of sewernge s/
slower than that of a water system and
much agitation, strong sanitary rea-
sons, and ap exalted sense of public
spirit and devotion must be bronght
to bear to induce the voters to anthor-
| ize the finauecigl burden of properly
equipiug and maintaining a sewerage
system and of properly disposing of
and renderiog barmless the sewage.
This is putural and buman, it also
i# natural and bhomaen to remove the
nuisance pearest home and be in-
different to thut of our neighbor,
and so it is easy to vote to extend the
system of sewers to every bouse and
vet dump this collected refuse and
| flth, disease and coutagion near the
¢ity limits on public land aloug a
publie highway, to the detriment of
one community, the discomfort of
the public and the peril of the whole
community.

This is equal iv priveciple and fact
to having an elasborate and well con-
strocted water system and taking the
supply from a stagnant near by pond

sbundant supply of water, sach as
rivers, lnkes, oto.

Second. —The method of chemical
trestment. This consists of adding
certain chemicals to the sewage which
canses a part of the suspended mattery
both organic nnd mioeral, to setlle to
the bottom of settling tanks and be
removed. This residue, or sludge, bas
to be burned, buried, or spread over
large warens of land, or it will itself
decompose. By this method, from 70
to 95 per cent of the bacteria cun be
removed, and about 60 per cent of the
orgunic matter. The remaining 40 per
ceut will itself. decompose by the ac-
tion of other bacteria which will mul-
tiply in it after leaving the tanks
This method therefore removes about
60 per cent of the evil and delays the
process for ashort time. It costs con-
siderable to install the necessary ap
parstus, and about 30 to 50 cents per
year per capita operate it, and
yields po return, ;

Third.—The metbod of disposal by
broad irrigation. This method con-
gists in using the ernde sewage for ir-
rigation. Its advaotages consists of
exposing the sewage to the action of
the air in the fine pores of the soil and
allowing the time for the bacteria to
reduce the organic matter to harmless
nitrates. The only expense consists
of condueting the sewage to the Helds
and the proper distribation and care
of it there.
