Announcement is made that a con-

tract has been closed between the
Newbouse Mills and Smelters and
the American Smelting and Refining
company, which is baid to be the
largest single mining contract of its
kind ever made, says a dispatch to the
Denver .Mining Record. It embraces
the handling by the American Smelt-
ing and Refining company of the out-

put of Samuel Newhouse's great mine
in Utah, known as the Cactus, oper-
ated by the Newhouse Mines and
Smelters. The contract covers a per-

iod of ten years and the handling of
nearly 800,000 tons of copper concen-
trates, besides a large tonnage of
matte valued at more than 840,000,-00- 0.

Mills are in progress of con-

struction on the property with a daily
capacity of 1500 tons and smelting
operations are expected to be begun
the latter part of the current year.

The Pick and Drill Mining company
continues development work on its
property in the Agna Fria district,
adjoining tLe propetry of the Bau-man- n

Copper company, and is meet-

ing with excellent results. While the
property adjoins the Baumann Copper
company, it seems to be on-- different
mineral belt. The Baumann com-

pany's mines are copper with good
values in gold and silver while that of
the Pick and Drill company is gold,
with no copper in it. A double com-
partment vertical shaft has been sunk
by the Pick and Drill company to a
depth of 123 feet, where it intersects
the ledge, which is on an incline at
160 feet from the surface as measured
by the ledge. The shaft cross cuts the
ledge at this point. The ledge is
twenty feet wide at the point of inter-
section, with a large bodyof solid ore
of good grade. The company has ju.-- t

purchased the .boiler and pump, and
track formerlywned by the Copper
Basin Gold and Copper company,
and is having them removed to its
property. The machinery is all new,
and in addition to installing this a
new hoist will also be installed. The
affairs of the company are in a very
satisfactory condition and the outlook
for the future is very promising,
There is every indication of the exist-
ence of a big mine in the ground own
ed by tee .tick ana Drill company
consisting of eleven claims, and de
velopment work will be pushed just as
rapidly as possible.

The Gold Road mine is proving to
be one of the createst gold properties
in the territory of Arizona. At the
present time the deepest shaft has
reached a depth of 400 feet, at which
point drifts and crosscuts have been
run off. .Ten feet of very rich ore and
the samo width of lower grade has
been cut, but as yet no wall has been
reached. Along the surface of the
vein leasers are taking ont rich ore in
such quantities that it will be but a
few weeks until the capacity of the
big mill will be taxed to its utmost
from this source alone. Some of this
ore runs as high as 83000 to the ton
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in value, while the lowest ore sent, to
the mill is above $20. Thousands of tons
of ore running abovo $10 will be left
on the dumps by the leasers and this
will furnish the mill for months.
James Carter's lease is sending to mill
large quantities of immensely rich
ore. Last week two and one half
tons, averaginfg $3000 to the ton, were
sent to mill. On the Kennedy Pariz
zo lease, now owned by Krouse & Co.,
great ore is being obtained. A dozen
or more leasers are making big wages,
while many will lay up snug fortunes.
The company is pushing work on the
lower levels and is getting the mine
in better shape than it has ever been
for the economic production of ore.
The camp is taking on an air of busi-
ness activity that impresses the
stranger. Kingman Miner.

The long tunnel of the Old Mesa
Mining company is now in tho moun
tain side uUU feet, and good progress
is being made in the work. In going
this distance fonr ledges have been
cut in the tunnel but as the object of
the tunnel is to cut the big ledge of
the Old Mesa mine, these have not
been prospected, but all the energies
of the company have been directed
towards reaching the big ledge.

by the former corporation takes over
forty two pertenencias of mining
property together with 6000 acres of
timber land, with good water supply,
about Tubutama.in the Altar district,
Sonora. The property is forty miles
from tide water and is on the line of
the proposed railroad to Point Lobos.
It is stated that a considerable sum
was paid down on the property. These
properties were worked 300 years ago
and In the early 80 's n California
company worked them and it is claim-
ed that this concern made one ship-
ment of gold and silver bullion
worth $60,000 to San Francisco."

Three tons of very valuable ore were
received in this city last evening from
the Great Peck mine. The ore was
sacked and consigned to W. M. Clay--

pool, of the Prescott Sampling Works,
and was being very closely guarded.
It is said to be some of the richest ore
ever taken from this famous property
which has produced several million
dollars' worth of very high grade ore.

