INDS ORE THAT
SHMPLES 80 PEA
- CENT COPER

Eighteen-Inch Body Un-
covered In A Ten-
Foot Hole

(Erom Friday's Daily.)

Nineteen inches of ore that will sam-
ple 60 per cent in copper, hesides sov-
eral dollars in gold, is what W, H. Fer-
guson, the veteran prospeetor and
miner, uncovered in o ten foot hole on
the Pride of Arimna claim, one of a
group of seven locations made by him
lnst week in Hackberry Canyon, about
one-half mile east of Cordes siding, on
the Hradshaw Mountuin railroad,

““Tam 74 years ald, but 1 may walk
on velvel, yet,”" he said M8 ae proudly
exhibited sumples of the new find to
8 number of friends, after participating
in the memorinl service and parsde yos-
terday, held under the auspleen of the
G. AR, of which he is an ardent mom-
her,

““In my fortytwo years of resi
dence in Arizons, most of which 1 have
spent in the hills and mountaing, 1
have found many good mines, which 1
disposed of for what you migot eall
n mong, but this nppears to me to be
the most important discovery [ ever
made and I am confident that it will
turn out rich enough, when opened, teo
allow me a rest, ot least, for a while,'*

The statements of Mr. Ferguson have
been corroborated by others, who have
seen the Intest, and what appears to be
the most important, strike made in the
Mayer region for many months. The
discovery s loeated only five miles
soutn of Mayer, which is fast deovelop-
ing into one of the most important
mining conters in  northern Arizona.
The group is loeated on the Yavapal
schist belt, which extends in a  north-
ensterly and wsouthwesterly  direction
across the county from a point on the
Verde river, north of Jerome, to the
crest of the Bradshaw mountaios, south
of Crown King, and in waich sueh well
known producers as the Blue Bell, De
Hoto, Tron Queen, Binghamton, Copper
Mountain, Popkess, Copper Queen Gold;]
and a host of others hinve been oponed
in rocont years,

Cropping out on the surface the ore
body of the Pride of Arizona shows a
thickness of over twelve feet in places,
with the high greade paystreak men-
tioned above elinging to the footwall,
The remaining portion of the vein ecar-
riem medium and low grade values in
copper and gold, indieating that »
very promisiog ore body exists bhe-
neata,

the new find is W, A. White, of Cali-
fornia, who is also interested in the
Logos Mines company, which has a
foree of men engaged in developing
ite holdings on the Bog Bug rives,
about seven miles poutheast of Mayer,
on the same general schist belt, PFer-
guson & Waite are now engaged in per.
fecting a plan for the development of
the Pride of Arisoss, which involves
the sinking of a saaft to a depth of sev.
el hundred feet and the opening of
the promising vein by an extensive ay»-
tem of drifta and eromsguts.

Hoisting machinery will be erested
st the sew shaft by the time a res-
sonable depth in gained and Inter an
air compressor and power drills will
be installed to rush the development.

Good ore has also been uncovered in
n ten-foot hole sunk on a parallel vein
to the Pride of Arizona by Ferguson,
which is covered by one of the locations
of the group.

ALL STEEL POSTAL
GARS ARE IN SERVICE

BAN  FRANCISCO, Cal, May 30,
From designs of its own motive power
engineers, the Southern [Pacifice com-
pany's Sacramento shops bhave just
turned out the most advaneed type of
all-steel postal scar. There is not a
scrap of wood anywhere in the ear ex-
copt the window frames. From wheels
to roof tae car in of steel-frame, floor,
sides and fittings.

Besides cutting down the danger of

telescoping and reducing deterioration
to a minimum, the value of the all.
stoel postal car, the railroad officials
say, is that it proteats the entire train
from the fire danger by interposing an
unburaable barrier betweon the loco-
motive and the coaches, The additional
safety secured to postal gmployes and
the contents of the ecar in another im-
portant advantage,
In the new Bouthern Pacifie postal
enr, the main featurea of the lower
framings are two massive 12-inch 1
bonms toat weigh 31% pounds per
fool. It is mainly due to these beams
that the steel car can withstand over
200 per cent more shock than an or-
dinary ecar with wooden sills. Mono-
lith laid over two courses of corrugated
steel forma the foore.

Innide the car is lined with ssbestos
while the ceiling, like the outside and
the roof, is of steel plates. In every di-
rection the car is strongly braced, and
to take up heavy shocks oo the end
frame & steel plate twenty incaes wide
is riveted serosa the top framing. The
whole ear is #o completely bound to-
gother that the most severs phock
might pomsibly buckla the entire fram-
ing, but could mot telescope the car.

Hleatrie lighting and steam heating,
sutomatically regulated, sdd still fur
ther to the fireproof qualities of the
Loar. All the fttings, tacks and apper
stus used in handling the mailn are of
steel and brams.
