“In the death of Lewis Walfley,
who was accidentally killed by an
electric ear in Los Angeles, Saturday,

tality that overtook Mr. Wolfley are
obtained, and from the testimony uat
the inquest it would appear that it is
one of cases where the rules
of speed ealled for on eleetrie roads
in that city were grossiy and wanton-
ly violsted, and Mr. Wolfley was in
no way to blame for being struck.

Mr. Wolfley was en route down
town, nnd went to the corner of Hov-
ard Boulevard and Sixteenth street,
to board the car, coming along. With
his eye on the motorman, as he was
advancing, along eame another car
from an opposite direction, running
at a high rate of speed, exeeeding
the legal requirements by many miles
per hour, it is said.

An exnmination of his wounds
showed that the fender of the car
struek him and burled him many
feet away. The flesh from his lower
limbs was cut off as if dome by a
sharp knife, for a length of over six
inches. A deep gash over his eye
and one on the top of his head were
the fatal wounds. He was otherwise
much bruised. He never regained
consciousness and passed away thirty
hours afterward.

The re-
mains of the deceased were escorted
by Company E of the N. G. A;; Cap-
tain Mitchell commanding. The only
relative of the deceased present was
Mr, Bissell, a nephew, who aceompan-
ied the remains from Los Angeles. At
the grave three vollevs were fired by
the militin company, while *‘‘taps’’
wera sounded by two buglers from
Fort Whipple. The pallbearers were
veterans of the Civil War, Major A.
J. Doran, Major A. J. Judd, Dr. War-
ren E. Day, W. H. Ferguson, T. N.
Childers and H. T. Andrews. The H.
M. Maus & Co. econdueted the funeral.

Out of respeet to the memory of
this exeellent man, the flag on the
court house was placed at half-mast,
and all official business was suspended
during the faneral. Many deserved
pxpressions were heard from those
who had known the deceased, for hie
upright and conscientious ecitizenship,
during the many years he has been a
resident of the territory, and whether
he was an official or a private citizen,
the good will borne toward him was
feelingly shown us his body was go-
ing to irs last resting plaee.
