MINING MEN HAPPY

(From Wednesday's Daily.)
Arriving yesterday from the camp

of the Vcnezia Gold mine, in Crook
Canyon. J. B. Tomlinson, president of
the company, states that operations
continue and rich ore bodies are be-

ing developed. He feeb satisfied
with the outlook and in addition to
his own interests is favorably im
pressed with the district at other
properties where work is going on.

He states that considerable discus
sion is prevailing over the strike
that had: been made by Thomas Mar
mont on his claims, at the head of
Crook Canyon. Xodules of iron sul
phides had been struck at the bottom
of the 55-fo- shaft which carried
values of from $200 to $400 in gold
to the ton, and the general belief of
the many miners who have inspected
the property is that it is the making
of a mine. Mr. Marmont later will
begin drifting to strike the perman
cnt sulphide bodies. He resumed de
velopment but a short time ago and
has a permanent camp for the winter.

The Champion company has secured
a lease from the Mt. Union Mining
company and stamps are dropping on
ore. A large tonnage is ready to be
treated. The ores contain free gold,
and by the process being followed
the .lead and zinc are being separated
for shipment in concentrate form
Many individual miners are energeti
cally at work, and the district has a
better outlook than in many years.

Mr. Tomlinson also states that the
coming of the ' territorial highway
through Crook Canyon is the greatest
boon that has ever been brought
into that district. The grade is on
a low percentage basis, with the ex-

ception of a short climb up Senator
hill where heavy rock work had to
be performed. The short route,
affecting so many mines and the
general good that will follow, com-

mends that route as the most desir-
able, notwithstanding that there are
some who maintain that certain mines
were to be specifically benefitted! by
the Crook Canyon route.

Mr. Tomlinson is also emphatic in
his admiration of Constructing En-

gineer H. M. Lewis for his knowl-

edge in road building through moun
tains and pronounces his work as a
splendid recommendation of his abil-

ity as a road builder. The main
camp has been moved to the south
side of Senator hill, where the work
will progress more rapidly in the
future, owing to a favorable soil
condition.
