FATAL SHOOTING IN
JEROME, KILLS TWO

(From Ifcarainy's Dally.)
Meager particulars of a deplorable

shooting scrape that occurred at Jc
romc yesterday morning at about
6:30 o'clock, were received in Prcs
cott during the day, which rcsultct
in the death of Dave Schriber and
Walter Vogcl, and the wounding o
Officer John Hudgcns.

According to statements made by
residents of Jerome in the city, to
gcthcr with telephone advices rc
ceived, the tragedy was due to th
unsound mental condition of Schriber,
The latter, without any provocation
whatever, entered the saloon where
Walter Vogcl was employed an
shot the latter down after an ex
change of only a few words, an
with no grievance. The bullet pene
tratcd the stomach of Vogcl, am
about six hours later he passed
away. Schriber immediately left the
building and went to the Montana
hotel, closely followed by Officer
Hudgcns. When the latter passed
11 pthc steps and reached the porch,
Schriber pulled his gun and fired,

the shot taking effect in the left
shoulder of the officer. The second
shot missed its mark, when Hudgcns
fired six shots in rapid order from
a Colt's automotic, the bullets strik-

ing the body of Schriber, who fell

to the floor. The latter continued
firing, however, raising himself by

his left hand. Officer Hudgcns pull
cit out his second gun and continued
the fusillade, Schriber expiring in a
few minutes with nine bullet holes
in his body.

The wound of Officer Hudgcns is

not regarded as a serious one, no
bones being broken. According to
reports received he was exonerated
by all citizens in performing a duty
that was unfortunately attended with
the taking of a human life.

Walter Vogcl was a young man
and but a few days ago celebrated
his twenty-firs- t birthday. He was

very popular, and was of a genial
temperament, and without an enemy
in the country.

Dennis P. Ryan, one of the best
known of pioneer residents, and a

mine owner of the Kirkland Valley
country, died suddenly yesterday

minutes afterward being stricken.
The deceased had been an industri-

ELECTRICITY KILLS
GEORGE HENNIGAN

(From Thursday' Dally)
Particulars of the shocking death

of George llcnnigan which occurred
at Jerome a few days ago by being
electrocuted and burned in a fright
ful manner, have been received in
the city. The unfortunate young
man climber up into the station
where the high tension wires were
hanging, and in some manner not
known, received a shock estimated
at 26,000 volts, which passed through
his body, As strange as it may
seem, his death did not occur in-

stantly from the terrific voltage re-

ceived, but he lingered for nearly
twenty-fou- r hours before he

The supposition is that he was
fatally burned, and that the voltage
which penetrated his body did not
cause his death. The dead man was
a helper at the station, and had no
knowcldgc of electrical conditions.
The point where he was electro
cutcd, is never approached except
by men trained in the calling, and
who arc extremely careful not to
expose themselves to the dangers
always imminaiit. Mr. Hennigan
was about 22 years of age.
