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KINGMAN, Oct. 16. The activity
that is making- Kingman a great min
ing town, with big mines all around
it, is getting started in great shape.
Even the railroad is beginning to
wake up and take notice. Three ad
ditional men have been put on the
job at the depot. And well they
might be. The receipts for freight
are three times what they were this
time last year. They reach a sum
now of more than $50,000 per month.

The branch road that serves the
Champion, Tennessee, Golconda, Gol-cond- a

Extension and the other mines
of the Ccrbat range has been com-

pelled to put on two trains a day in
order to move the freight required
and the ore produced by these mines.
Mining men from all parts of the
country are arriving hourly by train
and automobile. The hotels and
boarding houses are filled to over-

flowing.
An important real estate deal, that

shows which way the wind is blow-
ing, was consummated yesterday.
Mr. T. E. Pollock, president of the
Arizona Central Bank, purchased the
lot at the northeast corner of Bcale
and Fourth streets, and will erect a
large office building there, a part of
the lower floor of which will be occu-

pied by his bank.
The chamber of commerce met last

iiight and $500 per month was quickly
subscribed to be used for the purpose
of advertising Mohave county. This
sum will be largely increased from
month to month.

An eighteen thousand-dolla- r gold
brick, the weekly cleanup, came in

from the Gold Road mine Saturday.
A notable transaction was consum-

mated last week when P. F. White
disposed of his interests in the Tyro
Gold Mines Company to Kansas City-partie-s

for the sum of $30,000. "Pete"
White was the original discoverer of
the property and at the time of the
sale was the holder of one-fourt- h of
the stock. He also owns interests in

other properties adjoining and has
some large sales pending.

The gold mine with the largest area
or gold-bearin- g rock is found within
three miles of Kingman. Wc refer
to the Bimetal mine, a property south
of town, over which the Santa Fc
lailroad passes. The deposit of mill-

ing rock is 500 by 700 feet and it is

claimed that at no point can rock be
taken which will not show colors of
gold.

Report comes from the Boundary
Cone mine that a body of $50 ore has
been found while running a drift on

the 500-fo- level. High grade ore
has been struck in this property in

the past and no doubt it will be one
of the big producers of the district.

The Aquarius range, occupying the
southeast portion of Mohave county,
is rich in many minerals. Bismuth,
tin. tuncstcn. and molybdenum arc
found, together with many of
rarer minerals.

Redemption Fund," to remit by New York draft to thc said office at said
National Bank of Commerce, New York, a sum sufficient to pay thc prin
cipal of thc bonds maturing on January 1, A. D. 1916. and each year there
after as specified in paragraph five (5) hereof, and any and all charges nec
essary lor tnc maKing ot sain payments at said pant:.

Section 9. That it be and it is hereby certified, recited and warranted
that all conditions, acts and things necessary and essential to the validity
of the bonds of said county, in this order mentioned, and required by law
to be done, have been fully done and performed.

Section 10. That when executed by thc chairman and clerk of this
board as and in thc manner hereinabove provided, said bonds shall, to the
aggregate principal sum of two hundred fifty thousand dollars ($250,000).
comprised of two hundred fifty (250) bonds, numbered consecutively from
one (1) tb two hundred fifty (250), both inclusive, of thc denomination of
one thousand dollars ($1,000) each, bearing interest at thc rate of five per
centum (5) per annum, payable semi-annuall- and absolutely due and
payable, serially, at thc times mentioned in paragraph five (5) hereof, be de-
livered by said chairman and clerk as follows:

Bonds Nos. 1 to 7, inclusive, shall be delivered to the county treasurer
to be by him credited to the proper fund, as hereinabove set forth.

vBonds Nos. 8 to 250, inclusive, shall be delivered to Kccler Brothers,
of Denver Colorado, the assignees of thc Commercial Trust and Savings
Bank, of Prcscott, Arizona, and of thc Union Trust Company, of Chicago,
who submitted thc highest and best responsible bid for said bonds, and
which assignments arc hereby accepted by this board, upon payment of thc
agreed purchase price therefor, and the proceeds derived from thc sale and
delivery of said bonds shall be paid into the county treasury and shall be
used solely for thc purpose of providing1 funds for thc construction and
furnishing of a fire proof county court house at the county scat of said
county.

Section 11. That thc chairman and clerk of this board and the treasurer
of said county, or any or cither of them, arc hereby authorized, ordered and di
rected to luruisu tnc sain commercial irust ana savings isank, such tran-
scripts and other documents as will fully evidence the proceedings had
preliminary to the issue and delivery of said bonds, and the regularity and
sufficiency thereof and thc validity of said bonds, and the acts of said of-
ficers in thc premises are hereby declared ratified, approved and confirmed.

Section 12. That thc provisions of this resolution and order and each
of the bonds and each of thc coupons issued and delivered pursuant hereto,
shall be and do constitute and the same arc hereby declared to be a binding
and irrevocable contract between the said county and thc purchasers ol
said bonds, and thc holder or holders from time to time of each of said bonds
and the coupons thereto appertaining.

Section 13. That all resolutions and orders or parts thereof of this
board in conflict with the provisions hereof, or which might in any manner
prevent thc issuance or delivery or impair the validity of said bonds, be and
thc same are hereby repealed, rescinded aud annulled, and this resolution
and order shall be forever irrepcalable until thc indebtedness hereby creat-
ed, both as to principal and interest, shall by said county have been fully
paid. satisfied and discharged.

Section 14. That an emergency is declared to exist and this resolution
and order shall be in full force and effect from and after its adoption.
