Marshall speaking at the

In the
belief that the United States could
never become involved in European
politics, he said, the question of dual
citizenship was not raised until the
war, in spite of the great tide of immi-

gration.

lation made it immaterial whether
there was any difference between loy-

alty and patriotism and we did not
face the question until It Tjccame one
of moment."

Several ot tnc prin
cipal shareholders of the old com
pany nave come torwaru witn tne
funds necessary for large operations
in which permanency is assured. The
Jessie is equipped with a fine operat
ing plant, the old workings have been
unwatercd to the 400-fo- ot level, and
ore bodies opened warrant the big
movement decided upon.
