The attack occurred near the Otate
ranche.

Wednesday there arrived at
Torres, direct from La Bufa, a
shipment of copper matte from the
new reduction plant of the Bufa
Mining & Reduction Co. It is
valued at about $75,000 and weighs
425 caryas (o00 pounds to a rarya).
To transport it required a pack
train of nearly 500 mules and
burros.

Mr. Rafael J. Ruiz of the house
of R. Ruiz & Co. of Ilermosillo,
has gone to Fronteras to inspect
the branch house at that place.

Mr. R. Ruiz, the Ilermosillo
merchant prince, has returned from
a visit to the interior of the repub-
lic, where he went for his health,
which is greatly improved.

Mr. Lou Friend came into Iler-
mosillo fram Ures Wednesday, and
has gone to Ortiz with the expect-
ancy of going out to La Dura, on
the Yaqui river.

The Trinidad mine recently
made a shipment of $14,000 worth
of silver bullion to Alamos, thence
to Agiabampo. by steamer to Guay-
mas, and rail thence to Los Ange-
les.

Monday the comisaria of police
at Torres, learning of a band of
Irronro Yaquis near that place,
gathered a small detachment of
men and went out and captured
five out of six.

Mr. Byron Riley, secretary of
the Bufa Mining Company, and
Messrs. Allen and Carlyle of Los
Angeles, gentlemen holding inter-
ests in the company, went out to
the camp last week.

Mr. H. Sherman of Magda-
lena, who has valuable mining in-

terests in the Sierra Azul, east
from that town, has returned from
a visit of nearly three months at
his home in the East and in Calif-
ornia.

Sunday last Al and William
Rosenstockof La Colorada, received
a telegram conveying the sad intel-
ligence of the death of their father
A. H. Rosentock of Tucson; and
at evening they departed for that
city to attend the obsequies.

Thursday evening Messrs. Will
Richardson, Arthur A. Lane and
Rufus Sanborn came into Minas
Prietas from La Bufa and Trin-
idad, and went to. Ilermosillo,
where they remained a day. Then
Messrs. Richardson and San-
born went to California, and Mr.
Lane to Guaymas, where he visited
a day and then returned to La
Colorada, where he visited several
days. Thence he goes to Cananea,
to visit his brothers until after
Christmas, when he will go to Cal-
ifornia for a couple of months.
Mr. Richardson is general man-
ager of the Bufa and Trinidad
Mining Companies. Mr. Sanborn
is the assayer at Trinidad, and Mr.
Lane is a heavy owner in both

The YaquI Problem Approaching Solu-
tion.

Monday there was taken to
Guavmas for deportation about
100 Yaquis men, women and
children who had been gathered
from the ranches about Minas
Prietas and Ilermosillo, and dur-
ing the present week all the Yaquis
from all the ranches for miles
about Minas Prietas have been
gathered for deportation. It has
been found that all, without ex-

ception, even the most peaceably
inclined, contribute money to the
cause regularly every month, which
is expended in buying guns and
ammunition, and that all are sub-
ject to call, to which they respond
and turn out, to commit depred-
ation, returning to their work im-

mediately, claiming all the time to
be peaceable.

Only a week or ten days ago a
Yaqui who had long worked as "a
ilreman at the air compressor at
the Grand Central mine was ex-

ecuted for participation in, the
murder of a man very close to La
Colorada a few days before. He
had in his possession the hat and
pistol of the murdered man; and
when confronted with the evidence
admitted that he had been one of
the participants in the. crime. His
companion in the murder was also
located, and the two were taken to
the scene of their offence and
hanged, close to the track of the
Torres & Prietas railway, between
La Colorada and Paredones sta-

tions. The fireman had left his
work at the regular hour at even-
ing, and returned on time the next
morning. Within an hour after he
had quit work, by prearrangement
he and the other had sallied out to
the place where they knew their
intended victim would be found,
and killed him. The deed was
known at La Colorada very short-
ly, and when the fireman went to
work the next morning he was told
by Ignacio Calvillo, the engineer
at the compress, what hadoccured,
when he expressed a hope that the
prepetrators would be caught and
hanged. Within a couple of days
the evidence against him was pro-
duced, and he got his wish.

From the ranche of Don Fran-
cisco Tapia no less than nineteen
Yaquis were taken for deportation.
Some were proved guilty of com-
plicity in the murder of the father
of the mayordomo of the ranche,
some three weeks ago, and all were
found to be regular contributors to
the Yaqui war fund, while one of
them was identified as the othciai
collector for the fund.

It is developments such as these
which have caused the policy of
complete exportation of the tribe
peaceful and warlike together, for
none of them are to be trusted. As
fast as they can be gathered the
Yaquis are sent to Guaymas,
thence down the coast upon the
transport Oaxaca, to one of the
southern ports of the republic, and
inarched across to Yucatan.

The recently organized batallion
of rurales has taken the field, and
is engaged in the work of rounding
up and bringing in the Indians.
They are also patrolling all the
roads in force, and they supply es-

corts to travelers when wanted.
Travel in the region affected has
again become safe.

of age.

Mr. and Mrs. R. E. Perkins of
La Colorada, have returned from a
two months visit at San Francisco,
Santa Rosa and other points in
California.

Major H. C. Reno, who is mak-
ing his headquarters at Magdalena,
has gone into the Altar district,
having started Saturday of last
week.

Doctor John S. Rhynas has
transferred his sanitarium from
Nogales, Sonora, to Magdalena,
and is now at the latter named
place.
