should be small and level to taciliute irri
cation.

made slightly convex, the better to shed

the water, and in heavy soils, underdrsina
aboald bo established ia the center ot tbe
walks, about three or tour feet under tbe
surface to remevo say occasional surplus ot

moisture and aerate aad warm up the land;
where, as with us. irritation mud be

resorted to and often bu to be performed

by unskillful hands, such drains ia heavy

soils are a necessity and will not, contrary
to tbe common belief, make tbe t -- e of
more irrigation water necessary. For
edging the walks I can think of nothing
better than hard burnt bricks neatly laid.
