ONE OF HIS SLAYERS

A Mexican supposed to be Cisto Lucero,
who made an attempt on Stanton's life
four years ago for an alleged ingult to
his sister.

But little particulars have yet been
received of the tragedy but from a cour-
ier who arrived varly yvestenday morning
to notify the officers and from a elegram
sent by J. H. Hamilton it is learned that
on Saturday night a little aftersix o'clock
three Mexicans arrived there and sasked
the way to Walnut Grove, saying they
had & train of pack animals en route to
that camp. At this time Mr. Stanton
was seated at a table in his store reading,
the conversation being directed to his
employe numed Kelly. Stanton on hear-
ing the conversation called out “come
in", “come in,” when two of the
Mexicans entereds and  mmediately
OFENED A FUSILADE

At both Stanton and Kelly. The former
received three shots in the breast, one of
them passing through his lu-aﬂ. killing
him instantly. Kelly then pnt out the
lights when the Mexicans retreated, fir-
ing as they went. Kelly procured a
rifle and shot through the window kill-
ing one of the murderers supposed to be
the leader.

The report that Lucero is the man ar-
rested on a charge oi attempting to kill
Stanton a few months ago is erroneous
that being Pedro Lucero, father of
Cisto. At the time of that attempt
Stanton clamed that Cisto Lucero was
al#o one of the parties but he made his
escape.

C. P. Stanton the murdered man v as
& native of Ireland, about 45 years of
age and was a man of good natural abil-
ities and of fine education. He had
traveled all over the world nearly and
spoke French and Spanish alniost as du-
ently as he did his native tongne. He
has resided in this territory since 1569
& great portion of the time at Antelope
where he was killed. For along time he
poeseesed a great influence over the
Mexican popuiation there but of later
years

HAX BEEN IN TROUDLE

And has claimed that his life has been
in constant jeopardy. The sequel proves
that these fears were not without good
grounds, although he was possessed of
that determined courage that cost him
his life rather than submit te being
forced from the country.
