Great Work Completed.
The grest dam of the Arizrons canal
which bas been under process of con-
struction for the past three months to
repiace the old one washed out last win-
ter, will be about completed to-night.
The new dars is 900 feet long and built
2% zn acute angle acrose the river run-
ning up stream from the mouth of the
canal to a rocky point om the opposite
side of the river und to which it is firmly
united as it is ulso to the rocks at the
mouth of the canal. The wooden struce
ure, or rather parl,oi the dau bars a
base forty feet wide built in sectiomns
carefully hinged together by wire cable
s0 that no one section can be floated
out, On this base eribs have been built
of heavy timbers and fillad with rock.
These cribs occupy the up-siream half
of the hase, while the lower half formus
an apron. The eribs are pitched up
etream till the crest is at an angle of
perhaps forty degrees. Botween the
cribs the spaces have been timbered up
and loaded with rock toabout the height
it is intended to have the dam. On the
up stream side of this great structore of
bhuge timbers and rock, is filled in a
facing of fifty feet of rock and brush,
thus making a dam which om the bottom
is eighty to ninety feet in width and oi
immense strength, The wooden struct-
ure is bolted and cabled to the rocks
and banks, for considerable distanee
from each shore. The last gape in the
dam were closed yesterday and the wa
ter is ruynning through the waste gates.
Repairs on the injured sectiom of the
canal just below the bead, will be com-
pleted the coming weck when water will
b= turned in and the canal will be zeady
for business.—Herald.
