FLAGSTAFF.

A Prosperous Town, and
able People.

Hospit--

A little over nine months bad elapsed
since the last visit of the Journal-Min- er

man to Flagstaff when, on the
morning of April 11th, he stepped off
an overland train to the platform of the
new depot building of the Atlantic A
Pacific railroad. Notwithstanding that
during a two days' visit there, com-

plaints were frequently heard rom citi-

zens of didl times prevailing, there were
many evidences of progress made dur-

ing that nine months' interval. A
number of new buildings were being
erected, while all over the town could
be seen new residences and new busi-
ness blocks which had been built in
that time. Most prominent among the
latter was a fine two-stor- y stone build-
ing on Railroad avenue, erected by
Constable Donahue, and the new
freight and two-stor- y passenger depot
being erected by the Atlantic & Pacific
railroad, which is nearing completion.
Quite a nnmucr of new residences had
been built, some of which would reflect
credit on even a larger city than this.
While existing dull times were com-

plained ofthere was a general sanguine
feeling existing among all that the sum-
mer will be a prosperous one, as en-

couraging news had been received in
regard to the immediate commencement
of work in extending the Mineral
Belt railroad, while a hopeful feeling
also existed towards the early construc-
tion of the Grand Canyon road.

Flagstaff is situated near the south-
ern base of the San Francisco moun-
tains, three peaks of which have an alti-

tude of about 12,000, the highest being
12,500 feet. In reference to the timber
interests, it bears very much the same
relation as Prescott does to the mining
interests of northern Arizona, being
located in the very heart of one of the
finest timber belts of the United States.
The great mill of the Arizona Lumber
Company, owned largely and managed
by Major D. M Riordan, which had a
capacity of about 100,000 feet per day,
and which was destroyed by fire a few
months ago, is being replaced by an ex
tensive saw and planing mill combined,
the frame work of which was already
up ana tne macmnery ready to oe
placed in position. Mr. Riordan has
two smaller mills in operation already
and, even with the combined capacity o:

all of them when the new mill is complet
ed, he feared that he would be unable to
meet the demand at the rate that orders
are being received Mr. Kioruan is a
thorough executive, and superintends
and manages his immense bufiness in
person.

A new saw-mi- ll has been erected about
a mile east of town, owned by P. P
Daggs and others, which also seemed to
be doing a good business.

The lumber business of Flagstaff has
been rapidly increasing during the past
two years, and during the past ?ix or
eight months another prominent indus
try in connection with the timber sup
ply of that section has sprung up, being
the organization of the Arizona Wood
company. This company takes the
refuse of the timber, used by the lum
bcr company after they cut such por
tions as are suitable for manufacturing
into lumber, and have it cut into wood
for shipment to San Diego, Los Angeles
and other southern California townp.
Although, as yet, this induetry is only
in its infancy, they ship about ten car
loads per day, and are unable to sup
ply the demand, and expect to double
their shipments soon.

A stone quarry is also being worked
a short distance east of town, which em'
ploys about forty men, and from which
about three car loads of stone per day
are shipped to Los Angeles, where they
are used in the construction of a city
hall.

These, together with the cattle and
sheep grazing interests in the vicinity,
and are quite extensive, forms the
principal source of wealth of the place,
which, if they continue to grow as fast
as they have during the past few years,
arc capable of supporting quite a large
town.

Flagstaff-i- s beautifully located, sur
rounded as it is by the beautiful jnne
forests with its verdant hills and fertile
valleys adjacent. Its people are gener
ous and hospitable to visitors, and spare
no pains to make their visits pleasant
and agreeable. The Journal-Min- er

Apache County

In agricultural importance, Apache
county ranks second in the territory.
The great valley of the Little Colorado
river contains thousands of acres of rich
and productive land, while water is
abundant for irrigation. The principal
settlements at present, where its waters
have been diverted for irrigation, is at
Woodruff, St. Johns and Springerville.
A substantial rock dam, eighteen feet
in height, has been also constructed at
Holbrook, by Harry Scorse, one of the
most enterprising citizens of that coun-

ty, whose intention is to put flumes
and ditches in during the present sea-

son, to convey the water on adjacent
lands, of which there is an abundance,
and bring it under cultivation. Other
improvements are contemplated also in
this beautiful little town, which will
give itquite a boom during the coming

season.
Woodruff, twelve miles from Hol-

brook, is quite a prosperous village, of
about 300 oi 400 people, in the center
of an agricultural settlement

St. Johns, the county seat of Apache
county, on the Little Colorado, has with W.

The at this point widens out to a
distance of about miles quite a
distance along the river. The govern-
ment land is mostly occupied and un
der cultivation. Litigation between rival
ditch companies retarded the growth,
somewhat, of that section, for several
years, but an adjustment of

differences has been arrived at, and the
people have good prospects pros'
perous times. A dam has been built in
the river at a point above the town,
from which the water is taken on the
west side and stored in two large arti
ficial reservoirs, one of which is fully
a mile in length, by half that distance
in width. A ditch was also completed
last year running well up on the bluffs,
surrounding the town, from which an
abundant supply of water for irrigating
yards and gardens in the town is ob
tamed, and this year, for the iirst
in its history, the citizens of St. Johns
can irrigate their grounds surrounding
their residences, and thereby beautify
their homes. As a result, has created
quite a tree planting boom in the town,
and within the next few years the'plnce
will be one of the prettiest in the ter
ritory, it location being naturally
beautiful one.
