been able to obtain the writ of habeas
cerpus, which he spokeof as a last re-
sort, last night. Aws the fire bells struck
noen the condemaed man started from
his cell and, preceded by the priest,
and followed by Jailor Rogers and  his
death watch Geldenson was very pale,
but he walked to the scaffold with a firm
step, and after the sheriff had com-
manded silence, he advanced to the
front of the platform and in & steady,
even veice spoke as follows : “Gentle-
men, | wish to say a few words before I
go. I have often reiterated that Mamie
was my firsta' d only love. I now esay
certsinly that she is. 1 hope to meet
her in heaven. 1 thank you, sheriff, for
your kindness.”

During his speech his eyes were fixed
steadily en the crowd before him, and
not a tremor was noticable in his voice.
After delivering these wor s his mem-
ory seemed to fail him. He did not
attempt to say anythimg further, and
after bidding farewell to the sheriff and
deputies, walked calmly on tothe drop
While the sheriff was adjusting the
noose he seized saying, ‘ Give me
that rope; I'll putit un;"” doing so
while he speke. During the process of
sdjusting the straps, bhe seemed
cool, and was perlectly calm »nd [full of
grit. When he came out of his cell it
was seen that he had a phetograph in
one hand, and it was learned that it was
that of the murdered Mamie Kelly. At
1205 p m. the drop fell and Alex
Goldenson pas-ed into eternity.