John Kinney, who has some very
good looking mining properties in the
rich Big Bug minnig district, has just
returned from a business trip to Chi
cago where he went in the interest of
his properties. E. F. Cullerton, a
prominent Chicago business man and
for the past twenty five years an alder-
man of that eity, visited this county
last summer and became interested in
some of Mr. JKlnney's properties, and
he expects to visit this county in a
few days in company with several
other Chicago capitalists who are com
ing to investigate the mining possibil
ities kic.

T. C. Archer, the mining engineer,
in company witn unarles .Battle, or
the El Dorado Mining company, have
just returne'd from a trip to the com
pany's property in the War Eagle
mining district. Mr. Archer says
there is any amount of the finest kind
of ore much of which runs high in
values, but the great difficulty is
the distance from transportation fa
cilities, being about Rixty miles from
the railroad. He says if a railroad ever
goes into that country it will open1
up one of the richest sections in the
county. The ore is of both smelting
and milling grades, but the scarcity
of water makes milling nearly impos-
sible and the only thing that can be
done is to ship the ore and that can
not be done at much profit until the
railrad traverses that district.

One of the Salt Lake City directors
of the Gold Road Mining rand Ex-

ploration company has been giving
out statements regarding the recent
finds in the property that have a
roseate hue.

than two or three weeks, it is hoped
it will supply the mill with sulticient
water to keep the mill running. The
water will be pumped into largo tanks
and will run by gravity to the mill
which is a distance of two or three
miles.

The mill at tho Crown King is re
ported to be almost ready to start up
and by the time the railroad is finish
ed will be ready to commence treat-
ing the immense dump of tailings.
The Crown King Mines company will
also begin work on the Tiger and
other properties belonging to the com-

pany, with quite a force of men and
the bullion of the Bradsbaw mountain
district will be greatly increased
within a very short time after the
completion of the road to Crown
King. This will be the signal for the
resumption of work on a number of
old properties and the beginning nf
work on many new ones.

COLORADO WOMEN
AND LEGISLATION

To my mind, the ballot is simply
one of our many modern labor saving
inventions. The ballot la nothing but

an improved sledge hammer, a mod
ern battering ram that enables us to
wage the battle of life and observe its
amenities at the same time.

In the ten years that women have
been voting in Colorado, I believe
thev have done at least five times as
much as all the rest of the non-votin- g

women in the United States put to-

gether; and I base this modest claim
upon the record of our statute books
as compared with those of other states.
For women stand, relatively, for the
same thing everywhere, and their first
care is naturally and inevtitably for
the child. Whatever .we have done,
other women wish to do. In many
states they have tried and failed. The
only difference is that they are us-tn- e

the stone ace methods, while we

hare those of the twentieth century,
No one who knows anything about

our statute books win attempt to
deny that Colorado women have revo-

lutionized the attitude of our state
toward the child. Two thirds of their
work has been for the children. But
at this point let me say one word
about what women have done. I have
no desire to exalt Colorado women at
the expense of Colorado men. The
ballot box is not a dividing line, on
the contrary, we have infinitely more
interests in common than ever be
fore. Indeed, the relation of men and
women in Colorado reminds me of

the English scrub woman's euloginm
on her lord and master: "Ah, my
man's that good, he's more like a
friend than an 'usband!" We are in
a minority by ourselves, and should
hardly succeed in anything very bit
terly opposed by our brothers.

St. Louis, March 29. Counsel for
Senator Burton filed a motion in ar
rest of judgment in the court hero to
day.

There is now also, before the court
a motion for a new trial which was
filed immediately after the verdict
was rendered.

Judge Adams will first have to dis
pose of these motions before sentence
can be pronounced on the senator.

If sentence is nnally passed upon
Senator Burton his case will be ap
pealed, and ne win oe released on a
bond, pending the rehearing of the
case by the court of appeals, which
will meet in St. Paul May 1.

War News of the Week.

St. Petersburg, March 24. The war
office is in receipt of persistent reports
that the Japanese are preparing to
land on neutral Chinese territory on
the west coast of the Gulf of Liao
Tung, either at Tien Kain Cheng, or
Shan Hai Kwan.

Liao Lang, March 24. It is posi
tively reported that the Japanese
propose to land troops at Gatsia north
of Shan Mai Kwan.

Numerous Japanese spies are now in
Shan Mai Kwan and elsewhere on the
railroad to Vin Kow.

Detachments of General Mist Chen- -

kos' troops will remain in north Ko
rea and a reconnoitering party is al-

ways watching Anju, but the Russians
have not encountered any Japanese
during the last few days.

On the arrival of General Kouropat- -

kin in the trans-Baik- al territory.Gen- -

eral Linevitch sent him a telegram of
welcome, saying that the troops are
thirsting for revenge on the enemy
and are impatiently waiting his ar-

rival.
Tien Tsin, March 24. Viceroy Yuan

has prohibited the Chinese from pur-

chasing the Chinese newspaper Cdipao
on the ground that it had published
an untrue article, referring to the bad
conduct of the imperial troops on the
border which tended, it is claimed, to
excite the people.

Tokio, March2 5. The house of rep
resentatives, today, listened to a sig-

nificant speech from M. Yamamoto,
minister of marine,and it then passed
with enthusiasm, and without a dis
senting vote, a vote of thanks to Ad-

miral Togo and his officers for their
eminent services to the country.

When the vote was taken, members
of the house rose and cheered the
navy.

Yamamoto stated that the latest re
ports showed that the Russiaus at
Port Arthur had four battleships, five
cruisers and ten torpedo boat destroy-
ers afloat at this time.

Continuing the minister of marine
said that he hoped for a speedy term
ination of the war but must warn the
members of the house not to be over
sanguine.

St. Petersburg, March 25. General
Linevitch has telegraphed to- - the;
general staff that there is no sioknes
among the Russian troops. Spring
weather prevails in Manchuria.

cf
Seoul, March' 25. Japanese scouts

report having discovered that the Rus-

sian troops south of the Yalu river are
much stronger in force than was
thought.

New York, March 25. The delay on
the part of tho Russiaus in giving
effect to the arrangements agreed upon
for dismantling the gunboat Mandjur
is causing increased irritation to the
Japanese and difficulty with the
Chinese officials, says a Times dispatch at
from Shanghai. A Japanese cruiser,
is in consequence, retained at Woo
Sung to watch the Mandjur.

Seoul, March 25. Two detachments
of Russian troops, one estimated to
number five hundred, the other two
hundred, are reported to be pillaging
the country around Anju. The na-

tives, in fear, are fleeing to the south.
Anju is forty miles, north of Ping
Yang, and sixty miles south of Yalu.

Copenhagen, March 27. On the au-

thority of the general manager of the
East Asiatio company it is learned
that the capture of the company's
steamer Manchuria deprived Russia of
7000 tons of ammunition intended for
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the large long range guns in Fort Ar-

thur. It is said that if the Manchuria
had reached Port Arthur safely the
whole situation would nave been
changed. It is known that the Russian
government regarded the Manchuria's
cargo of the highest importance.

The cargo was valued at. $804,000.
Its capture is said to account for the
inability of the Russians to make
effective use of their long range guns.
The Manchuria was only two days'
sail from Port Arthur when it was
seized. It was navigated by a Danish
officer.

New- - Chwang, March 26. It is un-

derstood that negotiations are about
to begin, through Peking, for the pur
pose of arranging a wireless telegraph-
ic communication with Port Arthur,
from a rocky island opposite Chefoo
which was acquired by France years
ago.

Tokio, March 23. A telergam has
been received hero from New Chwang,
saying that at three o'clock yesterday
morning the Japanese succeeded in
sinking four steamers at the mouth
of Port Arthur harbor.

A flotilla of torpedo boat destroyers
convoyed the merchantmen, which
were subsequently sunk, and then res
cued the volunteer crews.

Later the Japanese, battleships bom
barded tho town and its defenses.

St. Petersburg, March '28. Large
crowds gathered before the bulletin
boards today to read the official ac
counts of the second unsuccessful at'
tempt of the Japanese to bottle up
Port Arthur.

Lieut. Krinizkis' heroic attack on
the enemy's warships has evoked much
enthusiasm.

New Chwang, March 28. The civil
administrator has notified all foreign
consuls and foreign residents of Alex- -

ieff'a order, placing the city and port
of New Chwang under martial law, ex
plaining that it has been so ordered
for the purpose of safeguarding the
commercial interests of the port.

In some quarters the order is re
garded as an apparent challenge to
the neutral powers, and especially to
China, on account of the appropria
tion of her territory. It is also con
strued to mean that it renders the
United States gunboat Helena and the
British cruiser Espiegle liable to be
ordered to leave the port at any time.

The administrator agreed with the
consuls to suspend a rigid enforce
ment of the order until such time as
the foreign governments have takenjac- -

tion in the matter. The flags of the
United States and Great Britain were
moved today from the buildings here.

Tokio, March 29. Admiral Baron
Yamamoto, minister of marine, read
Admiral Togo's account of the sixth
Japanese attack on Port Arthur, iu
the lower house of the Japan diet this
afternoon. The report, was received
with tremendous applause. Yamam
oto dwelt upou the great difficulty of
bottling up Port Arthur, and said that
this project was still far from comple-
tion. The house unanimously adopt-
ed a resolution encouraging the gov
ernment and praising the navy and
pledging itself to smre no cost for
the prosecution of the war.

Vladivostok, March 29. Since an
order the chief of police has issued,
directing that a keen lookout be kept
for Japanese disguised as Koreans and
Chinese, the police seize every Asiatic
and then they pull bis queue to ascer
tain whether it is real or false.

St Petersburg, March 29. The war
correspondent of the Russky Viedo- -

most, writing from Harbin, says that
he was not permitted to proceed to
Port Arthur, and adds that he will
not be allowed to go to the front until
April 2. All correspondents have been
expelled from Port Arthur because
one of them mentioned in his dispatch
some important information regarding
the movement of Rusisan troops.

Tien Tsin, March 29. A French
man named Kreautlar, in tho employ

the Russo-Chines- e bank has been
appointed French consular agent at
New Chwang. He hoisted the French
flag over the bank buildings. It is
considered probable that this is the
forerunner of a movement to fly the
tri-col- over all the Russian 'govern-
ment buildings in New Chwang.

Washington, March 29. Minister
Conger has cabled the state depart-
ment from Peking that the Russian
authorities have declared martial law

New Chwang, and have formally
notified all foreigners to that effect.
The message makes no reference to
the reported hauling down of foreign
flags by the Russians, nor does it re-

fer to the reported notice of the Rus-

sian authorities to consuls, restricting
consular jurisdiction.

Irkutsk, March 29. Traffic across
Lake. Baikal is being carried on as
regularly as clock work. Troops cross
the ice sincinc.

It reads as follows:
"The combined fleet acted accord

ing to a plan previously arranged.
"Two flotillas of torpedo boat de

stroyers were outsido of Port Arthur,
as instructed irom toe nlgnt or the
21st until the morning of the 22d.

Although, during this time, our
destroyers were under the fire of the
onemy, they sustained no damage.

The main fleet arrived off Port Ar
thur at eight o'clock on the morning
of March 22. I dispatched part of the
fleet in the direction of Pigeon bay
and ordered the battleships Fubji and
Yasbima to make an i ndirect bom-

bardment against the inner side of the
port.

"During the bombardment the ene
my's ships gardunlly came out of the
harbor and at the time when the in
direct bombardment stopped, which
was about two o'clock, a number of
the Russian ships, consisting of five
battleships, four cruisers and several
destroyers, we believed that the enemy
was trying to make a movement of
their fleet to draw us near the forts.

"The enemy's ships shelled us in
directly. Many of their shots fell
near tho Fuji but our ships sustained
no damage. About three o'clock our
vessels withdrew off the port.

Temple, Tox., March 25. A tragedy

MacLaugblin, manager of the Inde-

pendent telephone company, lost his
life and Mrs. W. R. Chandler lies at
the point of death. Mr. McLaughlin
had just entered the telephone office
and was giving Mrs. Chandler, the
chief operator, some orders when W.

Chandler then return-
ed to the operators' room and fired two
shots at Mrs. Chaudler, both taking
effect.

The lowlands, above, and below the
city are under water.

At Hazelton, the White river is at
the highest point known.
